The Commission deter-
mined that telephone u-
sers should be aware of
the tax impact on their
phone bills.

"On the brighter side,”
said Armstrong, "we are
pleased that the federal
excise tax on both local
and long distance service
has been reduced from four
percent to three percent.”

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Baird FFA Joins In 50
Year Celebration

Baird-FFA, one of the best examples
of youth in action on the American scene
today, is currently celebrating its Golden
Anniversary. This national organization
for students studying vocational agricul-
ture in the public high schools will be
observing National FFA Week Feb. 17-24.

Soon after vocational agriculture be-
came a subject in many of the the nation’s
high schools in 1917, instructors became
aware of the need to provide practical
raining beyond the traditional classroom

pproach. Their idea was to make the
struction more interesting by making
cactical work experience, competitive
hivestock judging, and agricultural lea-
dership development activities part of
the instruction. Vocational agriculture
instructors and students eagerly accepted
the learn by doing principle.

The FFA was founded nationally in
1928 after similar organizations had
started in several states. Right from the
herinning. the FFA has stressed leader-
ship, cooperation and citizenship-all vital
L0 success in modern agriculture.

Today the FFA has a membership of
500,000 with chapters in approximately
8,000 high schools throughout the nation.
The organization has state associations
in all states and in Puerto Rico.

Each local chapter and each state
association elect its own officers each
year. In all cases the teacher of vocational

vriculture is the advisor of the local
FFA chapter and the state supervisor of
agricultural education is the advisor of
Lne state assoclation.

Officers of the Baird FFA Chapter
are: Dennis Baxter, President; Barry
Williams, Vice President; Darryl Harris,
Secretary; Bob :McCormick, Treasurer;
Davy Vestal, Reporter and Will Morgan,
Sentinel. The chapter consists of 51 mem-
bers.

Mr. Dick Vestal has served as advisor
of the local chapter for the past 18 years.
Before moving to Baird, Vestal taught vo-
cational agriculture in Priddy, located in
Mills County, and in Jacksboro.

In addition to serving as local advi-
sor, Vestal is the immediate past presi-
dent of the State Association; has served
on the State Membership Committe on
NVATA resolutions and was presented
the Honorary National FFA Chapter
award.

FFA activities are specifically designed
to be a part of the instructional program
in vocational agriculture. Members learn
through active participation how to con-
duct and to take part in public meetings,

how to speak in public, and how to take
a leadership role in their school and
community.

Yearly projects for the Baird FFA in-
clude working with the Callahan County
Farmer’'s Co-op in conjunction with its
annual stockholder’s meeting; assisting
with the County Junior Livestock Show
and sale; coordinating the Baird Junior
Rodeo and assisting with the Callahan
County Sheriff’s Posse rodeo.

Competition is a key element of the
FFA from the chapter to the national
level. Each year the FFA recognizes
more than 80,000 members at local,
state and national levels for outstanding
achievement in activities related to agri-
culture career and leadership develop-
ment.

At the close of the current school year,
Baird FFA members will have participat-
ed in stock shows at the State Fair in
Dallas, Abilene, Fort Worth and Houston.
Local teams will participate throughout
the year in senior and junior chapter
conducting, livestock judging and dairy
and land judging.

The annual Baird FFA Banquet will
be held in May and several awards will
be presented at this time.

The outstanding freshman member will
be honored with the Greenhand award.
The recipient of the Chapter Farmer
award will be an outstanding second or
third year member. The coveted DeKalb
award will be presented to an outstanding
senior member.

In addition to the awards presenta-
tion at the banquet, a chapter sweetheart
will be selected. Reigning sweetheart of
the Baird Chapter is Cindy Dyer. Miss
Dyer competed in the West Texas Fair
Sweetheart contest in September, 1978,
and was named runner-up to the title.
She will represent the local chapter at
the District FFA meeting in Abilene
March 26.

The last 50 years have been a period
of growth for the FFA, both locally and
nationally. In 1972, a new vocational
agriculture classroom and shop were
added to the present Baird High school
structure. A recent addition to the local
agricultural program is a tractor mecha-
nics class.

FFA has been preparing students for
their Brighter Future since 1928. FFA at
50—a golden past, A Brighter Future.

With thé past accomplishments and
the future expectations, the next 50
years for the nationwide FFA organiza-
tion is indeed bright.
