Expected

Refusal
To Comply

WASHINGTON (AP) — The White House today
let the Senate Watergate committee’s demand for
hundreds of presidential tapes and documents pass
without a response.

In the face of the expected refusal to comply,
the committee already had moved to speed up
a_decision in-its request for federal court backing
for its right to obtain White House files.

Chief counsel Samuel Dash and White House
lawver J. Fred Buzhardt met Thursday with U.S.
District 'Judge John J. Sirica and scheduled a
resumption of arguments in the suit.

On Monday, the committee will amend its com-
plaint and file a new brief. The White House
will have 10 days to respond.

After the 10 a.m. EST deadline for complying
with the latest committee demands passed with
no response from the White House, deputy counsel
Rufus [<dmisten said the massive subpoena would
be narrowed “to the essentials” and then some
court action would be taken.

Edmisten pointed out that it would be necessary
to decide the pending suit before much could
be done.

Out Of Work

WASHINGTON_ (AP) — The
nation’s  unemployment rate
moved up fromg4.7 per cent to
4.9 per cent of.the work force
in December, marking the sec-
ond consecutive monthly In-
crease since the beginning of
the energy crisis, the govern-
ment reported today.

The increase apparently was
due to the general slowdown of
the economy but analysts for
the Bureau of Labor Statistics
said they lacked complete in-
formation to determine the ef-
fect of the fuel shortage on the
jobless rate.

6 PER CENT

Administration officials had
said previously the impact
would be félt in December and
even more sharply during the
first three months of this year

President Nixon's chief eco-
nomic adviser, Herbert Stein,

has forecast a jobless rate
reaching about 6 per cent later
this year as the full effects of
the energy crisis impact on the
economy.

According to the Labor De-
partment report the number of
people out of work increased by
170,000 last month to a total of
1.4 milion. This followed an in-
crease of 200900 in the jobless
rate in November.

work, the government said.

The December increase in
the jobless rate occurred main-
iy among women, particularly
in the 18-24 age group, rising
from 4.7 to 5.1 per cent over
the month; the government
said.

For adult males, the unem-
ployment rate of 3.1 per cent
was little anged over the
month. The teen-age jobless
rate also showed little change
at 14.7 per cent.

Unemployment  rates _for
household heads and married
men were 2.9 and 2.2 per cent
respectively, both unchanged
during the month.

In a racial breakdown, the
jobless rate for whites rose
from 4.2 to 4.4 per cent, while
the rate for blacks dropped to
8.7 from 9.1 per cent in Novem-
ber.

Among the major industries,
the unemployment rate for con-
struction workers dropped from
96 to 84 per cent over the
month, while the rate for work-
ers in wholesale and retail
trade rose from 5.5 to 6.3 per
cent.

Natural Gas

In Area Remains Good

Unless the state should in-
terdict with apportionment of
a statewide basis, the outlook
for gas supplies in this area
is good, according to Dearl Pitt-
man, district manager for
Pioneer Gas Company.

Piftman addressed the
Kiwanis Club at its Thursday
meeting in the Settles ballroom
on the energy situation.

By—-aequiring and developing
leases, Pioneer Natural Gas
Company has insured a supply
for at least 14 years on the
basis of projected use. Austin,
San Antonio and some other
South Texas cities, however,
have asked the Texas Railroad
Commission to make gas com-
papies In Texas apportion their
supplies among all cities ac-
cording to a state formula.

One of the compounding fac-
tors in the energy pinch, Pitt-
man explained is the rapidly
accelerating demand for it.
Since 1940, the energy consump-
tion exceeded all that in history
prior to that time, he said.
Estimates are that demands, on
the present curve, will double
by the year 2000.

A game of time hully-gully will "hegin Monday
morning with advent of Daylight Savings Time
as a national conservation measure.

This is "calculated to save electric power in
the heavily industrial East, but since Big Spring
is on the western edge of a time zone, the change
is creating a variety of working hour schedules.

The pattern here, The Herald found in a survey
Friday, is no pattern.

Schools — Big Spring, and Coahoma -— will
move starting times back to 9 am. and will
dismiss at 4 p.m. for pupils. Teacher schedules
generally extend half an hour in either direction.
Forsan schools will see teachers operating on
a9 am.-4:45 p.m. day and the pupils from 9:10
am. to 4:17 p.m.

Variations in Big Spring are for Grades 1-3
which dismiss at 3:15 p.m., and Kindergarten units
from 9-11:45 a.m. and 1:154 p.m.; also Headstart
9:15 am.-3 p.m.

No one from Howard College could be reached
for a new schedule, but classes won't start there
until late in the week.

There is no uniformity about retail store hours,
and Ron Mercer, Chamber of Commerce manager,
said that as a result of a meeting recently ‘‘we
urge buinesses, where possible, to adjust
to the needs of employes, particularly where work-
ing mothers are concerned. Each business is dif-
ferent and naturally will fix its own hours.”

The City of Big Spring will operate offices from
9 am.-5 p.m., and Howard County Commissioners
Court will consider hours at its Monday meeting.

Cosden 0Oil & Chemical Company will change
hours at downtown headquarters offices from 8:30
am. -5:30 p.m., but hours on plant and other
workers are under consideration.

