Heota. tba form of tbe bow rarted with 
different nadooa. The Scythian, bow 
was In the form of tbe letter C, and 
tbe bow of the Tartaia, deeceodanta of 
tbe Scythians, atill keeps that ahape.

Tbe Greek bow waa not more than 
three or four feet In lenctb, bat so 
stoat and_ stiff that It reqalred coaatd- 
erable strength and skill to use IL It 
la said that tbe Scat ^reek bows were 
made from tbe boma of a epedee of 
goat, tbe bases being united by means 
of a metallic band. Afterward other 
material was naed In their mannfae- 
tnre, hot they still retained their orig­
inal shape. These, bows were too 
Short to be of much nac, and, compara* 
Uvely speakiug, bat a small portloo of 
tbe troops were armed with them.

The Romans carried tbe bow to Brit­
ain. where It at once obtained favor 
and daring tbe middle  ̂fgea was ex­
tensively osed. forming an Important 
element of the armies of ibat period.

The Engteh arcliers were psIJ tu be 
tbe flneet in the world, aiul tkvir sUUI 
decided tbe battles of t'reei'y, Puiiiors 
and Aginconrt. The Uiv.s used;.were 
of two kinds—tbe long Imiw and the 
arbelest, or i'rou»ln>w. The nrlmlert 
was made of steel or ham end wan of 
sneb strenglb and stlffoet«s that it was 
neoresar}’ to use ruoie luecliankal ap- 
plUn«« to bend It and adjust tbe 
string. The arbalestiers carried a 
qnlY'er with fifty arrows oimI were 
placed in the vau of tbe bettlc.
