Did Russ Outsm art Selves?
Two-faced Russia, the Dr. 

Jekyll and Mr. Hyde of the cold 
war, dipped her hand into U.S. 
presidential politics when she 
startled the world by the bra- 
ren, unscrupulous invasion of 
Czechoslovakia.

For it unveiled the true na­
ture of Communism—hard, 
merciless, unbending rule by 
frt-ce.

It shatters the growing hope 
of the so-called Free World that 
Communism would try to live 
side by side with non-Commu- 
nisi nations.

Further, It focuses attention 
upon South Vietnam, and again 
stresses the fact that'' Russia 
underwrites the cost of Nwth 
Vietnam’s invasion of South 
Vietnam, that Russia supports 
guerrillas in South Vietnam.

.^nd it makes a mockery of 
the wishful thinking espoused 
hy Sen. Eugene McCarthy and 
Sen. George McGovern, the 
“ doves" who could get America 
out of South Vietnam at any 
cost.

As the glim seizure by Russia 
of a small satellite country just 
emerging into a slightly freer 
atmosphere that gave Its people 
a breath of liberty, is grasped 
and comprehended by the 
American voter, one may well 
expect the tide of politics to 
shift to meet the new threat by 
the same old danger.

Interestingly, since Republi­
can Candidate Richard Nixon 
first gained nationwide atten­
tion by his exposure of Alger 
Hiss and later met Khnischev

in a  “kitchen debate" in Moe- 
cow, the Russians have hated 
him. Khnischev boasted to 
President John Kennedy that 
Russia deliberately and luc- 
cessfuUy slanted her diplomaUc 
and public announcements so u  
to defeat Nixon in the 1900 elec* 
tlon. The Russian leader actual­
ly claimed credit for Kennedy's 
-exceedingly close win over Nix­
on.

Now, eight years later. Rus­
sia still hates Nixon. Until the 
invasim of Czechoslovakia, the 
K re m ^ ’s propaganda was 
against Nixon and aimed at pro­
moting popular support of Me- 
Ctfthy and McGovern. What 
Russia does now with Its propa­
ganda is not likely to change 
the cruel picture of dictatorial 
rule by Communism.

Nobody can foretell with ex­
actness what the American vot­
er will decide next December. 
But Russia's squelching of even
