It is a dlscusaioh 
that la timely because, flrat, Mr. ItooHe- 
vek In hla plftm for tbe forthcoming 
government budget . contemplates a 
ahrlnkage in the vaat millaya. repre­
sented lb the emergency agencies, and. 
second. It la a matter of imllttcalTm- 
port. Whether Mr. Iliuuievelt la re- 
elect*Hl or whether there should he a 
Itepublican succeed him in the White 
Mouse In January, HK17, 'aomehmiy 
must clean up the wreckage of the 
alphabetical soup—which la what nil of 
these rarJons agencies eventually must 
t>ecome. They cannot go on; an end 
must he had to the ex(>endUures and 
that will conclude the o|ieraltoiis of 
these ageuclea and, further, something 
In the way of i>ermanency for agencies 
that may be kept must be worked out.

It la one of the real pix>blems of gov­
ernment. Those who have been In 
Washington any length of time recog­
nise that It la much easier to establish 
a ‘ government bureau and populate It 
with bureaucrata of a political hue 
than It la to put an end to tbe agency 
and send the political patronage boya 
hack home. It Is really an old story to 
ohservera here and. I  lielleve, all of 
them recognize how difficult If not 
dangerous It Is going to be In dynamite 
the al|ihabeiical agencies out of ex­
istence.

Some of them undoubtedly have 
served and are serving a useful pur­
pose. Vndnubte<lly, some of them were 
needed long tx-fore .Mr. Itcx)sevelt 
brought his New Deal to Washington. 
Instead of that fact making the wreck­
ing Job easier. It makes the Job more 
(llfliciilt. It Is very hard to convince 
pinm pickers that their Joti Is a tein- 
|x»rary one, even though they were so 
Inform'ed when they were appolnteil 
It la more difficult to ronvlni-e that 
fy|x* of Individual that their agency Is 
not all ImfHirtant or that It Is of less 
consequence than a nelglilxirliig agency 
hearing another set of alpbalx-lical 
letters.

In addition, the plum plclcers hnve 
their patronage Irnckera at the cupllal. 
The representatives and aenators In­
terested In building up their own |xi- 
ili'cal machines back home natumlly 
put people In the (xtllllcsl Jolm who 
will be most helpful In assisting that 
particular representative or s«*nator to 
be re-eli'cted. Thus. It becomes rather 
ohvInuB that even If Mr. |{<xaieTelt serl 
ntisly tries to liquidate the vsrlons 
sIphabeHcal hureaiis. boards, commis­
sions and admlnlslratinns. he has a 
man-sized task on his hands. If hy 
chance s Ilepiibllcsn should t>e elected 
and Mr. R«x>sevelt retired to private 
life, he. t«x>, will find himself rrlllcif.ed. 
caJole<l and threatened when he se«'ks 
to squeeze the water out of this struc­
ture known as government which was 
ex)>ande<l so much In .Mr. Ittxjsevelt's 
plans to rnm-t the emergency.

L o n g , the exi-ess Job hold-
H a r d  T a t k  era snd eliminate 

from the government 
all o f the surplus al|>hahetlcal agencies. 
In the very nature o f things It cannot 
lie done more quickly. The answer lies 
Jn the fact that these agencies embark 
u|M>n smhitious pri>grams that cannot 
l»e halted. The government l»e<-omea 
committed to certain proimaltions and. 
except In war IlirtA most o f them must 
lx* executed. So. however you examine 
the BlliiatloD, Uncle Sam la well 
h)x>ke<l.

To llliiatrate bow dlfllciilt Is the Job 
of getting rid of a government agency 
after It Is once established, t»ne nmal 
not go further than the late NBA. .Six 
or seven months have elnt>se<l since the 
Supreme court unanimously rllppe<l the 
wings of the fnme<l Blue Vlagle. That 
decision did ttie work of wrecking NBA 
ns completely as a bomhahell can 
wre<'k a boat when a direct hlflLla 
ac«»red. But. whether you realise It or 
not, we still hnve In Washington an 

orguiiizfltion of almost 2,.'i00 em 
ployees. It la true that niimlxT la 
prol>ably only alxiut one-fourth of Hte 
total number on the NBA pay ntll 
when (Jenernt "('rark-lhiwn” Johnson 
was at the helm and guiding the flight 
of the Blue Eagle-hut It was aasume<l 
at least that tlie .Supreme court de<-l- 
sloD made payment! for tlie NBA |iay 
roll illegal at the asme Mine. llowever,| 
It haa ha.i(x>ned tliat the administra­
tion has found money aome place with 
which to pay this regiment of em­
ployees who, aa far as most observers 
In Washington ran ascertain, hava very 
little constructive work to do.

The organization has lio official 
status except such as Is given it by 
Mr. Itovmevell'a vaiioiia executive or­
ders. It haa no authority. Anything It 
does or says has no more force than a 
aephyr. Yet thousands of dollars are 
being paid Its workers on tbe first and 
fifteenth of every moatb—and there la 
no algo that these payraents will be 
ended soon.

