OUR CHRISTIAN SCHOOLS

In the budget of Texas Baptists for last year and this, it has
been possible to give Christian Education a larger share than for-

merly. With our plan for a progressively inereasing budget, ‘we
may expect further enlargement. This is commendable for two. réa-
sons.

First, all church-related schools have had increasing difficulties
through the years in the face of competition from tax-supported
institutions. While the latter have had great sums of goverllmgnt&l
money for expansion, the church college has been hampered hy"lnck-
of buildings and other essential facilities, as well as shortages in
funds for every necessary purpose.

Second, the rising cost of living and expanding war economy
affect institutions no less than individuals. "Without enlargeéd ap-
propriations from the funds of the state board, our institutions might
soon be finding themselves in serious difficulties.

It is probable that within a year, or two at most, Texas Baptists
will have relieved themselves of the shadowing burden of debt. When
that happy period has arrived, some of the large amounts which
have, of necessity, gone for payments on principal and interest, will
then be available for institutions.

When such a time comes, might we not consider whether it
would be an equitable plan for the denomination to assume the bur-
den of ministerial scholarships? This is one of the heavy loads
which our schools have to carry through good years and bad. These
scholarships for ministers are right and proper, but rightly and:
properly, they are the obligation of the denomirlation and not that
of the schools. i

It may be asked if that is not after all the same thing, since the
schools are supported by the denomination. That would be quite
true, if the denomination really supported the schools. As a matter
of fact, the denomination does not support the schools, it only aids
in that support. The remainder comes from'various sources, includ-
ing those interested individuals, living and dead, who have made
‘contributions to endowments, buildings and other funds; from the
faculty members, who loyally remain for a larger load and a smaller
check; and from the paying students, who are a major source of
ineome in nearly all our schools. 4

So, when the Christian college gives a scholarship, there are
three main donors—the contributing church member, the faculty and
the student body. Except for that scholarship, the contributions—
in most cases sacred money, devoted to God—could be put to some
other use. That the other use might not be more worthy, is beside
the point. The fact remains that if it were not for the load of schol-
arships, totaling an enormous sum, the faculty member could receive
more for his work or have more hel? in getting it done, the student
could either have his fees reuced or be given more for his money and
the contributor would help more youth to receive a Christian edu®]
cation. Y

But, it is asked, is not ministerial education the purpose of our
church colleges? Most certainly. And no Christian who is thinking
straight will begrudge one dime of any scholarship to a student who
is giving his life to the cause of Christ. i ’

There are two reasons for maintaining Christian colleges. One
is to provide an educated istry, a no lenger debated among
Baptists.  The other is to make higher education in a spiritual at-
mosphere available for our children. We contend that neither should
be penalized for the other;-that, for this dual purpose, it is the duty
of our churches to provide the best possible edneational institutions.

Without argument, it presents the
Son of God on the threshold of re-
demption as Moses (Gen. 1:1) pre-
sented God on the threshold of crea-
tion.

WHY DO WE HAVE S0 FEW
LEADERS IN OUR CHURCHES

"By Mrs. J. H. Epley

This is such a deep and interesting
question that I feel I can only touch
on it.

Suppose we uiu this question to
ourselves and search down deep into
our hearts and see ‘why we are mot
leaders in some service for Jesus.

First, it takes a converted .person.
Some people think they are Chris-
tians that are not. I blame some
preachers and teachers who teach
that all you have to do is to join the
church and be baptized and you will
be saved. Jesus says, “You must be
born again.” If we lead people in
God’s service we have to be led by
him and cannot do this unless we
surrender ourselves wholly in his
hands to be used by him at his will.
I think this is one of the greatest
reasons that there are not more l(nd-
ers in his service.

If we could only say as Samuel and
Isaiah did, “Here am I Lord, send
me,” it would surprise some of us at
the things we might do. We would
study'God’s word and pray often and
try to'be fitted to:be useful. Then,
when ‘we are called on to do anything
we would not say, “Oh, I cannot do
that, let sonie one else do it who is
more, competent.” We would be
afraid to refuse because we would be
afraid that God that led this person
to call on us.

He tries us with little things, and
if we aré faithful in little things he
will thén ‘give us greater things to
do, He 'gave some five talents—
others ten—and the one that would
not use his talent but laid it up in a
napkin, he took it from him and gave
it to.others. The ones that used their
talents, he doubled them. If we use
the one talent it will be just as ac-

Preaching Services

Insist that the preaching services
are fundamental in our churches and
that one of the majn services which
the Brotherhood can render is to
stimulate attendance among the men
of our churches upon the regular
worshpi services and in particular on
Sunday evening. The worship com-
mittee of the Brotherhood should be
most alert and aggressive in this re-
spect. One of our big problems is
that of the absentee member. In or-
der to promote regular attendance we
suggest the following:

a. A period of church attendance
when the men are called upon espe-
cially during that period to be loyal
to levery service in the church. May
is 'the month suggested. Some are
making it a ten weeks campaign and
are promoting “Ten Weeks in God's
House.”

b. An honor roll in the Brother-
hood listing those who are regular
in church attendance.

Layman’s Day

Vigorously plan and promote Lay-
man’s Day on October 18, when the
laymen will be given special recogni-
tion and an earnest effort made to
get every man in all church services
on that day.

Conventions

Urge every church to send repre-
sentatives to the Brotherhood Con-
vention which meets in Fort Worth,
November 9-10, 1942. This would
hold true whether or not the church
now has a Brotherhood. Also, we
urge the presence of representatives
from every church at the Southern
Baptist Convention in San Antonio in
May, especially on the night the Bro-
therhood report is given,

Definite Objectives
' Urge every Brotherhood to adopt
definite local objectives—these things
which the church needs most—and
lend itself to promoting the same.
Every church has some important
needs, and it should be the purpose
of the Brotherhood to take the in-
itiative in meeting those needs.
Reports

Encaurage every Brotherhood to
make regular and interesting reports
to the State Secretary. Report what
objectives are adopted and the suc-
cess in reaching them.

District Rallies

Urge the district Brotherhood
presidents to plan at least one big
district rally during the year, either
in the form of an encampment or a
shorter meeting, and also to see that
each association is organized and
functioning.

Association Meetings

Urge association presidents to have
regular meetings at least quarterly.
They should encourage and lead in or-
ganizing Brotherhoods in all churches.
They should enlist the coope.ation of
the extension committees in the now
existing Brotherhoods to help in this
endeavor.

Annual _Association

Ask the association moderator to
provide a place on the annual asso-
ciation program for the Brotherhood
report and to see that the best avail-
able person is asked to make this re-
port. We appreciate the splendid
cooperation this past year.
