Lubbock Getting

Big Eye’ to
Be Polished

PASADENA, Calif. — ® —
Palomar's ‘‘big eye'" — already
the apple of astronomers’ eyes —
is going to be even better than
expected after a final polishing.

That's the opinion of Dr. Ed-
win P. Hubble, chief stargazer
at the observatory atop Mount
Palomar. The lens of/the 200-

inch telescope will polished
again this month — for the
last time it is hoped — to re-

move about 20-millionths of an
inch thickness from an 18-inch
spot on the mirror's outer edge.

The job will take six months,
Dr. Ira 8. Bowen, director of
Palomar and Mt. Wilson Obserya-
tories, announced.

With a 10 percent improvement
expected from the final ground,
Dr. Hubble predicts that it may
be possible to photograph stars
100 million light years further
away than the big telescope-cam-
era actually  was designed to
reach. It was designed to see
one billion light years into space
— twice the range of the 100-
inch Mt. Wilson telescope, here-
tofore the world's ‘largest.

China’s Greatest Need

Is U. S. Moral

Your columnist has encountered
an unusual analysis of China's
crisis, by an interesting personal-
ity—De. Hu 8hih, Chinese philoso-
pher, educator and diplomat who
was ambassador in Washington in
1038-42,

Dr. Hu has just arrived in New
York from China homeland on a
tour to study the world situation.
I asked him what he thought of
the testimony before the Senate
Armed Services Committee by
General Claire Chennault who said
America still could save China
(and Asia) from the Communist
control by assistance costing
about $1,000,000 a day.

“I'm not a military expert,”
replied _Dr, Hu, “and am nol
qualified to pass judgment on that
estimate, Of course material aid
is needed but I don’t believe the
exact amount of help matters|
nearly so much as would the moral |
support of America,

“That's the great thing—the
agsurance that the United States
is with us.

“The greatest weakness of
Nationalist China now is lowered
morale due to the belief that she
has lost American support. I can
tell you now that the collapse
of .the ‘Nanking government re-
sulted from the reports that the

United States could do nothing
more for China.

“Such news spreads rapidly in
my country. You mustn't forget
that at least 50,000 of our in-
tellectuals were educated in the
United States. Naturally any re-
action here towards China is
quickly recognized and the news
spreads.

I asked Dr. Hu if he felt the
Nationalists still had a chance to
win, He nodded, and said:

‘““As I see it, our position is no
worse, today than was that of say
France and Belgium after they
were invaded by the Germans in
the late war. The people didn't
lose their courage. Why? Because
they knew the Allied powers would
stand by them, And in due course
the Germans were evicted.

“I believe the Nationalist cause
isn’t lost. We still can win.”
