ly, known as “Lord” Scully, one of the 

largest land owners in Kansas with 40, 
000 acres in this county, all of the best 
land, has added a new clause in his 
leases. He provides that every rent. 
er on his lands (and he sells no land, 
leasing it all) shall plant at least 20 per 
cent to alfalfa. The reason given is 
that while other crops may fail the rent. 
er is almost sure to receive enough from 
the alfalfa to pay the rent, thus making
