Rains Predicted 
On Flood Area

■v m  Aw»ci»»i< em*
The swollen Mississippi River 

was on crest along an 80-mik 
stretch between Illinois and 
Iowa Saturday. Officials and 
residents hoped that predicted 
heavy rains and h i^  winds 
would bypass the flood-stricken 
area.

A spokesman for the Army 
Corps of Engineers, which has 
been directing the fight to hold 
back the river, said heavy rains 
could undermine and weaken 
the earthen dikes protecting 
many communities.

The engineers said Friday 
that rainfall up to an inch or 
more and winds in excess of 30 
rifles an hour were expected 
late Saturday and again Sun­
day. But the Weather Bureau in 
Chicago .said Saturday the 
weather might not turn out as 
sevmw as predicted. The engi­
neers reported Saturday the 

)i was on crest from 
Sabula, Iowa, across from Sa­
vanna, III., southward to Musca­
tine, Iowa—an 80-mile stretch 
that includes the Quad-Cities, an 
Industrial area consisting of 
Rock Island, Moline and East 
Moline in Illinois and Davenport 
and Bettendorf in Iowa.

A company of soldiers from 
Ft. Riley, Kan., about 80 men, 
was brought in Saturday to aug­
ment around-the-clodc dike pa­
trols in the Quad-Cities area.

The engineer corps said there 
was no Immediate problem but 
one could develop if the predict­
ed rains and winds arrived.

“If the rain and winds bypass

The engineers said winds of 23 
to 35 miles an hour could cause 
wave action that would raise the 
water level another six Inches 
or more.

Through months of effort the 
engineers have constructed high 
dikes along the raging stream, 
which they estimate have avert­
ed at least |1 Mllion damage.

Upstream the Mississippi was 
receding slowly. The river was 
still nearly six feet over flood 
stage at Dubuque, Iowa, where 
some industries and a large res­
idential area were surrounded 
by water: five feet above flood 
stage at Clinton, Iowa, and Just 
over four feet through the Quad- 
Cities.

Downstream the Mississippi 
was reported falling from Wind- 
field. Mo., north of St. Louis, to 
near Cairo, IA. All points along 
the stream were in flood stage 
except at St. IxmLs where the 
river was two feet below flood 
stage of 30 feet.

his retreat at the muddy end of 
General de Gaulle street to 
await the results of a referen­
dum Sunday that some polls say 
may force him from office.

Only his wife, Yvonn, and a 
handful of servants were with 
the 78-year-old president in their 
modest, walled estate in this un­
distinguished village with a pop­
ulation of 363 on the soutnera 
flank of the Champagne regjkw.

The street named after him— 
dusty in the summer—ran with 
mud Saturday after a long rain. 
The property was surrounded 
by police and was separated 
from green, rolling fields by 
barbed wire.

This is where De Gaulle will 
live out his retirement if a ma­

jority of Frenchmen vote Sun­
day against his refereodum to 
loosen administrative oeatrall- 
zation by creating 21 new ad- 
ministrauve regions, and wrest 
legislative power from the Sen­
ate and turn it into a coosulU- 
tlve body.

In a radlo-televiskm speech to 
the nation Friday night, De 
Gaulle restated his plan to quit 
If he loses.

A final public opinion poll con­
ducted for the newm per 
France-Soir gave De (lauUe 
only 49 per cent of the decided 
vote against 51 per cent for the 
opposition. Immeasurafat^ at 
thu stage was the effect of De 
Gaulle’s last-minute appeal, on 
undecided voters.

A Tornado Threatens
IB April of last v e ir T exu  

recorded 13 tornados. May’s 
tornado total was 48 and June, 
21. These three months ac­
counted for 82 of the 147 tor̂  
nados recorded in Texas In 1908.

Texas has had 1,059 tornados 
sighted since 1951. Tse worst 
year was 1907 when 232 twisters 
were charged to the state — 
half of which stemmed rom 
Hurricane Beulah.

Some twisters have been 
reported so far in 1909. The 
Department of Public Safety, 
looking at the records of the 
past, is certain there will be 
more, with numerous reports In 
May and June. Now that the 
peak of tornado season is at 
nand, the DPS has sounded a 
warning to all Texans to be on 
the alert for these terrifying 
and destructive Invaders.

The DPS points out that 
because a city or a town has 
not been struck in the past by 
a tornado Is no 
11 s immunity
disasters. Any town can be hit 
by a tornado, warns the DPS,

spinning rapidly and extending 
toward the earth from the base 
of a thunder cloud. When near 
by, a tornado sounds like the 
roar of hundreds of airplanes.

The DPS explains that when 
tornados are possible in an 
area, the W eather' Bureau 
issues a tornado watch. Once 
a tornado has formed, and its 
existence is known to the 
Weather Bureau, a public 
tornado warning is issued.

