ORDINANCE NO. E52
An Ordinance to Require the Rail 

roads Crossing East Seventeenth  
Street, in the City of Fort Worth, 
to Keep Watchmen at Their Said 
Crossings Both Day and Night

Be It ordained by lhe city council of 
the city of F o rt  W orth :

Section 1. T hat each '*ailroa<l com 
pany having a t ra^ k  or t rack s  cross 
ing East Seven teen th  s tree t  between 
Jones s tree t  and th e  cast line of T e r­
ry s t re e t  shall he, and th e  sam e is 
h e reb y  r«'qiiir«*d at its own cost an 1 
expense to keep a  w atchm an  a t  the  
said crossing  a t  all hours  both day 
and night. Provided, however, th a t  
only one w atchm an at a t im e need be 
kept to watch over several contiguous 
tracks, which a re  in such close prox­
imity th a t  they  can he safely 
guardqri by a single person.

Section 2. That any ra ilroad com ­
pany having a t rack  or t racks  c ro ss ­
ing the said s tree t  within tho  limits 
nam ed in the preceding section of th is  
ordinance, and failing or re fusing  to 
keep a  w atchm an a t  (he said crossing 
at any hour of any day or night, shall 
b e 'ad ju d g ed  guilty of a m isdem eanor, 
and upon conviction shall be fined nfu 
loss than one dollar and not more thau 
fifty dollars.

Section 3. Each and every day on 
which default shall he m ade by any 
ra ilroad com pany which shall fail to 
keep a w atchm an at said c rossing  as 
is here in  before provided, shall con­
s t i tu te  a s ep a ra te  offense, and a 
sepa ra te  fine shall be imposed th e re ­
for.

Section 4. It shall he th e  duty  of 
each w atchm an, s ta t ioned  a t  the 
crossing  of any t ra c k  or t ra c k s  over 
th e  said s t r e e t ,  to  give sufficient 
w arn ing  of all engines and cars  mov­
ing along the track  or t racks  Under 
his charge, upon or tow ard th e  c ross­
ing of the  said  s tree t ,  and to use all 
possible diligence and ca re  to  p reven t

in juries being caused by such engine« 
and ca rs  to  persons upon th e  said 
s tree t ,  and th e  said w atchm an shall 
also prevent said s t re e t  from being 
obstructed  at said crossing  by engine« 
or cars  upon the  t rack  or t rack s  under 
his charge, and in every case of an 
obstruc t ion  in violation of the  city 
ord inances, said w atchm an  s h a l l  
w ithin twenty-four hours thereafter ,  
report to th e  chlef-of-police or hi« 
a s s is ta n t  all the  par ticu la rs  of such 
obstruction  and th e  n am e ofc every 
person responsible  therefor.

Section 5. T hat any person acting 
as w atchm an at any crossing, coming 
within the  in ten t of th is  ordinance, 
who shall refuse, neglec t  o r fail tc 
comply with any  of the  provisions of 
section 4. hereof shall, upon convlc 
tion. he fined in any sum not less 
th an  one dollar and not m ore than 
fifty dollars.

Section 6. T ha t  th is  ord inance shall 
tak e  effect and he in force from and 
a f te r  its passage and publication a« 
required hy law.
