APPROPRIATION 
MAY PASS; WOULD

off the “deferred list" anent a fed­
eral building took a sudden rise 
Tuesday when it was learned that 
Congress1 was asked to authorize 
expenditures of $215,009,000 for con­
struction of post offices and other 
federal buildmgs. throughout the 
country in a bill introduced by 
Chairman Eiliott of the house pub­
lic buildings committee.

This woul bring the total author­
ized fund to be expended in the 
government’s building program to 
$643,000,000. Elliott estimated this to 
be sufficient to take care of a large 
portion of the proposed construc­
tion of department buildings in the 
District of Columbia, and to pro­
vide post offices for all cities in the 
country having postal receipts of 
$20,000 or more annually that are 
not at present equipped with suit­
able buildings.

40 Others Provided For
In addition it is expected also to 

care for the needs of about forty 
towns with receipts between $10,000 
and $20,000 where sites already have 
been obtained.

This gives Midland the hope that 
there is a "fighting chance” at a 
federal building for this city. Hith­
erto, it has been learned through 
successive storming of the public 
building committee that, unless an 
appropriation of at least $75,000,000 
is voted, Midland stands no chance 
towards securing the building.

Secretary Martin of the public 
buildings committee told Paul i .  
Vickers, Midland representative to 
Washington in interests oi ailr m'aii 
over the southern transcontinental 
route, there wouldr.be a .chance: i»> 
ca'se the appropriation was passed.

And being 
a serious and conscientious objector 
to capital punishment, in any form, 
on the ground and. popular opinion 
that to take a human life is con­
trary to the age-old teachings of the 
Bible and the laws of God, | there­
fore can not bring myself to sane- ’ 
tion or encourage such procedure.

But if there be a n , offense ex­
cusable in the eyes of the- law on 
the ground that it is for the com­
mon good of the people, there is 
little doubt in my mind ’ that the 
action on the part of the law-abid­
ing .citizens and better element of 
Eastland county is excusable within 
itself—although outside the law and 
perhaps a bit hasty.

A conversation with Miss Helen 
Kingsbury, . who has for seven 
years been head of the employ­
ment bureau of the Studio Club in 
New York, which is a branch of 
the Young Women’s Christian As­
sociation, brought: out. some inter­
esting points on: this subject. She 
said;

“My- particular dccupatiqn is 
hunting openings for girls, a n d  
after seven years of it, I  h a v e  
come to tjhe conclusion that talent 
and training have almost nothing 
to do with getting an engagement 
in your profession.

“You will notice that I said ,  
‘getting an engagement,’ ” she 
went on, “and that has nothing to 
do with succeeding. Granted the 
start, the ’ chance to work, a n d  
show what she. can do, the girl 
with .real ability and the more 
technic is the one who will go 
ahead arid succeed. But in finding 
the first chance, other things 
count more.

“I should say, first, time or 
money, for they are synonymous 
in this case; second, what I shall 
call salesmanship, and the third, 
the quality of work.”
. She said she thoroughly believed 
that no girl should expect to find 
work ift New York within less than 
six months, and should not look 
for work without enough money 
for full maintenance during that 
time.

She pointed out what a great 
advantage it was for .the artistic 
girl to have some ability to earn 
her living aside from her voice or 
her art to help out at the start.

“Many successful artists of to­
day,” she . said, “owe : their present 
success not to greater talent than 
some who failed, not to personal 
introductions or influences, but to 
the fact that they had some earn­
ing ability aside. from their art by 
which they could earn money un­
til they had achieved a point of 
being self-suporting in their art.”

SIDE ROADS TO ART

It is surprising the number of 
girls with fine educations and ex­
cellent backgrounds, who came 
here to star at the Metropolitan 
or to paint murals, who are clerk­
ing in stories, helping in tea rooms, 
and doing full or part-time jobs in 
offices.

AUSTIN, Tex., Dec. 4.—- 
The naming of an all-confer­
ence eleven for the Southwest

Good 
ends have always been scarce in the 
Southwest and this season was no 
exception. A very few men who 
appeared , at end during the season 
can be ranked as outstanding. In 
the center of the line, three men 
have starred at the pivot position 
with equal ability.

Leland Not Picked
Tiie picking of the four backs is 

probably the hardest task, but this 
is simplified when one takes into 
consideration the men who have 
been consistent in their showing all 
season against all kinds of opposi­
tion. The four men who, in our 
estimation, have fined every qualifi­
cation for all-conference honors are: 
Grubbs, T. C. U.; Wilson, Baylor;

Wilson Gets Past
Jake Wilson, tiie. Baylor, ace, was 

the outstanding punter in the con­
ference -as well, as, a greyly.ground 
gained- and a good , defensive mail, 
his. only weakness, being, in. his ip- 
ability to . break, up jjassps. ,:jyjJson 
could .rip. the line or skirt the 
Weldon Mason, S .. M|. U.’s cajaj’ti- 
date, is another great all-around 
man. Mason shone against tough 
opposition as well as weak teams. 
He is a great passer, a pass receiver 
and a neat defensive man. Dexter 
Shelley, the fourth man in the back- 
field, lias been toe outstanding 
ground gainer for the Steers all 
season. At times, the Steer ace has 
been stopped for short gains, but 
he’s always come back fighting to 
tear his way through for gains. He 
is a nice defensive man and is a 
triple-threat man and can pass, run 
and punt with the best of them.

Schoonover Big Gun
At toe ends, we find “Big ’Un” 

Rose of Texas and Wear Schoon­
over of Arkansas. These, two men 
are both tall and lanky, adept at 
catching passes ana great defensive 
men. Both have been outstanding 
men on their elevens the past sea­
son and have tu.v.ed back' all tries 
at their ends. Louise Long, S. M. U., 
Lucas of Baylor and Roberson of
T. C. U. are three other ends worthy 
of all-conference mention.

Marion Hammons, S. M. U., and 
Gordy Brown, Texas, are the great­
est tackles in the loop this season. 
These two have been the outstand­
ing men at their respective positions 
all season.
