Since the
air-conditioner, whith is sup-
posed to cool that end of the
club house, has been broken
for the better part of a
month, bridge players have
taken to playing in the game
room behind the bar. It is
cooled by another unit.
Sunday afternoon when the
golfers came in, some of
them began slamming the
door between the bar and
game room, making a noise
similiar to that of a shotgun
blast. Well, to serious bridge
players, that is as much a
breach of etiquette as talking
when someone is putting on
the golf course.

mild ‘‘they weren’t raised
like that,”” to ‘‘(expletive
deleted) I've never seen a
group of grown men act so
infantile in my life,”’ plus a
few others which are unprint-
able. I was around the corner
and couldn’t see the noise
makers, but I suggested we
all (there are S0 women on
the Country Club Bridge
Club member list) go to the
next golf tournament, divide
into groups, and follow the
local golfers around the
course making all manner of
noise.

There were all kinds of
suggestions, but violence
was averted when we reas-
oned that, lacking an equal-
izer, we couldn’t whup ’em.
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Since school started we’ve
received two or three com-
plaints a week ranging from
irresponsible driving around
the elementary schools, to
drinking and boisterous be-
haviour on county property,
to dope in the schools and on
school property to indiscrim-
inate shooting of BB guns.
It’s a long list and we don’t
have the solution. We are
aware of most of these things
and we know it’s a problem.
But where a problem exists,
there is always a solution if
people get together and seek
it

The Sheriff’s Department
is badly understaffed, espec-
ially at night. Scanners in
cars and pickups can keep
tabs on the location of offi-
cers and this is bad. They can

"not be blamed for being
physically unable to put a
stop to rowdyism after dark.
And I understand when they
do pick up a juvenile for
some offense or another, the
parents deny any wrong do-
ing on the part of their own
offspring in nine cases out of
ten. In checking with them, a
spokesman for the depart-
ment denied ever failing to
respond to a call. So there we
have an impasse.

Parents are less inclined to
discipline their children
these days and there is little
or no discipline in the
schools. Kids have no re-
spect for authority because
there just isn’t much. of it.
This is a problem all over. To
avoid confrontation, those in
authority tend to look the
other way. Of course, kids
are going to take advantage

of this. This attitude has led -

to physical violence on teach-
ers in metropolitan areas in
recent years, and no doubt it
will begin to spread to rural

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PUTTING OURSELVES IN
THE HANGMAN’S NOOSE

Vladimir Ilyich Lenin, who ruled Communist Russia
from November 1917 until early in 1924, sounded as clear a
warning to the West as we might ever hear. ‘‘The
bourgeoise,’’ he said, ‘ ‘will supply us with the rope ... (with
which) it will hang itself.”’

Recent history shows that this latter-day Ivan The Ter-
rible knew only too well what he was talking about.

And it’s not Coca-Cola or Pepsi.

There is wide agreement throughout the West that the
Soviet Union will lay claim to the world’s most destructive
military arsenal in the next few years. As the United States
was pouring money into a no-win war in Indochina, the
experts advise, the Soviets were pouring money into mis-
siles, heavy trucks, and the most modern Navy in the world
— building their war machine.

Now the United States will have to play catch up.

But it always has been thought that the U.S. could catch
up because while the Soviets may enjoy superior military
brawn, the U.S. enjoys superior military brain. In other
words, while they may have more, we have better.

However, analysts are no longer that certain. And they
are doubly concerned (remember the words of Lenin) be-
cause it appears that the United States has graciously supplied
much of the technology the Soviets have used to close the
gap.

The fall guy in the scenario appears to be the U.S.
Commerce Department, which, according to an analysis in
Heritage Foundation’s National Security Record, has done
an inadequate job discriminating between U.S. technologies
which have military potential, and those which do not.

Under the 1969 Export Administration Act, governing
sales of technology to the Soviet bloc, the Commerce De-
partment has the principal authority to enforce national se-
curity export controls. The Defense Department has only a
secondary, consultative role, in spite of DoD’s superior ex-
pertise in assessing what technologies may have military
significance.

As a result, U.S. know-how is now being used in the
production of Soviet trucks, tanks, missiles, and similar
war-making machinery.

““As the U.S. defense technology lead over the Soviets
erodes, the argument that U.S. technological superiority
offsets Soviet quantitative advantages in strategic weaponry
becomes less and less convincing,’’ the study says.

