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EMERGENCY CROP
- AND FEED LOANS
READY IN TENDAYS

Emergency crop loans for the
year @ 1936, as authorized by. the
President’s Executive Order of Feb-
ruary 28, will be available within
the next ten days, Governor: W. I.
Myers of the Farm Credit Adminis-
tration stated today. Regulatiens
governing -the loans have been issu-
ed.

Governor Myers said the loans will
be made through the same: channels
used in previous yedrs. Farmers
eligible may obtain applications from
the field supervisors or the local
emergency crop loan committees al-
ready operating: in most counties.

He said the: loans will® be limited
to the minimum amount necessary
to meet the immediate and' actual
cash needs of farmers who are un-
able to obtain credit from any other
source; and in: no- instance exceed
$200 to one farmer. Applicants who
can get credit from any other source,
including a production credit as-
sociation, will' not' be ligible for
emergency loans, he explained.

Loans will be made for the pro-
duction, planting, cultivating, and
harvesting of crops, for summer fal-
lowing, for: supplies where they are
necessary. for production of: 1936
crops, or to produce necessary. feed
for livestock:

According to the Governor’s: state-
ment, preference will be given to ap-
plications of farmers whose cash re-
quirements- are small, and no loans
may be made for purchasing live-
stock or machinery or for payment
of rents, debts-or taxes:

The loans will bear interest at
the rate of five and one-half per
cent and be secured by a first lien,
or an agreement ‘to give a first lien
on allicrops financed in whole or
part with the proceeds: of ‘the emer~
gency loan. 'Where loans:are made
for th¢ production of feed for live-
stock, ;they will! be. secured. by a
first lien on the livestock to be fed.

‘Where farmers applying for em-
ergency. loans are-the tenants: of a
private. landowner. or- concern; the

peximum amount of loans to the
tenants of one landowner in one
eounty: may not exceed' $500.. The
maximum amount of loans to mem-
bers 'of -one household who are oc-
cupants of the san‘le farm, is $200.

Resettlement Farm
Women Make Good -
Record in County

‘Resettlement farm women of Clay
County have made an outstanding

record according to Mrs. Velma Kirk-

land, district home supervisor, who
visited the local Resettlement Admin-

istration office at Henrietta last
week.
Mrs. Kirkland was particularly

pleased with what the women had
accomplished in the making of hot
beds, the preparing and planting of
gardens and in the study of the
household budget.

Gardens and budgets will continue
to play an important part in the
home supervisor’s program. While
a majority of the Resettlement fam-
ilies: grew enough, to carry them
through this winter, future plans
call for storing in quantities suffi-
cient to carry the families through
a poor garden year.

The second major objective—a
chenge of clothing for every mem-
ber of the family will be given
greater emphasis this year. ‘“This
objective may seem unnecessary un-
less we realize all of these families
were on relief or public works pro-
jects; and have not yet had an op-
portunity to do more than stock up
on food and feed and make pay-
ments on their loans,” Mrs. Kirk-
land said. As soon as the second
cbjective is realized, each home-
maker will work toward a third ob-
jective—ample bedding for every-
one of the 49,000 Texas families on
Resettlement rolls.

“Margaret Marrs, the county sup-
ervisor, has already helped with the
planning of 65 gardens and 120
household budgets for the 1936 seas-
on,” 'Mrs. Kirkland said. “So close-
ly is the production capacity of the
land 'and consumption demands of
the family balanced when the:farm
and home plans are made that in-
efficient mnagement of the home
may tip ‘the scales away from suc-
cess. To forestall failure for this
reason, all resettlement home manag-
ers have available the technical ad-
vice of women who are trained and
experienced in home making.”

These supervisors see that every
practical, edible product is grown
and preserved on the farm—that
cash sorely needed for health, educa-
tion, comfort, and inspiration is
noi spent for products which can
be produced at home. They are also
charged with the job of seeing that
Resettlement mothers have every as-
sistance in making theirs a happy
home for the husband and one the
youngsters will be proud to claim.
This includes instruction in canning
and cookery, diets, budgets, clothing,
homemaking, sanitation, gardening,
and use of dairy and poultry pro-
ducts. {

Former Senator
Jones, deceased, of New Mexico who
served in the Senate from 1916 to
1927 was the first to advocate levy-
ing on reserves, as now being pre-
senited by the President—he first
offered such legislation back in 1917.
No doubt, if he were here he would
feel that his tax theories are about
to be vindicated.
