Week Brought Out Liberal Receipts But
Mostly From Kanges.

Practically no cattle arrived in the local
yards today and the total at five points
was less than 2000 head. The market
was only nominal and prices quotable at
the close remain steady compared with
middle days of the week.

Liberal receipts bhave been the rule all
week at this polnt and fully two-thirds
of the arrivals have come from the ranges
of the west and southwest, Total receipts
at five potnts for the week 165,600, against
515,400 last week and 204 300 a year ago.
The range supply has been prominent at
all markets doring the entire week.

SBTOCKERS AND FEEDERS.

Business in the stock cattle llue today
was confined to the speculative division,
fresh recelpts belng nfl.

“Increasing volume of receipts has
marked this week's trade In stocker and
feeder cattle. On a heavy run prices
broke sharply Monday, but the develop-
meat of a broader demand helped the
market subsequent days and most of the
loss was recovered. Bulk of receipts were
westerns. Trade Monday was extremely
dull, but has shown pretty good action
since. Dealers accumiulated quite a sup-
ply of young eattle In the stocker division
but the outgoing trade has been of fair
and  encoursging volume and ouly a
woderate number will be earried over to
next week.

There has been a pretty reliable demand
right along for stock heifers and country
cows and prices for the week are steady
to firm.

RANGE CATTLE-NATIVE DIVISION.

Supplies of range cattle this week ag-
gregated two-thirds of the total marketed
and marked the banner week so far this
season. The big end of the run came
from below the quarantine line, but there
was a pretty liberal supply offered on
the native side. Of the steers marketed
bulk were westerns from Kansas pas-
tures. The steer market has been a de-
cliniog one and values on the general
run are closing a quarter lower than a
week ago. Declines have been general at
all markets and local values are fully as
high If not higher than at outside points.
Some 1200 1b. steers from Greenwood
county, Kansas, sold early in the week
at $4.50, the top. Bulk of offerings have
been of the kinds selling at $3.55@ 4.15.
Stockers and feeders have been In fair
supply and current prices are about
steady with a week ago.

Recelpts of cows and heifers have been
of moderaté proportions. There has been
o material change in prices during the
week and trade has been reasonably active
throughout. Cuners finish a little stronger
than a week ago. Calves have bheen wmar-
keted freely and prices have declined

Little Saturday Run Causes Sharp Ad-
vance in Frices,

Final day of the week brought ount a
smnller run of hogs at all points than
trade was looklug for and the market
took a prompt upward turn that put
prices fully a dime and In cases 15 cents
bigher than the average of yesterday and
at this advance the supply was out of first
hands before noon. In a few early in-
stances prices were not considered more
than 5 cents higher, but for the bulk of
trade the full 10 cents was noted. There
was perhaps not as big proportion of
trashy light hogs as on former days of
the week and more of the sales for this
reason show pretty well up in the range.

Total receipts for the week at the local
poiat 49200, against 60310 last week,
45,503 a month ago, 37926 a year ago,
334076 two years ago, 27,206 three years
ago and 27,206 four years ago.

At five markets the aggregate total was
208,700, against 351500 last week, 301,700
& wmonth ago, 270700 a year ago, 271,500
two years ago, 253,700 three years ago
and 21290 four years ago.

Sheep House Trade This Week Displays
& Strong Finish.

Receipts of sheep and lambs today were
nil and there was no busipess transacted
i the sheep house other than a little
speculative trade. The market was nom-
inally steady on a basis of recently ad-
vanced quotations.

Opening dull and lower the live mutton
market this week closes in good tone aund
materially higher than a week ago. Con-
ditlons early in the week were about as
unsatisfactory from the viewpolnt of
scllers as at any time this season, but
encouraging activity of demand marked
the closing trade. Native lamb values
were 15@20¢ lower Monday, regalued the
loss and closes showing a substantinl galn
over a week ago. Sheep were 10@ 15 cents
lower early In the week, but overcame the
decline and fluishes strong to 10¢ higher
than a week ago. Range lambs have been
in small supply and values are elosing
15@23¢ higher than last week's final
quotations. A spread of $8.00@6.15 took
most of the range lambs, although tops
would sell higher at the close. Natives
reached $6.00, with bulk of the decent
kinds selling at $3.006@5.75. Trade final
days has ruled very active and supplies
have been insufficlent to meet the de-
wand.

Some trade In feeding stock has been
poted this week, but it was scarcely of
large enough volume to constitute a mar-
ket feature. Desirable western feeding
lambs are quoted at $5.00@5.25. This is
around $200 per ewt. lower than a
year ago. A few loads of feeding wethers
were taken out at a cost of $3.45.

Receipts for the week total 12,400,
agalust 11,185 a week ago and 11613 a
year ago. Supplies at five markets ag-
gregate 172,000 agalnst 175,100 the previous
week and 150,400 for corresponding week
of last year.

MONEY AND GAME OF BUNCO AID
AMERICAN ARTIST,

Hungarian Custom of Spearing for |

Husbands Gives Smart Yankee
Chance to Capture Girl
Me Loves.

New York.—The ancient American
game of bunco, aided by the more an
clent Hungarian game of "spearing for
husbands,” won a rich and
bride for Allen Carter Watson, a young

artist of this city, according to letters |

The letters an
nounced his marriage the other day in
Marididi, Hungary, to Miss Anita Mer-
eer, formerly of Worcester, Mass. Also
they explained what Miss Meorcer her
self did not know untll after the cere
mony-—that 18, how she was won

Watson, who was in Budapest early
fn January, learned that the natives
of Marididl set apart January 19 of
each year as “All Husbands' day.”

Every bachelor in the town and sur-
rounding country writes his name on
& card and casts it into a tub of water
on the village green. Then the maid-
ens come with spears, and keep pok
ing at the cards until they run their
harpoons through one. The maiden
then finds the caster of the card, pa-
rades with him on the green as aa ao-
nouncement of thelr engagement, and
they wed within the month

The artist went to Marididi to sketch
these picturesque proceedings. In the
erowd surrounding the tubs he saw
the pretty American girl and her aunt
Mra.

WIRELESS ORDERS TO BALLOON.

Air Photos Succeed—War Department
Enhances Value of Airships.
Washington.—The
ofMeers have been conducting some
experiments lately from the military
balloon with the use of wireless teleg
raphy as well as In pliotography from

army signal corps

the great helghr whioh it is possible
to oblain by the use of that vehicle
This is the first time wireless teleg

raphy has been used from a balloon
and It was with such suecess that the
value of ballooning In a military way
has heen approefnbly emhanced. The
antennae, which on the usual wireless
station extend upward, in the case of
the balloon hang downward for a dis
tance of abeut 100 feet. The balloon
basket I8 covered with a wire netting
to correspond with the ground. In the
experiments recently conducted only
the recelving apparatus was carried
by the army “balloon, as the sending
apparatus is likely to produce sparks
which would be a menace to the bal
loonists.

It will be necersary, therefore, to de-
vise some apparatus which will do
away with this danger. Slgnals were
received from the naval wiréless sta
tions at Washingion and Annapolis
while the balloon was at a distance of
1,000 feet or move above Washington.
