New Grain Drills
Secured To Plant
Fall Cover Crops

District Supervisors of the
Wchita-Brazos Soil Conservation
District have purchased two new
fertilizer grain drills with which
to plant cover crops this fall.
This makes three of this type
drills which are owned by the
District. These drills put out
phosphate and legume seeds
such as Hairy vetch and rye or
peas all at once, making the job
much easier as it does two jobs
at one time.

The drills are all being used
now on District Cooperators
farms, and the District Sueprvis-
ors think that a large acreage
of these soil conservation crops
will be planted this fall.

Seed and phosphate are avail-
able, and farmers are urged by
the Supervisors to plant those
crops to improve the organic
matter and add nitrogen to the
soll. = ]

The Supervisors have set a
maintenance fee of 40¢c an acre
for the use of those drills where
both attachments are used, and
25¢ an acre where only the grain
side of the drill is used.

Cover crops of this type are
very imporfant to the continued
high producfion of our land, the
the Supervisors advise, and the
planting of them are a part of
the conservatian plans worked
out with the farmer by the Dis-
tracit board, with the assistance
of the Soil Conservation Service.

' Nurse In County

| may employ a nurse by going
in together and have her salary
paid from state funds, all pres-