We can
spend the rest of our lives deciding
whether or not what Nixon has done
is impeachable in the sense that
Madison or Hamilton or Marshall
might have defined “impeachable.”
But that which is impeachable is
really that which Congress judges to
be impeachable, and Congress is, in
the end, our creature. Accordingly
he urged that during the vacation
period students should hector their
Congressmen, particularly those in the
Judiciary Committee, to bring in a
verdict for impeachment. And, of
course, it is everywhere acknowledged
that Congress, when it reconvenes in
mid-January, will have a much clearer
idea than it now has whether the
American people want impeachment

CONCERNING the situation, a few
observations:

1. It is likely that the direction
being taken by the students will lead
to a very great frustration. To lead
the fight for impeachment from the
streets both plays into Mr. Nixon's
hands tactically, andreinforces,
stragetically, the opposition to im-
peachment. Precisely what will stiffen
the resistance to impeachment is mob
action. Mob action can of course ac-
complish political eructations. Those
who fear a castrated Executive will
stiffen their position to Nixon's im-
peachment precisely as the pressure

2. MANY MONTHS ago, before
the talk of impeachment was general,
I ventured a distinction worth
resuscitating. It is this: that as things
have worked out in the American
experience, the impeachment of a
President is something we resort to
not when we desire to punish a Presi-
dent, but when we desire to replace

him. A President (I elaborated) takes
on some of the functions, and concur-
rently some of the immunities, of
the sovereign. Accordingly he is not
tossed out because of a general cor-
ruption, or because he has pushed
his power in extra-constitutional ways.
President Grant was not impeached,
nor was Franklin Delano Roosevelt.
Impeachment is for when you decide
that The Man must be removed. It
is the general feel of the situation
that when that moment comes, the
President will probably quit rather
than face impeachment.

3. WE ARE somewhere, af this mo-
ment, not very far from such a crisis:
i.e., a crisis which causes the people
to feel that the country would be
a lot better off with the President
gone. By no _means evervone, of
course. But there are signs of erosion
among Mr. Nixon's friends, for in-
stance in the business community.
Much more of the Xind of thing that
is happening in the stock market will
cause a truly dangerous situation. The
solidity “of Gerald Ford, and the
transcendence of Henry Kissinger,
reassure more and more of those
who felt that the disappearance of
Nixon would be impossibly distruptive.

4. ACCORDINGLY the young people
who want Mr. Nixon out of the White
House would do better to play it
very 'ow and very rool. The President
of the United States 1s being snubbed.
And where that is practically speaking
impossible, he is being condescended
to. For those who want him to go,

that is the way, finally, to do it.

AUSTIN, Tex. — Prof. Charles Alan
Wright, listed by high White House
officials as the source of President
Nixon’s inflexible line against releas-
ing tape recordings, says he was
rebuffed last July when he suggested
exploring a compromise solution.

THAT IS NOT the only difference
between White House claims of
Wright's role as a Nixon Watergate
attorney and his own description given
us in an interview at his University
of Texas law school office. While con-
tinuing to completely support Mr. Nix-
on, Wright contradicted the White
House version of his own advice on
key wa'ergate matters.

Like much about Watergate, this
can be explained in two possible ways
~ one benign and the other malignant.
The benign explanation: garbled in-
ternal communications which un-
deniably becloud the Nixon White
House. The malignant explanation:
the White House was using Wright
to hide behind his massive reputation
as a constitutional scholar, attributing
to him unpopular decisions actually
made by others.

FOR EXAMPLE, senior presidential
aides have assigned Wright major
responsibility for Mr. Nixon's in-
transigence last summer in barring
even limited disclosure of the tapes.
According to these sources, Mr. Nixon
accepted Wright's constitutional ad-
vice to withhold the tapes while reject-
ing counselor Melvin R. Laird's
political advice to release them.

WRIGHT'S VERSION disputes this.
Although retained by the President
on Watergate matters last May, a
previous commitment took him to
Scotland during July. In Edinburgh
July 16, Wright learned from a BBC
broadcast that the existence of surrep-

Because they have not, the nation
has bounced into one economic ditch
after another, almost like a car whose
driver decided he wouldn't bother
turning the wheel at the curve.

To an overwhelming extent, the vast
problems that face the nation today
could have been lessened if action
were taken in time. They were as
predictable as tomorrow’s sun.

THE OIL shortage, for example, was
foreseen two decades ago. Plans could
have been implemented to avert the
current crisis condition, but that ap-
parently is not the way of government
or private enterprise. Neither acted.

The oil companies could have taken
unilateral action, of course, but how
were they to explain to their
stockholders that they were spending
money for a theoretical future situa-
tion? Not when a company's job is
to earn money.
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vealed 'hat day. He quickly received a
transatlantic call from the White
House asking him to rush back.

Arriving the evening of - July 19,
Wright went straight to the White
House. He carried with him an
editorial from the Times of London
urging some compromise for disclos-
ing the tapes. No newspaper in the
world, Wright told the White House
lawyers, had supported Mr. Nixon so
well as the Times. Therefore, should
not its suggestions be considered?

THE REPLY from White House
counsel Leonard Garment: the time
to worry about newspaper editorials
had long passed. Wright was handed
a fait accompli, Less than 72 hours
after the existence of the tapes was
revealed, the President had decided
irrevocably against their disclosure.
Nor, Wright told us, weas he ever
consulted on the propriety of this
decision.

Moreover, Wright has been des-
cribed by White House aides as reas-
suring 'he President he surely would
win the tape case in the Supreme
Court. When we reported this last
October, an angry Wright telephoned
White House chief of staff Alexander
Haig to pro'est that president aides
were misrepresenting him. Haig later
told the press that Wright had pre-
dicted merely a 50-50 chancé—a ver-
sion confirmed to us here by the pro-
fessor.

AGAIN, WRIGHT was represented
by White House staffers as leading
the President to believe he could fire
Archibald Cox as special prosecutor
without forcing resignation of At-
torney General Ellio*t Richardson. Not
S0, said Wright; he was never asked.
Like several others, his service to
the President is ending with a taste
of ashes.