For another example let ns go back 
to tha war days In order to aucceaa- 
fnlly |•rooeente America's part la tim' 
World war, tha goveraamat took over' 
sad ei*erated tbe railroads. A glgaaUc 

- * .

organlxatioD was built up here in 
Washington and representatives of the 
railroad admlnlatratlon were scattered 
far and wide throughout tbe country. 
Commitments were made that continue 
even to this day. Credit in tbe form 
of government loans was extended to 
fhe-mll Hoes snd several "hundred piH' 
tIoD dollars of that amount remalna 
uncollected to this day. 'And with all, 
after 18 years we still have a railroad 
administration operating In Washing­
ton at government expenae.

Another wartime agency about which 
little It heard but which still Is In ex­
istence Is the War Finance cor.|X)ra- 
tlon. It floated bonds and made loans 
to private Interests and those commit­
ments have forced retention of a skel­
eton orgunizatlon that proltably must 
l>e continue,! for several years yet be­
fore the Job of liquidation la complete.

One could go on and on In illustrat­
ing how a government agency heci'roes 
a parasite on the government structure 
to remain, long after its usefulness 
has cease<l, a burden on the taxpayers. 
It Is hardly any. wonder then with the 
knowledge of what has hapixmixl In 
the rase of other governnieatal agen­
cies that there Is a rpiestlon of how 
long It will he before the present emer­
gency alphabet can be eliminated. It 
la likewise a matter of concern what 
(be total coat la going to be before the 
mesa la finally eradicated.

We have had evidence lately of how 

efforts are Initiated to maintain these 
agencies even when 

Thumb$ Dow n  they are legally dead, 
on N R A  Recently In Wash­

ington there w as 
held a much hall.vh<x>ed meeting to 
whicli some three thousand re|)rep»’nta- 
Hves of business Interests were Invlied. 
It was called hy George I„ Berry, the 
lop man In what la h'ft of the .N’UA 
structure. The purpose was to find out 
what Itusiness wnnte<| In the way of a 
r,*vlved Nlt.\. Business did not want 
NItA revived and the nux'ling turnml 
out to he a genuine flop. There was 
nothing like three thousand representa- 
llv»*s In attendance ami the me«‘tlng It- 
s«df gave a gixxl many |x*rsons the Im­
pression of txdng stag«‘<l for the Imnefit 
of Hie American Federation of I.abor, 
to which the old NItA catered.

Mr.'B«*rry, until lately the head of 
one of the large union labor organiza­
tions. did not convince business that It 
nee<le<l more governmental Interference, 
Indeeil, If business went away con­
vinced of anything beyond the fact 
that .Mr. Berry’s meeting was a flop. It 
left Washington with a deep feeling 
that It did not want NRA In any form 
nor did It want any other governmental 
agency messing around with Ita efforta 
to get back on Us feet.

The circumstance Illustrates better 
than anything I know how parasitic 
agencies In the governmej)! wek to per­
petuate themselves. One must realize 
In Considering such a condition that 
all of th<Mie emjiloyees obviously want 
to keep their Jobs.

In the rase of the attempted revival 
of NRA, the p<dltlcs1 factor Is Impor­
tant. Mr. It<x>sevelt said. It will t,e 
remembere,!. I ha (* when NRA was or­
ganized II must he regardetl as some­
thing of an ex|M>rlment and that If the 
experiment failed to work, he would 
be the first to say so. He haa not made 
that announcement yet for. It Is r«in- 
sldered. If he admitte,! that the NRA 
experiment failed to work he would be 
admitting defeat for one of hla earlier 
I»et projects right In the fare of a 
Presidential campaign. Politicians do 
not like to make adraisslona of Mila 
kind.

It will he reeaHed as well that after 

the Supreme coart held the business 
cfxles of NR.A to he 

Butine»$  unconstitutional and
Fighta Bach  business endea
' were the vltala of

the NRA atriicfnre. there was mneh 
pressure exerted on congress from the 
While House for reconst met Inn of 
some sort of a program to succeed 
NBA. Business did not want It any 
nxire then than It does now and It 
fought bark while the legislation was 
pending. The result was that congress 
passed a law permitting lines of com- 
merte and Industry to organlte and 
frame thelrfown voluntary cmlea.

Jurisdiction of these codes was 
placed In the Fe<lerat Trade cominls- 
aUm. That agency was supposed to 
work In CO operation with business and 
to exercise a Judicial function In de­
termining when the codes were prop­
erly within existing laws against mo­
nopoly.

Tbe Trade rommlaalen In the last 
year haa hlossnmed forth as a rather 
sound agency In Its consultations with 
business and, I believe, merits the re­
spect which business generally has for 
Jt. But with all of that respect and 
the knowledge that tjie Trade commis­
sion tries to be fair, flfily lines of 
Industry have presented codes of fair 
practice fqr commission approval.

( In . 7:14). Tliough at first perplexed, 
ahe accepted the annuncatlen with rê  
markable courage and devotion. To ha 
told that she waa to be a mother was 
nothing Btartllng, for thli waa the

' accepted motherhood at a tremendou* 
coaL She waa conacloua of her rlrgla 
purity. She knew that to become a 
mother under such rircumstancet 
would expose her to suspicion and 
Shame (John 8:41).