A tornado watch is used to 
alert the public to the possibility 
that tornados may develop over 
a certain area.

A tornado warning means that 
a tornado has been actually 
sighted In the area or its 
presence has been detected by 
radar. When the weather 
threatens, the DPS recommends 
that residents in the area af­
fected keep tuned to local radio 
or television stations. Informa- 

guarantee bfltion will be issued to such 
from such media for relay to listeners.

or industrial plant, on receiving 
a tornado warning, a lookout 
should be posted to keep safety 
officials advised of the tornado’s 
approach. Advance preparation 
can be made by moving 
workers to sections of the |dant 
offering the greatest prote^on.

6. If you are in a tornado 
area, keep calm. It will not help 
to ^ t  excited. People have been 
k ill^  running out into streets 
and by turning back into the 
path of a tornado. Even though 
a warning is Issued, the chances 
of a tornado striking one's home 
or location are slight. Tornadoes 
cover such a small zone, as a 
rule, that relatively only a few 
places In a warned area arc 
directly affected. You should 
know about tornadoes, though, 
just in case.

The local promotion will begin 
with the merchandising com­
mittee making a survey of 
stores In Big Spring, Stanton 
and Coahoma, to see what 
cotton goods are offered. Sur­
veys will be taken throughout 
the year before seasonal pur- 

ases are made by the stores. 
Mrs. Haggard explained that 

after the survey is completed 
and the information is compiled, 
those stores which do not carry 
many cotton products, or whose 
owners say such products are 
hard to find, will be approached 
again.

“If the store managers say 
cotton product! can’t be found, 
we can offer them a list of more 
than 200 companies which 
manufacture aU-cotton 
ments,” she said.

When the survey is complete, 
Bradley’s publicity committee 
will step in with a series of 
advertisements, encouraging 
consumers to buy cotton 
products, and telling;FWhich 
stores sell such products.

Mrs. Haggard said her 
committee will kickoff activity 
with an organization meeting at 
1 p.m. Wednesday at First Fed­
eral Savings and Loan Associa­
tion in Big Spring. More than 
30 invitations have been sent 
to farmers’ wives in the area, 
but anyone Interested may 
attend, she said.

Promotion of cotton products 
on the local level is dven 
assistance by the National 
Cotton Council and Cotton 
Producers Institute. Both the 
NCC and CPI have been con­
ducting research and promotion 
the past few years to counter 
efforts by synthetic fiber 
producers who have made gains 
in the textile market.

The CPI has budgeted $10.8 
million In research and promo­
tion in 1949, with funds coming 
from a nationwide $1 per bale 
c o n t r i b u t i o n  from cotton 
producers. Some $4.7 million 
has been authorized this year 
by the CPI to increase the use 
of cotton products through 
advertising, merchandising and 
other sales tods and techniques

Accompanying the CPI budget 
is $2.5 million ^ m  the National 
Cotton Council.

Tax Reform For 
Farmers Talked

By TEX BOGERS 
Talk of “tax reform" is a 

leading topic on Ci^titol HIU in 
Washington this year, and some 
of the conversation deals with 
the tax structure of agriculture.

Farm experts observe that 
legislation is due for some 
forms of tax loophole which 
allow large farm opet^Nors to 
get bigger and the small farm 
owners to work even harder to 
make ends meet. Corporate 
farming is another subjwt of 
the tax reformers, and it ap­
pears that the first confronta­
tion of any magnitude between 
two large farm organizations 
will develop from the corporate 
farming issue.

While the American Farm 
Bureau Federation, the largest 
and one of the oldest national 
farm organizations, leans heav­
ily in favor of conx>rate farm­
ing, opposition against big farm 
business is mounting from the 
American Farmers Union, a 
new but growing group.

These battle lines have moved 
into the states, and in Texas 
the two organizations oppose 
each other on legislatian which 
would hit coiporation farming.

The Farm Bureau agrees that 
tax reforms are long overdue, 
and some are needed. It 
recommends that tor income 
tax purposes, farm losses as an 
offset to nonfarm income be 
linflted to 815,000.

The Fanners Union policy­
makers say corporations have 
been moving into farming and 
into agriculture, with the most 
visible Rtoves in land invest­
ment. In numy areas, FU lead­
ers say, it has definitely af­
fected land prices.

Some corporations are using 
farming as a “tax write-off’’ for 
other corporation operations 
and use Uie capital gains tax 
loophole as a tax dodge, the 
FU says.

The Internal Revenue Service 
adds that the super corporations 
are not making a profit directly, 
but show gains in other ways. 
And the FU says that many 
university studies show that a 
good s iz ^  funily farm is as 
efficient as, if not more so, than 
the corporation farms.