Ironically, the editors say, *‘it is clear that much of the
improvement in Soviet military and strategic weapons sys-
tems has been due to U.S. technology, rather than to purely
Soviet initiatives undertaken in response to the U.S.”’

They conclude that if the Soviets can divert peaceful
technology to military ends ‘ ‘they will,’” and that only better,
more careful administration by the U.S. can prevent this.

The matter is now before Congress, which appears to be
moving slowly, but in the right direction. While it has not
stolen any headlines from the SALT treaty, this issue — more
strictly controlling the sales of goods and technologies with
military potential — could be even more important in the
long run.

—  Hispanic
groups and leaders, both in
Texas and in Mexico, held
center stage briefly last week
in scveral arenas, testing
clout that is predicted by
many to wicld more political
influence in the coming dec-
ade.

A low-key announcement
from Mexico’s nationally-
owned oil industry PEMEX
that it may pay for oil dam-
ages on Texas beaches was a
bright note.

PEMEX’s new public re-
lations manager, Reynaldo
Zentella, said the company, if
pushed, will pay damages re-
sulting from the Ixtoc I oil
well blowout in the Bay of
Campeche.

Zentella cautioned “we’ll
do our best not to pay when
we're not supposed to . . .
They’ll have to prove it was
oil from Ixtoc 1" that dam-
aged the beaches.

The company is still trying
to cap the blowout, but an
attempt to put a giant $3 mil-
lion “sombrero” designed by
Brown and Root of Houston
over the hole in the gulf floor
was disrupted by choppy
seas.

Texan Protocol Chief

A native of Floresville was
sworn in Thursday as chief
of protocol. Abelardo L.
Valdez was named to that
position and to the title of
ambassador by President
Jimmy Carter.

Earlier last week Valdez
addressed the Federal Bar
Association convention at
San Antonio and said Texas
is a key port of entry for im-
ports from Mexico and the
rest of Latin America.

Sixty-four percent of all
U.S. trade with Mexico
(some $6 billion) and one-
fourth of U.S.-Latin Ameri-
can trade ($8 billion) passes
through Texas, he said.

He also pointed out that
82 percent of U.S. direct
foreign investment in the de-
veloping world is in Latin
America, our third largest
trading partner.

Meanwhile, Ruben Bonilla
of Corpus Christi, national
president of the League of
Latin American Citizens, an-
nounced a commission has
been established to coordi-
nate discussions between the
Mexican government and
Hispanic groups in the U.S.

Speaking in San Antonio,
Bonilla said the commission
was suggested by Mexican
President Jose Lopez Por-
tillo.

Bonilla said the Mexican
government would insist up-

on tying discussions of U.S.
purchases of Mexican petro-
leum with a discussion of hu-
man rights for hispanics and
Mexican aliens in the U.S.

Clements Taunted

On the same day Bonilla
made his announcements in
San Antonio, Mexican-Amer-
icans demonstrating in El
Paso pushed, taunted and
spat upon Gov. Bill Clem-
ents as he tried to shake
hands with them.

Clements had been attend-
ing a reception hosted by
LULAC and had pledged a
new era in Texas’ good-
neighbor policy with Mexico.
He did not know why the
protesters had gathered out-
side the reception and had
been warned not to try to
soothe them.

When the governor plunged
into the crowd to shake
hands, he was pushed back
and taunted with flags and
placards.

Justice Raps Clements

Texas Supreme Court Jus-
tice Joe Greenhill took a
milder approach, but all the
same criticized Clements and
the Legislature for “making
it difficult for judges to do
their jobs.”

Greenhill told the Judicial
Scction Conference meeting
at Abilene that the judiciary
needs to present a unified
front in the future to securc
higher salaries and funds to
ease over-loaded dockets.

He rapped the Governor’s
Office for failing to supply
the funds necessary to case
caseloads in urban areas.

Gardeners

From the
0zona Garden Club

We are hoping an early
freeze doesn’t slip up on us
this year, as it has the last
two years, before plants and
shrubs had become dormant.
Some plants never did recov-
er as they usually do and put
out new growth. Anyway, be
prepared if you have plants
you especially want to pro-
tect. Very often our growing
season lasts until the first of
November or later.

Autumn is harvest time in
so many different ways. The
most thrilling thing about
October in our area is that so
much good comes just before
the end of the growing sea-
son. A gardener never gets
the chance to sit still if a well
kept landscape is expected.
Start doing things early this
month because a lot of jobs
are left over from Septem-
ber. Especially to get rid of
the weeds.

If October continues dry,
keep new grass and plants
well watered to allow deep
root penetration and better
winter growth.

Early October is the time
to plant seedlings of pansies,
candytuft, English daisies
and all the hardy annuals
(snapdragons), biennials and
perennials started in late
August. If hot and dry, watch
these seedlings and water
well to get them started and
established before winter.

Wait until the last of the
month or November when
the ground is cool to plant
bulbs.

Many gardeners plant
strawberries in October, but
most recommend mid-March
planting to avoid freezing
and thawing out of the soil.

When harvesting pump-
kins, leave about a 3-inch
stem on the pumpkins; then
place them in the sun for a
week or two to harden the
skin before storing in a cool,
dry place. Also harvest acorn
squash and gourds.

The season for harvesting
compost begins now, so
don’t let the city trash col-
lectors haul away this vaula-
ble mulch and soil-building
material.

In the meantime enjoy
your October garden for the
season is at its peak of ma-
turity filled with fall colors
and fragrance.

To preserve brightly color-
ed autumn leaves, stand cut
ends of branches in 1 part
glycerin and 3 parts water.
Let them remain in water
until you see glycerin in the
leaves.

Few nutrients needed by
man are as shrouded by myth
as vitamins.

Claimed to cure just about
anything from baldness
to infertility, vitamins are
given powers they simply do
not possess.

One such myth maintains
that modern farming met-
hods have depleted the soil
so that the foods grown in
these soils are not nutri-
tionally adequate.

However, the plant’s ge-
netic structure, not the soil,
controls the protein, car-
bohydrate, fat, fiber and
vitamin content of the food.
The soil may slightly influ-
ence mineral content of foods
but only slightly.

Self-proclaimed experts
claim that substances such as
paraaminobenzic acid

Mr. West has longest

Facts on
fighting
insomnia

This article could put you
to sleep--hopefully not right
away. But these facts on
fighting insomnia may help
when the time comes to go to
bed.

If you never have trouble
sleeping, read on anyway.
An estimated 10 percent to
S0 percent of the population
will have sleep problems
sometimes in their lives.

Luckily most sleep prob-
lems do not last very long.
Some doctors recommend
seeking medical help only if
insomnia lasts several
weeks, the Texas Medical
Association says. Often anx-
iety or minor health prob-
lems that can disturb sleep
will go away by that time.

But there is no use lying in
the dark grip of a sleep-
less night waiting for time to
rescue you. There are sever-
al things to do that can
encourage sleep. Techniques
include exercising during the
day and relaxing at night,
avoiding heavy meals before
bed, drinking malted milk at
bedtime, going to bed at a
regular time, changing sex-
ual activity to a time when it
will not interfere with sleep,
and sleeping in a quiet,
comfortabl€ place.

Avoiding long daytime
naps and not drinking coffee,
tea, soft drinks or excess
alcohol also will help pro-
mote undisturbed sleep.

Sometimes even the best
efforts fail. When that hap-
pens, experts say not to
worry about not sleeping.
Doing that can increase ten-
sion and actually hinder
sleep. Instead do something
useful or enjoyable such as
read, listen to music, take a
warm bath, ‘even clean
house.

At times physical or emo-
tional problems defeat even
the best efforts to go to
sleep. So a visit to a phy-
sician may be necessary to
determine the cause. Several
diseases directly affect sleep-
ing and can be treated sev-
eral ways.

Some people try to second-
guess a doctor and take
drugs on their own to combat
a sleep problem. Many such
drugs range from ineffec-
tive to addictive, so it is best
to get a doctor’s recommen-
dation before trying this
route, especially since drugs
are not the best way to treat
some sleep problems.

Pierce shares memories of earl

[Part VI]
Bv Victor 1. Pierce

Dr. Clayton was the town’s
doctor and what a doctor!
When you were sick he came
to see you, and gave you
some medicine and a get well

' talk. By the time he left, you

wanted to get up. At that
time there was no hospital in
San Angelo. When people
had to have an operation, Dr.
Clayton got a couple of sur-
geons to come to Ozona and
do the operation here.

I can remember how they

. disinfected the room for the

. operation.

No nurses--just

- friends of the patient helped

and took care of him after the

: operation, with instructions

- from Dr. Clayton.

I remember when they cut

: off Tom Casbeer’s leg. I sat

up with him the first night.

: Dr. Clayton went to bed
; there in the Casbeer’s home
. and told us to wake him up

every two hours. He would

.get up and give him a shot

for the pain and go back to
bed again. This all sounds
bad, but you would be sur-
prised how good everybody
did, and how they took care
of the sick.

About 1908 the telephone
came to Ozona. The first
phone from San Angelo was
put in to the lobby of the post
office. The postmaster ans-
wered it and sent a boy to get
anyone that was called.

Next came the felephone
system to Ozona residents
and ranches. The way they
built this first telephone sys-
tem was that everybody paid
several months in advance in
order to get the telephone
system in Ozona. The ranch-
men went in together and
built their own lines to their
ranches. _

Then came the automobile
about 1909 and 1910. This
was the beginning of a new
era. People got road con-
scious and started building
better dirt roads for their
autos. Somehow the arrival
of automobiles killed the
friendly way of the people.
They did not need each other
as much and it is still getting
worse to this day.

The cowboy left going west
and we began trammg Mexi-

can sheep rustlers for -cow-
boys and that trend was fol-
lowed until today and now
the only Mexican that will
take the job is a wetback.
Where we are going to get
help if we lose them I don’t
know.

Christmas was celebrated
by steer ropings, horse rac-
ing, dances, and parties from
Christmas through New
Year’s Day. All the deer
hunting was by local people
only. We did not have a lot of
deer like people think that we
had in early days. People
wanted deer for meat and
they killed a doe just the
same as a buck.

We had wood haulers cut-
ting wood and hauling it to
Ozona to sell to the wood
yards. They also killed deer
and sold the meat to the
people of Ozona. There was
no law against killing deer.

At Christmas time, chil-
dren hung up their stockings
near the fireplace where old
Santa Claus could find them.
Ozona had only one Christ-
mas tree. It was a commu-
nity tree at the courthouse
and had presents on it for
every kid in Ozona. Some
people took presents besides
the community presents and
put on this community tree
for their children. Later on all
churches had community
trees, then still later people
got to having their own trees
at home.

During the first world war
there was a big fat fellow
come to Ozona selling in-
surance to the Mexicans.
Word leaked out that he was
a German agent trying to tell
the Mexicans that now was
the time to take Texas back
for Mexico. The county put
on night guards for about one
year. They rode horseback all
night through Ozona and the
Mexican village across the
draw from Ozona.

I finished school in San
Antonio, Texas in the spring
of 1914 and came back to
Ozona. The second night,
Clark Barton called me and
said he wanted me to stand
guard that night with him at
the Ozona National Bank as
my father was one of the
directors of the Bank.

he penitentiary that he was
En Ozona at his sister’s
'house. They said that he was
planning on robbing the
Ozona National Bank and
was just waiting for a pal to
get out of the pen that knew
how to blow open a safe with
dynamite.
We had two old double

pistols and spent the night
upstairs in the Mason Hall
listening for the robber to
start robbing the bank. I said
to myself, ‘“What am I doing
guarding a bank I don’t have
$100 in? If these robbers
don’t come tonight, - they
won’t find me here; let this
bank hire some guards.”’
That’s just what they did.

I suppose these outlaws
found out the bank was
guarded and instead of rob-

barrel shotguns and two :

bing the bank they did hold
up the Southern Pacific train
near Dryden, Texas. The
baggage master, in charge of
the baggage cars, was ready
for them and killed them
both as they were getting
into the baggage car. They
hauled their two bodies to
Sanderson, Texas, stood
them up against a building,
and took their pictures. I
have one of these post card
pictures of these dead train
robbers.

Everything had to be
hauled from San Angelo by
freight wagons. This was a
big business. There were all
kinds of teams and men
called ‘‘Freighters’’ in this
freighting business. They
worked as many as 20 mules
or horses to three to five
wagons connected together,
with a little covered wagon
on back of these big wagons
as a ‘‘trailed’’ house to carry
their beds and cooking and
food in.

They did not feed ‘the
horses and mules that pulled
these wagons. They lived on
the grass and usually got up
to a week off between trips.
Sometimes it would rain so
many of these freight wagons
could not move for a week or
10 days at a time.

I remember several times
Ozona was out of groceries
on account of rain. They took
a hack (a light wagon), put
six horses to it and went out
to the first wagons and got
some groceries to make out
on until the roads got dry
enough for the freight wa-
gons to move. Then they
would come on to Ozona with
their cargo.

When we had no ice in
Ozona, the meat market but-
chered a big dry fat barren
cow every other day. We
started selling it the next
morning.

If you wanted meat for a
noon meal you just sent a

note by a schl kid. He
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would go by the meat market
and leave your order. They

. would deliver your meat in

time for you to cook it for
your noon meal. They would
sell meat off that animal all
the first day to white peo-
ple. The next day they would
peddle the remainder to the
Mexican village and take
whatever they could get for
it. That evening they would
kill another beef cow and
follow the same procedure
with it. I can never remem-
ber anyone getting meat that
was not good although we
had no ice.

The citizens of Ozona
formed a local company and
bought the water system and
put in an ice plant and
electric light plant. They
delivered ice to your house in
a light wagon. At 10 o’clock
each night they cut all the
lights in Ozona off. At 6
o’clock next morning they
came back on.

It was many many years
before we got electricity to
Ozona. Also many years
before we had refrigerators.
We had big ice boxes made
in Ozona to keep ice and your
cold food in.

The lumber to build hous-
es had to be hauled by

freight wagons from San
Angelo to Crockett County
and was high priced for that
time. We used rock for all big
buildings having a very good
building stone here. There
were several rock quarries
here that would cut the stone
and deliver it to the build-
ing site. Ozona had some fine
rock masons and they could
cut a stone any size or make
anything you wanted out of
stone. That included tomb-
stones, key stones, and arch-
es to go over your gates.

Before we fenced the
ranches with net wire there
were still sheep herders
herding the sheep and we
had lots of tame hogs gone
wild.These hogs would kill a
new born lamb, but we
always had men with the
sheep and they very seldom
killed the lamb.

After we had pastures
fenced with net wire and
turned our sheep loose to
graze, we had to gather these
half-wild hogs and sell them.
The ones we could not gat-
her, we trailed them up with
dogs and killed them on the
range. These hogs had been
a valuable source of meat for
us.

ln the fall of each year,

they would get fat on acorns
and we would put up enough
lard, bacon, and pork to last
one year. We had smoke
houses to salt and cure the
pork and bacon.

We also put up beef by
taklng out the bone, dipping
it in hot salt brine, and
hanging it up on the clothes
line for a few days then
hanging it up in a barn or
shed where it could get lots
of air. This salt would form a
crust and before cooking it
we would cut that crust off
and it was -just like fresh
meat. We took this meat to
Ozona, hung it up in a loft in
the barn and it would be
good for at least one year.

areas if indeed it has not
already. Discipline begins at
home, however, and it’s

every parent s responsibility. -

There is an old Chinese say-
ing, ‘“‘beat your child every
morning. You may not know
what it’s for, but he does’’
When I hear parents make
the statement ‘‘Oh, my child
wouldn’t do that,” I am sad
for their lack of reality. I
raised a son and I know that
the child that parent is
speaking of has probably
already done what his poor
duped parent thinks he never
would.

The school administration
denies there is any problem
here. We have reason to
believe this is not true. They
are either out of touch or
looking the other way.

Most of our complaints
come from parents of young
children, giving us reason to
believe that perhaps a strong
organization of parents
should be formed. They
should meet with those in
authority, discuss these
problems with the sheriff’s
department, attend and par-
ticipate in school board meet-
ings, and by all means police
their own grounds. Parents
should set limits for their
kids at home and demand
these limits be expanded in
the school system, and by all
means cooperate with law
enforcement officials. We
must communicate.

In the past when things
have gotten out of hand, it
has taken a tragedy to open
the eyes and ears of the
community. I believe we can
avoid this by communica-
tion. Especially communica-
tion with our own children.
Know where your child is
and what he’s doing, and
find out how your school is
being run. Make your voice
heard.
