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Egypt won't elaborate on new peace plan

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Egypt of-
fered Israel a new six-point peace
plan today calling for Israeli with-
drawal from occupied Arab terri-
tories and insisting that East Jerusa-
lem return to Arab control. It also
offered agreement on security before
Israeli troops actually leave.

Unofficial Israeli reaction was
cold.

Ahmed Maher, a spokesman for the
Egyptian Foreign Ministry, said
there would be no elaboration on the

written text. “We have no comment
on the proposals,’’ Maher told report-
ers. ‘I think when you read them you
will find them very clear.”

The proposals were delivered to the
Israeli Government earlier in the day
by U.S. Ambassador Samuel W.
Lewis in preparation for a meeting of
Egyptian and Israeli foreign minis-
ters in London in two weeks.

Mapy questions remained unans-
wered, but the plan apparently was
an attempt to skirt Israeli objections
on the withdrawal issue by offering to
discuss security arrangements first

and return of land later. Israel had
said Egypt’s demands for withdrawal
were an unacceptabe precondition

The plan calls for ‘‘freely elected”
representataives of the Palestinian
people to administer the West Bank of
the Jordan River and the Gaza Strip
during a five-year transition period
under the supervision of Jordan on
the West Bank and Egypt in the Gaza
Strip.

This appeared similar to Israel’s
earlier proposal to give the 1.1 million
Palestinians limited self-rule under
the guidance of Israel and Jordan.

Krueger re-announces’

NEW BRAUNFELS — U.S. Rep
Bob Krueger Tuesday called on
Texans to declare their ‘‘indepen
dence’’ from U.S. Sen. John Tower

In what was billed as a ‘‘re-an-
nouncenient” of Krueger's campaign
to unseat the Republican senator, the
congressman from New Braunfels at
tacked Tower's voting record during
the senator’s 17%-year tenure in of-
fice.

Krueger spoke to something more
than 3,000 supporters at a Fourth of
July picnic at his home in New

Braunfels. About two dozen state
Democratic officials and candidates,
including U.S. Rep. Jim Wright
House majority leader, were on hand
to lend support

Krueger charged that Tower had
been ineffective, insensitive and inac
cessible to Texans

“If there is one consistent pattern to
John Tower’'s record of ineffective
ness, insensitivity and inhumanity,
it's this: a consistent appeal to the
fears, prejudices, divisions and
smaller constricting aspects of our
nation, rather than to our better hopes
and visions,"”' Krueger said

He called for ‘‘vision and not con
striction.”’

Krueger said Tower’s votes against
Medicare and against minimum wage
increases showed neglect of our older
and less fortunate citizens."

Tower's voting record, Krueger
said, has been dependent on ‘“who's
been in the White House."” Krueger
said Tower favored aid to New York
City when ‘‘his friend Gerald Ford"
was in the White House, but this year
has voted against such aid

On the topic of government spend
ing, Krueger said he will work to limit
increases in government spending to
the inflation rate. He said the U.S
needs a simplified tax structure ‘‘that
not only is fair but appears to be
fair.”

If Americans want less government
spending, they must realize it ‘‘means
more individual responsibility,”” the
candidate said.

In his Tuesday speech to the ap-
proximately 500 volunteers who
helped put together Tuesday’s event,
Krueger said, ‘‘there’s not a tougher
race in this country” this year than
his against Tower, but, ‘“we are going
to win,”" he said.

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cratic Party Chairman Calvin Guest
said Krueger can beat Tower “‘if we
all get together and realize we have
got a hell of a fight on our hands.”

Krueger hosted a privdte luncheon
for the Democratic dignitaries before
the main event Tuesday.

House Majority Leader Jim Wright
said in an interview he does not think
President Jimmy Carter’s popularity
level is a factor in state races this
year

“We (in Texas) don’'t depend on
presidential coattails. In fact, it's the
other way around,”” Wright said

The majority leader predicted pas
sage of the House-Senate conference
committee’s energy bill. He said pas
sage of that bill would be ‘‘the single
most important thing we can do to
restore confidence around the world
in the U.S."

The energy bill will not be a perfect
one, Wright said, but it will be a
beginning'' toward solving the energy
problems

Also attending Krueger's luncheon
was former U.S. Senator Ralph Yar
borough, who said he supports
Krueger now, although he backed Joe
Christie in the Democratic primary

Yarborough said his support for
Christie was not '‘anti-Krueger."

Two Puerto Ricans face charges
of kidnapping in 20-hour siege

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP) —
Two Puerto Ricans were held on kid-
napping charges today after aban
doning their siege in the Chilean
consulate without winning any of
their demands

The armed man and a woman ac-
complice surrendered Tuesday after
holding two hostages for 20 hours.
They demanded the release of four
Puerto Rican nationalists jalled in the
United States and cancellation of the
Fourth of July celebrations on the
island, but all they got was a state-
ment from Atty. Gen. Griffin Bell.

Syrian cease-fire
shattered by gunfire

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Syrian
troops and sniping Christian militia-
men battled in Beirut for the fifth day
today following the collapse of an
other cease-fire

The Syrians fired a one-hour tank
and rocket barrage shortly before
dawn, and by mid-morning the Chris-
tian militiamen were sniping at Syri-
an positions along the whole three-
mile line Between the Lebanese capi-
tal's Moslem and Christian halves

The Syrians retaliated with sporad-
ic artillery, rocket and tank cannon
barrages.

A police spokesman said at least 35
Lebanese had been killed and 62
wounded since the third cease-fire in
five days collapsed Tuesday after-
noon. It lasted 17 hours

The spokesman put the total Leba
nese casualty toll since Saturday at
167 killed and 579 wounded, almost all
of them Christians

Syrian losses could not be deter
mined, but they were believed to be
much smaller

The presidential palace said For
eign-Defense Minister Fuad Butros
was going to Damascus to try to get
Syrian government leaders to stop the
fighting. Butros' apartment building
was hit by a Syrian rocket two floors
above his apartment

Lebanese military sources said the
Syrians broke the truce because the
Christians were putting snipers in
new positions. But it was believed
they were also replying to a broadcast

Missing money

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) — Some say Willie and
Floyd Mayweather blew a $3.5 million Oklahoma oil
inheritance on women and gambling. Others say
they never got that much.

But the two brothers didn’t change much over 40
years; they continued to work as hod carriers and
kept the same friends. Now that they're dead
nobody's sure what happened to the money.

““They blew the money,” said Leo McKamey, who
heads the hod carriers union local in Kansas City. *
ain’t hard to do if you got a drinking habit and like
the girls.”

But on reflection, M(‘Kamey doubted they went
through $3.5 million. *“If they did that kind of gam-
bling on the slreet it would raise the economy of
this whole area.’

The two brothers were divorced on the same day in
1947. “Sometimes he would have from $2,000 to 35 000
in his pocket and I would have only $5 or $10,” said
Willie's wife during the proceeding. ‘‘He drank a lot
and gambled with his money. He would come
home sometimes at night and at other times he
wouldn't.”

The wives got $1,500 each. Floyd remarried. Willie
never did.

‘“There’s none of the money left,” said Floyd’s
second wife, Nona Mae Mayweather. ““I don’t really
know what happened. He (Willie) didn't really live
high, at least not what I would call high.”

Chester Sampson, a friend and drinking compan-
lon of the brothers, said Willie, who retired on a
$123.50 monthly pension in 1974, would get religious
and begin to preach after a few beers. “We'd have to
threaten to pull him out.’

Floyd died in 1970 and Willie died late last month.

They left Floyd's wife and daughter very little.

“I don’t think anybody knows (what they did with
the money),"” said Robert Powell, a funeral director
and friend of the brothers. ‘A lot of people would like
to know the answer to that question.”

The fortune came from the brothers’ uncle, who
was married to an Indian woman who owned land
where oil was discovered near Drumright, Okla.

There was a court fight over the money but no one
knows the details, and only the docket sheet on the
case is left in the U.S. District Court’s offices in
Tulsa, Okla.

Anthony Nugent, an assistant U.S. attorney and
the son of the lawyer who won the fortune for the
brothers, provided some information in a recent
interview.

Sculptor’s mission reminds
Americans of first inhabitants

IOWA FALLS, lowa
(AP) — Peter Toth is an
adopted American who
has taken on the mission
of reminding fellow citi-
zens of the plight of the
first Americans.

For nearly eight years,
the Hungarian-born ar-
tist has been working his
way across the country,
leaving a trail of log and
stone sculptures as me-
morials*to the suffering
of American Indians.

Iowa Falls is the site of
Toth's 28th monument,

dedicated on the Fourth’

of July to the Sac Fox
and other midwestern
tribes that have disap-
peared in the last 100
years of “expansion and
progress.”’

The 33-foot Indian head
was carved from a cen-
tury-old cottonwood
felled by a lightning bolt.
The monument stands in
the city’s midsection on a
bluff overlooking the
Iowa River.

Toth, 31, says the
sculptures are his silent,
artistic protest against
the “‘betrayal” of the In-
dian.

‘I am protesting
against the plight of the
Indian,'' he said
““‘Against the theft and
trickery through which
we took this land. We left
them with barren waste
to suffer poverty and

Washington, D.C., is slowly becomin
a gruesome rendezvous for secre
death squads sent by Latin American
dictators tor eliminate those who
opgou their iron-fisted regimes
n Sept. 21, 1976, former Chilean
foreign minister Orlando Letelier and
a companion were killed when a bomb
planted under their car exploded as
they drove along Washington's em-
bassy row. An American expatriate
closely linked with Chile's secret
police and a group of anti-Castro
Cubans have been indicted for the
murders.
From lovestigative sources, we
have learned that the life of a
rominent Uruguayan exile is now
ing threatened. He is Juan R
Ferreira, son of a former opposition
leader In Uruguay. Ferreira works
for the Washington Office on Latin
America (WOLA), a civic-religious
:{énlu!hn which monitors human

ts violations. &

ruguay came under the control of
a brutal military junta in June 1973.
Ferreira spoke out against the die-
tatorship and was tossed into jall
eight times over a two-year period

e finally fled to Argentina in
November 1975. Six months later, a
military junta took over that country,
also, and Uruguayan security agents
were given free rein to pursue the
exiles living in Argentina. Two of
Ferreira’s closest friends were kid-
na and assassinated. He and his
fa sought refuge in the Austrian
embassy and barely escaped the fate
that befell their friends. The
Ferreiras left the country under the
protection of the Austrian govern-

ment.

Father and son came to the United
States full of hope that their days of
terror were behind them. Events have
proven them wrong.

Last September, Juan Ferreira
testified before a congressional
conference about the arbitrary
arrests, torture and murders that
have become a way of life in his
native country. Later that day, he
received an anonymous telephone
call. The caller loudly berated
Ferreira as a liar and a traitor to his
country. It was merely the beginning.

Over the following months,
anonymous callers left ominous
messages with the secretarial service
at Ferreira's apartment. “Toba
called you and wants to see you," said
one message. ‘‘Michelini called and
hopes to see you soon,"’ said another.

Toba and Michelini were the two
friends who had been executed in
Argentina

Several callers left the name of
Acosta y Lara. He was the founder of
Uruguay's death squads, who was
himself assassinated in 1972, Other
message slips stated that “Escuadron
de la Muerte” had called. This is
Spanish for “‘death squad.”

Last November, Ferreira appeared
before the human rights commission
of the Organization of American
States. Shortly thereafter, an
anonymous caller angrily ordered
Ferreira to leave the United States.
Subsequent callers threatened him
with death if he didn't leave before
Dec. 31.

The deadline passed but the
menacing calls have continued to
come on an average of five or six
times a month.

Rendezvous for ‘death squads’

In December, Ferreira and WOLA
director the Rev. Joseph Eldridge
sought the help of the FBI. After a
lengthy interview, they were told
there was a question of jurisdictional
authority. The FBI said they would
check whether the case fell into their
baliwick and then notify Ferreira and
Eldridge. They are still waiting for
the call.

Three months later, Eldrigge wrote
to Secretary of State Cyrus Vance
asking for help. Several weeks passed
before he received a call from a State
Department human rights official
who suggested a complaint be lodged
with the District of Columbia police
department.

The two men wound their way
through the bureaucratic labyrinth
for several days. Finally a homicide
detective took their statement and
promised that the telephone company
would place a monitor on Ferreira's
line

Metropolitan police sources told us
that an “intercept’ has indeed been
placed on Ferreira's telephone line
“We hope to link these calls to a
particular phone number' said one
{nvestigator. “We think they may be
coming fron the Uruguayan Military
Mission in Washington."

He added grimly, “We don't want
another Letelier case’.

Footnote: A State Department
spokesman told us they had “Taken
note of these threats and done
everything we can to notify the ap-
propriate security authorities.”
Beyond that, he said, “‘there is
nothing the secretary of state can do
exceptpray.”

DRUG DEAL: Before stepping
down after 36 years as a power broker
on Capitol Hill, Sen. James Eastland,
D-Miss., wants to bequeath a
multimillion-dollar present to a
handful of US. drug firms and other
corporations. The chairman of the
Senate Judiciary Committee is
pushing legislation that would im-
munize pharmaceutical firms against
pricefixing lawsuits filed by foreign
governments.

This would immediately exempt
Pfizer, American Cyanamid and
other drug manufacturers from suits
brought by West Germany, India,
Colombia and the Philippines. In-
censed German officials have fired
off an angry diplomatic note of
protest to the State Department.

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s Carter job rating still slipping

NEW YORK (AP) — Americans’
trust in Jimmy Carter increased in
June, but their rating of his perfor-
mance as president continued at the
lowest levels of his administration, an
Assoclated Press-NBC News poll
shows.

The rise in Carter’s trust rating is a
reversal of a long slide that started
when Carter first began work in the
Oval Office.

Forty-five percent of those gues-
tioned saild they trust Carter to do
what's right at least “most of the
time."" That's up five points from the
40 percent rating found in the May
AP-NBC News poll.

But 53 percent sald Carter can be

trusted only “some of the time” or
“almost never.” That is down two
points from May.

Two percent of the 1,600 adults in-
terviewed by telephone June 27 and 28
were not sure.

Trust in Carter stood at its highest
point in February 1977, days after he
took office, according to an NBC
News poll.' At that time, 70 percent
expressed trust in (,aner while only
25 percent sald they lacked confi-
dence in him,

From that poll until the latest sur-
vey, his trust rating had dropped
steadily.

Only 27 percent of those questioned

The changes in the Carter job rat-
ing are smader than the sampling
error margin of 3 percent for a poll of
1,600 interviews. This means that one
cannot say the are an actual
decline in Carter’s job rating. They
could simply be chance variations in
the sample.

Similarly small declines were found

in people’s ratings of Carter’s perfor-
mance in specific areas.

On the economy, only one in five
Americans rated Carter’s work ex-
cellent or good, while more than three
out of four — 76 percent — rated him
only fair or poor.

The public gave Carter a 22-72 per-

cent negative rating on foreign policy,
and a 25-69 percent negative mark on
:handling energy problems.

All pickets, Inciuding
two informational pickets at each sta-
tion allowed under terms of Monday's
back-to-work consent decree, were
removed.

In good faith we took down all the
pickets.... The only way a picket will

g0 back up is if we strike agein,"” Sam
Posey, vice president of Local 1784 of
the International Association of
Firefighters, said Tuesday.

At today’s talks, the union was ex-
pected to renew its request for a
federal mediator. The union had
asked for a mediator before striking,
but Chandler refused.

Meanwhile, the Memphis Police
Assoclation, which represents 1,200
officers, also was to resume negotia-
tions today. The police union's con-
tract with the city also expired at
midnight Friday.

There were 128 reported assaults on
illegal aliens on the San Diego side of
the border last year and possibly
thousands more that were unreport-
ed, authorities say.

In late 1976, a special undercover
force of 10 San Diego police officers
offered themselves as decoys to lure
the bandits into the open. In the first
five months of this year, there were 38
rerortod robberies, two rapes and a
killing.

In mid-May, the U.S. Border Patrol
took over the protection job, and since
then there have notbeen any reported
attacks on aliens, says Albert Franco,
deputy agent in charge of the Border
Patrol's Chula Vista sector

He added that federal agents ar-
rested an average 950 lllegal aliens
dally during June.

That compared with an in-
crease of half a percent in each of the two preceeding
months.

Eggs, in contrast, went down again. The price of a
dozen medium, Grade-A eggs declined at the check-
list store in eight cities. The average price of a
dozen eggs has dropped from 76 to 62 cents in the first
six months of the year.

Comparing prices today with those at the start of
1978, the AP found that the marketbasket bill was up
at the checklist store in every city, rising an
average of 5.7 percent.

The South Summit School District

at first allowed the home education,
but Singer then objected to having to
take roll and banished district moni-
tors,

The district obtained a court order
to take the children into protective
custody and to arrest Singer and his
wife, Vicki, 35, for child neglect. On
Monday Larson vacated that arrest
order, but kept in affect an arrest
order for Singer, who hAs missed
previous hearings in the case. Singer,
who has not left his land in seven
months, was not present for the latest
hearing in Salt Lake City.

“l feel more and more like the
ploneers. They constantly had to be

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In Israel, guns will soon be more in evidence

JERUSALEM — Guns soon will be
even more in evidence in Israel,
which already has more weapons per
capita than television's image of the
American frontier.

The chief of staff of the Israeli
Defense Forces has ordered ser-
geants and officers to carry weapons
whenever they are in uniform, even in
cities such as Jerusalem .nd Tel
Aviv,

Before Gen. Rafael Eitan made his
ruling there were complaints from

civilian circles that it would make
Israel look like an armed camp, and
some military men expressed fears
that the proliferation of weapons
might lead to an increase in firearms
accidents.

But Eitan decided to go ahead with
the ruling as an anti-terrorist mea-
sure — encouraged, apparently, by an
incident a month ago in which an
armed civilian guard opened fire on a
band of Palestinian guerrillas at-
tempting to infiltrate a Jordan Valley
cooperative farm. The Palestinians
fled, leaving one dead behind.

The ruling will mean thousands of

additional guns on the streets. This
ably would make it more dif-
cult for terrorist-type attacks to

Automatic rifles and the little Uzi
submackine guns already are much
in evidence in Israeli cities. Under
standing orders any soldier traveling

the occupied territories must
go armed, and troops passing through
towns and cities on pass or leave from
bases in those territories carry their
weapons as casually as college stu-
dents do books.

It is not uncommon to see a soldier
on Jerusalem's main street with an

M-16 rifie on one arm and a on the
other. A driver who stops for hitch-
hiking soldiers gets his car filled with
guns, as well. Tour bus drivers have
pistols on their hips and civil guards,
volunteers who take shifts protecting
downtown areas, sit chatting on
benches with submachineguns in
their laps.

Tourists are shocked at their first
sight of the weapons — how many
young men with machine guns does
one see at an American bus stop? —
bulsoongetusedtothe%l:semol
arms. Increasing the number of guns
is not expected to decrease the num-

ber of tourists, who passed the 1
million mark for the first time in
1977,

“I see Swiss soldiers with guns on
the streets of Zurich,” a tourism offi-
cial said, “and I don't believe a few
more guns here will bother anyone'’.

The number of terrorist att
Israel has been on the increase this
year. Most involve the planting of
time bombs. There also have been
cases of firebombs thrown at vehi-
cles, and in one incident a hitchhiking
soldier was fatally shot from a pass-
ing car in East Jerusalem.

The sealed glass cylinder was
buried by the Baltimore businessmen
who launched the railroad on July 4,
1828.

*‘I was hoping against hope that the
original things would be in there,”
sald Franklyn Carr, museum curator,
who added that the items found in the
crypt appear to have been buried at
the dedication of the museum itself, in
1953,

But Carr added that he plans to
X-ray the crypt for other compart-
ments.

He saild the original time capsule
containing the 1828 documents may
have been hidden away in another
compartment chiseled into the gran-
ite block on which the marble stone
sits.

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Hiccups: Only cure is time, hope

The hiccup demon is implacable
and relentless.

It strangles expression in mid-
sentence.

Its spasms leave the stomach
battered and limp, the lungs aching
from repeated shock.

It swallows thorazine — the
powerful tranquilizer that brings
back to earth those in freaky LSD
orbit — but it keeps on ticking. Tigan,
compazine and other relaxants only
sometimes smother it.

Just when it seems to have flown
the body, it returns to shake the
esophagus again, and again, and ...
hic ... again.

A 10-year survey by a New York
doctor resulted in his finding that
there are at least 33 physical ailments
that are accompanied, sometimes, by
hiccups and 10 psychological con-
ditions that are, sometimes, ac-
companied by hiccups.

But he couldn't say what caused the
hiccups.

About the most that can be said
about hiccup causation is that
something called the phrenic nerve,
which starts in the neck and continues
into the chest, becomes irritated and
sends a message to the diaphragm
that makes it recoil like a howitzer.

The trick for the doctors and
researchers, apparently, is to
determine jugt why a host of pfysical
conditions —"from overeating and
overdrinking and on to stomach,
pancreas, intestinal and liver
disorders, as well as pregnancy —
irritate the phrenic nerve.

Unborn babies have been known to
hiccup.

A young man from North Um-
berland, England, was admitted in

1769 to the infirmary at Newcastle
upon Tyne with a case of hiccups that
could be heard from as far away as a
mile (according to Guiness).

A good, strong case of the hiccups is
liable to turn back time-honored
remedies the way steel-armored
trucks turn back bullets.

Hiccups are considered perpetual,
according to one medical en-
cyclopedia, when they continue more
than 48 hours.

Short of radical medical
rocedures, the only remedy at the 48-
our mark is patience, a sense of

humor and an abiding faith that one of
the following measures will finally,
fortunately, earn its reputation.

COUGHING — And sneezing and
vomiting. The idea is that the sudden
jolting of the diaphragm will interrupt
the vagrant firing of the phrenic
nerve that causes the hiccup.

HOLDING BREATH — Do it as
long as you can, or have somebody
pinch your nostrils shut and hold your
mouth closed so that you are denied
oxygen longer than you think you can
stand.

BAG BREATHING — Take a brown
paper bag, not too big, and breathe
from it without letting new air in from
the outside. This is closely allied to
holding the breath because both
techniques are based on increasing
the amount of carbon dioxide in your
blood. Doctors put people”in carbon
dioxide inhalation tents because the
gas somehow affects the nerve im-
pulse.

ICE — Apply a bag of it to the back
of the neck. Or chew shattered chunks
of it. Who knows why?

‘““We think it's the
greatest development
since Braille,” says Mi-

chael Hingson, a blind needs

person and chairman of
the National Federation
of the Blind's committee
on research and evalua-
tion.

‘“The reading machine
will make a lot of materi-
al available to blind peo-
ple that just hasn't been
available before.”

“It's probably one of
the biggest break-
throughs in blind educa-
tional aids we've ever
had,” said James John-
son, marketing director
for the U.S. Office of
Education’s Bureau of
Education for the Handi-
capped.

In the last year, 30 of
the machines have been
placed in schools, li-
braries and departments
of education around the
country by both the Bu-
reau of Education for the

Handicapped and the
federation of the blind.
There, they are sub-
jected to an ongoing pro-
cess of criticism and
evaluation by blind
users. Those reports are
sent on to Cambridge,
Mass., where the ma-

chines are and
undergo continuous mod-
ification

Initially, for example,
each machine cost $50,-
000 to produce and
weighed 150 pounds. By
next month a desk top
model will be available
for less than $20,000.

It will be about the size
of two large attache
cases and be easy to
carry, its designers say.
Within three years, they
hope to have the cost
down to less than $5,000
and eventually, they say
they want to make the
machine available to
every person who
one.

Invented by Raymond
Kurzweil, a 29-year-old
graduate of MIT, the
machine can read most
common styles of type at

a speed of about 150
words a minute — the
normal rate of speech.)
When a user places a
book, memorai , let-
ter or pamphlet face
down on the machine and
throws the ‘‘read’’
switch, a specially de-
signed system scans the

page and transmits elec-
tronic images to a com-
puter.

The computer is pro-
rammed to recognize
etters on the page,
group the letters into
words and then compute
the pronunciation of each
word.

To enable the machine
to pronounce pro-
perly, the computer’s
memory has been fed
more than 1,000 linguis-
tic rules, plus 2,000 ex-
ceptions to those rules.
The actual speaking is
done with a speech
synthesizer,

Middle age and older can
be prime time for piano
lessons, says an educa-
tidn specialist for the Na-
tional Piano Foundafion
here.

“It’s never too late for
an adult who wants to
play piano for enjoyment
to take up the key-
board,” says E.L. Lan-
caster, assistant music
professor at Harper Col-
lege in Palatine, Ill., and
the Piano Foundation’'s
continuing education
project director.

““The sense of individu-
al accomplishment, and
the exhilaration a person
feels after mastering a
musical piece, are as im-
portant to an adultas to a
small child,”” Lancaster
points out.

Witness Michael Gold-
man, 41, a beauty-prod-
ucts manufacturer.

He
got an instructor who
specialized in teaching
adults, set aside about
three to four hours a
week for practice, and
barred his family from
listening.

“Playing the piano is
something 1 like to do
alone.

cularly tense day and I
wanted the challenge in-
volved in calling on com-
pletely different skills. I
can forget everything at
the piano,” Goldman
says.

Goldman is just one
man in what seems to be
a national movement.
According to a recent
Gallup survey, there are
14 million adult Ameri-
cans who play the piano
regularly, and the num-
ber of amateur pianists
has increased by more
than 2 million in recent
years.

An Oak Park, Ill.,
teacher also began piano
lessons for the first time
as an adult. Ed Hayes,
48, still finds his lessons
fun, he says. ““I use the
piano socially,’’ the
Spanish teacher notes. “'1

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NEW YORK (AP) —
The paint has faded from
birthday bright to weath-
er-beaten bland on
bridges, skyscrapers and
fire hydrants. How proud
they looked on that red-
white-and-blue day two
years ago, in the gran-
dest celebration ever.

Today, the nation still
has reminders of the mil-
lHons of dollars spent on
the pageantry of its bi-
centennial, July 4, 1976.
But many projects have
been abandoned.

The $1.5 million Bicen-
tennial Barge sits quiet
and empty in a Hudson
River lock near Water-
ford, N.Y ., its hull creak-
ing the memory of a mil-
lion laughing school chil-
dren

The $17.5 million Free-
dom Train, which had
about 7 million visitors
during the bicentennial
year, has been renamed
the Discovery Train and
now tours Canada. The
U.S. exhibits have been
sold.

And no one has heard
“Angel of Repose,” an
opera specially com-

sed for the nation’s
irthday, since it was
sung in San Francisco in
July 1976.

But the American Bi-
centennial did create a
sense of history, and in-
spired many communi-
ties to continue restora-
tions and exhibits.

““The Bicentennial was
a turning point in the his-
tory of the nation — when
people took charge of
their own destiny in their
own community,’” said
John Warner, who was
director of the American
Revolution Bicentennial
Administration.

‘“The Bicentennial
marked an end of the
melting pot theory,” he
said. ““People became
proud of their roots but
took great pride in the
nation and began to re-
spect one another as indi-
viduals.”

His own agency failéd
to survive, however,
going out of existence a
year ago. The original
commission, created in
1966, was to have lasted
through 1983, the 200th
anniversary of the Trea-
ty of Paris, which ended
the American Revolu-
tion. But the agency that
replaced it was restrict-
ed to events for 1976.

On the other hand,
Ohio's state bicentennial
commission is still ac-
tive, continuing educa-
tional projects on the
American Revolution.

“The American Revo-
lution did not end with
the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. It started,”
says its administrator,
Michael Devine of the
Ohio Historical Society.
“It would take a multi-
million dollar campaign
to counteract the three
major networks' im-
pression that the Bicen
tennial ended when John
Warner rode off into the
sunset.”

Ohio appropriated
$500,000 to the commis-
sion in 1976. Another §1
million came from pri-
vate contributions and
the federal government.

New Jersey celebrated
its final bicentennial ac-
tivity in June with re-
enactment of the Battle
of Monmouth. In other
states, communities are
expected to mark similar
200-year anniversaries
as they occur. Virginia
plans to operate bicen-
tennial visitor centers
through 1983,

Many areas also de-
signed projects that
would have a lasting ef-
fect.

000 for three television
documentaries now on
loan to schools. Seattle
created many small
parks and plazas. San

“The bicentennial ef-
fort was worth it,” says
Frank Braynard, who

helped conceive the
square rigger event and
now is general manager
of an offshoot, the New
York Harbor Festival.
‘“Not a week goes by
without someone telling
me that was the happiest
day in their life.”

Still, he added, the in-
terest has not been the
same for the smaller
harbor 'festivals held on

the Fourth of July last
year and this year.
Some ambitious com-
munities undertook cost-
ly construction projects
as their bicentennial ef-
fort, but in many in-
stances, the projects
failed to become perma-
nent fixtures.
Philadelphia’s $11 mil-
lion Living History Cen-
ter was such a financial

failure that it turned to
playing host to bar mitz-
vahs, wedding anniver-
saries and other parties.
The center closed last
month.

109-year-old capitol is
still under way, but it has
been slowed by a lawsuit

RRC issues Ist permit
for gasification project

AUSTIN—The Railroad Commis-
sion of Texas has accepted a reclama-
tion performance bond from Basic
Resources, Inc., and issued to the
Dallas firm the first permit to con-
duct an insitu coal gasification opera-
tion in Texas.

Chairman Mack Wallace and Com-
missioners Jon Newton and John H.
Poerner approved a self-insuring per-
formance bond of $45,639.80 and au-
thorized issuance of the permit during
a conference on Surface Mining and
Reclamation Division matters.

Division Examiner Chesley N. Ble-
vins, who conducted a public hearing
on Basic Resources’ applications in
April, recommended the action taken
by the commission.

Site of the experimental project is
in the western part of Anderson Coun-
ty where 33 acres have been designat-
ed as the permit area for the test.

The action clears the way for Basic
Resources, a subsidiary of Texas Uti-
lities Generating Co., to drill an igni-
tion well to a lignite seam of approxi-
mately seven and one-half feet thick-
ness and about 270 feet below the
surface. One or more wells will be
drilled to produce gases resulting

from the burning lignite. Pipelines
will carry the gases to the test facili-
ties are 300 feet from the ignition
well.

Basic Resources has forecast the
rroducuon of about 14,500 tons of
ignite through insitu gasification in
1978, and approximately 50,000 tons in
each year to shutdown of the project
in 1982

The performance bond set by the
commission was based upon a report
prepared by Pittman Engineering,
Austin, which is under contract to
provide the Surface Mining Division
with estimated costs to reclaim lands
disturbed by mining operations.

The experimental test site in An-
derson County is situated in the E. C.
Harris Survey, Abstract 30 and the R.
S. Patton Survey, Abstract 630.

Test facilitis will include compres-
sors to provide oxygen for the gasifi-
cation process, incinerators to dis-
pose of the produced gas and waste
products, tanks for fuel oil and tem-
porary storage of waste production,
and a propane tank for auxiliary in-
cinerator fuel.

There was no opposition to the
Basic Resources application.

Oil recoveries in the laboratory
have exceeded 85 percent. Field reco-
veries would be less due to the irregu-
larities in the rock.

The novel oil recovery process Is
one of several supervised by Dr. Paul
B. Crawford, assistant director of the
Texas Petroleudm Research Com-
mittee and professor of Petroleum
Engineering at Texas A&M Universi-

ty.

Parking gas guzzlers

just oil embargo dream

It sounded good at the time,
Squeezed by scarce gasoline and
soaring new-car prices, Americans
were supposed to park their guzzlers
and ride off in ever-increasing num-
bers aboard putt-putt motorbikes.

That was in 1974. Thanks to the
overwhelming success of cheap, light-
weight, small-engine cycles from
Japan, the motorcycle industry had
Just come off a record year, with 1.5
million cycles sold in 1973, At the
same time, the oll embargo was
creating long lines at filling stations
and in cycle showrooms.

Motorcycle company executives, as
a result, were poised for an era of
unprecedented growth. Which hasn't
happened.

“It was an Arab oil pipe dream,”
sighs Gene Trobaugh, marketing
director of U.S. Suzuki Motor Corp.,
Santa Fe Springs, Calif.

Instead of a boom, motorcycle sales
dropped off in the 1974 recession and
have remained relatively level ever
since. Cycling executives now speak
more cautiously of the ‘“maturing”
market with fewer first-time buyers
and the need for broader product lines
to satisfy a generally older, more
affluent customer.

Inflation, soaring insurance rates
and tough government noise and air
pollution standards have taken their
toll on the motorcycle industry.

And, perhaps most ironic in view of
the Lredlctlons made five years ago,
the hottest trend in motorcycle sales
lately has been to the big “touring”
bikes which often cost $4,000 or more
and to a new breed of high-perfor-
mance “‘superbikes’ which are often
capable of exceeding the 55 m.p.h.
national speed limit in low gear and
may reach 130 m.p.h. in high.

“l think perhaps that right now
everybody who wants a motorcycle
has one, so the industry is attracting
the customer who wants to trade up
and get rid of the smaller bike he
bought a few years ago; there aren't a
lot of first-time buyers out there,"
comments John A. Davidson, presi-
dent of Harley-Davidson Motor Co.
Inc., Milwaukee, the only major U .S.-
based motorcycle manufacturer.

The industry is dominated by four
major Japanese competitors: Honda,
Yamaha, Kawsakl and Suzukl.
Among them, they account for close
to 90 percent of all U S. sales. Harley-

. Davidson, last survivor of a small but

once robust U.S. motorcycle industry,
takes about 6 percent to 7 percent,
Several dozen lesser known, mostly
imported and usually expensive
makes take the remainder.

Honda revolutionized the U.S. mo-
torcycle market in the mid-1960s by
introducing a series of lightweight
motorbikes which appealed mostly to
teenagers. Until then, cycles were
often considered “outlaw’ vehicles
used by gangs and shady characters.

“Motorcycling was something you
Just did not do,” says Allan Girdler,
editor of Cycle World, an enthusiast
magazine based in Newport Beach,
Calif. *“Then Honda came in with a

nice small bike and all the young
people who had fantasies of riding a
cycle went ahead and did it.”
Honda's boom was fueled by a high-
ly successful advertising campaign —
“You meet the nicest on a
Honda" — which alte the cycle's

image and made it acceptable to a
growing number of people, especially
parents of teen-agers.

The other Japanese competitors
soon moved into the U.S. market

significant in the United States, began
to climb rapidly. From 1969

1973, cycle sales were growing
about 25 percent a year.

The Motorcycle Industry Counc!!, a
trade group, estimates that there are
about 20 million cycle riders in the
United States now and about 8 million
cycles in use.

But in the past :‘:n"l y;an.b:en
average age of cyc as
rising sharply. ‘Ke med{:: buyer age
was about 28 last year — compared
with 24 in 1974. Nearly 80 percent of

those who t a new cycle last
year had one in the past — a
sharp rise fom 55 percent in 1975
observers say the trend is
due in part to inflation, which has
pushed up cycle prices at least 25

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Strict new air and noise pollution
control standards and the closure of
vast amounts of public land to “‘dirt"
bike use has caused much of the shift,
industry officials say.

But the move by various manu-
facturers to top each other by produc-
ing the biggest, fastest motorcycle
has drawn criticism from govern-
ment regulators.

In much industry advertising re-
cently the manufacturers have touted
the almost incredible speed of their
latest ‘‘superbikes’’ — some of which
can cover a quarter mile in 12 seconds
or less.

Last April in a sharply worded
speech to the Motorcycle Safety
Foundation, a nonprofit industry
group, Joan Claybrook, director of
the National Highway Traffic Safety
Adminstration, took motorcycle man-
ufacturers to task fo trying to “‘out
horsepower'’ each other.

She claimed that the move to '‘su-
perbikes' was adding to the nation's
motorcycle death toll, which in-
creased to 4,067 persons — a record —
last year from 3,312 in 1976,

Calling motorcycling ‘‘the most
hazardous form of personal transpor-
tation,”” she hinted that the manufac-
turers should take steps voluntarily to
stem the move to bigger bikes or the
government would move in with regu-
lations.

Industry spokesmen disagree that
“‘superbikes’’ have Increafed the
death toll. They say generally that
most purchasers aren’t buying the
big, powerful cycles just to go 100
m.p.h. Most, they say, want the big-
ger engines because of their reliabili-
ty and “comfort’ on the road.

“Nobody buys a motorcycle.to go
slow,” Trobaugh concedes. ‘But per-
formance is a relative thing; we all
like to have the capabllity of speed
and power to pass in a car. We're

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trying to get across that you can enjoy
a motorcycle without rid at 100
m.p.h. Everybody who buys a
Porsche sports car doesn't drive it
like Mario Andretti.” .

And, in the “maturing’ motorcycle
market, some buyers of big, powerful
cycles are buying optional equipment
which just about requires a large
engine. One example is a six-foot
camping trailer which can be towed
behind a 1,200cc Harley-Davidson
model.

A lot of people In the market today
are experienced cyclists who use their
bikes a lot on weekends for trips of 200
or 300 miles,'" says one company
executive. “Although there are some
who buy ‘superbikes’ just to take off
like a rocket, the m.{omy are older
‘touring’ enthusiasts.’

Others draw a parallel between the
‘‘superbike’’ phenomenon and the
“muscle’” cars produced in the 1960s
by the Detroit auto makers.

Many industry analysts note that
although fewer young persons are
buying new motorcycles these days
many have moved into the growing
used-cycle market. Precise statistics
aren't avallable, but it is estimated
that more used motorcycles are sold
each year than new ones.

And, because the millions of small
motorcycles sold in the early 1970s
are now several years old, they have
created a health used-cycle market,
In fact, the st used market may
be one reason sales of smaller new
motorcycles haven't fared as well In
recent years. .

Because their market has remained
flat, the motorcycle manufacturers
have been forced to become much
more ngvulvo and competitive to
attract more experienced custom-
er. That in many Instances has led to
severe price discounts an strong new
advertising campaigns,

During a recent U.S. visit, Schoeman and the
co-op’s ma manager, J. P. Fourile, ticked off
a list of their ostrich products: .

Ostrich venison is popular in Switzerland. The
bird’s sturdy eggshells are used for decorative eggs.
Handbags and luggage made of ostrich leather
tanned at the co-op’s tannery are catching on around
the world. In Florida and Texas, ostrich leather
cowboy boots are a hot item.

But the creature is most renowned for simply
sprouting feathers — long, soft, thick plumes coveted
by flashy costume designers and pragmatic feather
duster makers.

““The odds are 99-1 that if you buy a fashion ostrich
feather, it's South African,” Fourle said. He esti-
mated that 45 percent of the feathers his country
exports end up in the United States.

Despite worldwide attacks on the South African
government’s apartheid policies — officially sanc-
tioned separation of blacks and whites — the
ostrich men say business is great.

**So far not one person has said he’s stopped buying
ostrich feathers or any ostrich product because of
it,”” said Fourie. Schoeman added: ‘‘Actually, I've
been rather surprised by the comments of sup-
port.”

Ask a feather duster-maker or a costume designer
whether he’s troubled by doing business with a
country like South Africa and he’ll tell you the
ostrich’s is the only feather worth sniffing at and
South Africa is the only place to buy it.

“Ostrich feathers have a look that designers want.
Turkey feathers are heavier and coarser. Why use
chiffon instead of canvas,” said John Ridge, manag-
er of Brooks-Van Horm Costumes, Inc., of New
York.

Ask Ridge about apartheid and he snaps: “No one
has brought it up and if you do, I won't appreciate
it.”

In Omaha, Neb., Nate Mantel runs the H-K Spe-
cialty Co., which makes a wide variety of ostrich
feather dusters and sells them coast to coast —
mostly, he said, to national chains for store mainte-
nance.

““The ostrich feather is the only kind that absorbs
dust. Turkey and chicken don’t really pick it up,” he
said. Mantel said he's ‘“not troubled at all” by
apartheid.

Van Potter, executive vice president of W. Pearce
& Bros., a New York leather importing and market-
ing firm, said ostrich leather costumers have wor-
ries about the product, but apartheid isn't one ‘of
them.

““There is a concern about whether the ostrich is
protected as an endangered species — and the
domesticated birds they farm in South Africa
aren’t,” he said. “But political qualms? No, none.”

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New York's big gamble fails

NEW YORK CITY — The big gamble didn't pay

off.

Legalized bookmaking, now eight years old here,
has not helped New York City make money.

In fact, there is growing evidence that offtrack
betting — called OTB — has cut into New York City

and state revenue.
That wasn't supposed to happen.

In 1972, when Howard Samuels opened the city's
first neighborhood bookmaking parlor in midtown
Manhattan, he told reporters: ‘‘Offtrack betting will
save New York City from financial disaster; it will
produce needed revenues to help tax relief.”

Howard Samuels isn't around anymore. He went
off and ran (unsuccessfully) for governor

And the animal he created — OTB — is still doing
business. But a questionable business at that.

New York City hasn't been saved by legalized
gambling. At least not the brand Samuels invented.
The city is in more financial hot water than ever,
asking recently for some $2 billion in loans from the
federal government to keep it from going bankrupt.

Actor James Daly dies

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Veteran actor James
Daly, who played a leading part in the television
series ‘“‘Medical Center” as well as hundreds of
other television, stage and film roles, is dead at age
59

Daly’'s agent, Bill Haber, said Tuesday the actor
died Sunday night in Nyack, N.Y. He was stricken on
the way to Connecticut to appear in the stage play
“Equus.” Cause of death and funeral arrangements

were not immediately known.

A native of Wisconsin Rapids, Wis., Daly began
acting in 1946 and appeared in more than 600 televi-
sion shows, including episodes of *‘Gunsmoke,”’ *“The
Fugitive,” “The FBL," *‘Ironsides’” and ‘‘Mission;

Impossible."

In Atlantic City, the good fathers are trying to do
with gambling what New York could not.

Atlantic City — as bad off as New York — opened
its first gambling casino recently, without offtrack
betting.

“We don't think it would help us,” said one Atlantic
City casino spokesman. “Studies show the person
who bets at the booxmaker downtown is the same
one, most probably, who would go to the racetrack
and do the same thing.

“You don't gain any new money, any new
customers. You siphon off from your tax revenue,
actually.”

That's what has happened in New York City.

Offtrack betting nasn't been so much a failure asa
mltgllcod toy. Its daily business is substantial.

“Our business is down; our betting is down since
OTB came 2long," says Sam Kanchuger of the New
York Racing Association, the non-profit corporation
that runs the state's three Thoroughbred race tracks.

It is the bettors :vho forsook the tracks.

“Why spend $3 for a train to the track, another 35
cents for a program, then the booze and the burgers
when I can do it all here during my lunch break and
watch the raceon TV at home?" said one.

As a result, there is resentment between the two
racing factions. The New York racing Association
ignores OTB and ignores NYRA.

New York City is, of course, not wa around for
OTB tocatch on. More tax relief is needed now.

A straw poll in the New York Post revealed that 81
percent of those contacted wanted something like
California’s Prop. 13, not OTB, lotteries and such, to
bail them out. They say they want fewer government
services.

Ironically, such a reduction could hit hardest at
New York’'s gambling bureaucracy. There are five
separate commissions or bodies that help control
gambling in this city.

There is the New York state Racing and Wagering
Board, the state Racing Commission, the New York
state Tax Commission, the New York Racing
Association and the Offtrack Betting Corp.

All of them overlap.

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Témpers again
rising in state
of Taxachusetts

BOSTON (AP) — They're calling it “Taxachu
setts,” this state where tax revolt spawned the
Boston Tea Party. Two hundred years later, tempers
are rising again,

Three separate tax-cutting proposals have gotten
serious attention in the legislature, and when Califor-
nians voted last month to slash their property taxes,
it warmed the hearts of tax rebels here.

“California is a bargain compared to Massachu-
setts,” says Jack Conway, a real estate agent who
wants property taxes cut in half.

A constitutional amendment to keep taxes at pres-
ent levels passed one legislative test last week and
may mabke it to a 1980 referendum.

Two other plans in the legislature command atten-
tion: ordering rebates if rty taxes exceed eight
percent of income, and lim property taxes to 2.5
percent of fair market value.

Just how bad are taxes in ““Taxachusetts’?

Consider the O'Neills, a fictional couple who make
$19,900 a year. Say they live in a home with a market
value of $40,000 in Haverhill, 50 miles north of
Boston. They own a new car worth $4,500 and an
older one worth $3,000, have two children and file
Joint tax returns.

They pay $1,740 in property tax (4.35 percent of
value), plus:

~About $2,500 in federal income tax.

—About $1,000 in Social Security tax.

—About $900 in state income tax.

~About $600 in state sales tax, auto excise tax and
gas taxes.

Total taxes: $6,740, more than a third of income.

They have $13,160 left to spend.

(The figures are based on figures supplied by the
Massachusetts Taxpayers Foundation, a taxpayers

i ng the rebate bill).

If that doesn't impress you, consider this:

In: California, Proposition 13 halved the average
property‘tax by limiting it to 1 percent of value.
Massachusetts taxes are already so high that haly-
ing bills would leave an average 2.4 percént rate. The
average rate is 4.7 percent of market value.

And in Boston, where property taxes are higher
than in agy other U.S. city, a $40,000 home is taxed at
about $2)300 a year.

On top of that, residents pay a 5 percent state
income tax plus a .75 percent surtax, a 5 percent
sales tax, and a 6 percent meals tax.

The result: a recent Boston Globe poll shows three
out of four taxpayers favor cutting property taxes to
2.5 percent, but the figure drops to 64 percent when
they are reminded that services may be cut, and to
50 percent when reminded the cuts could prod-
uce soclal unrest.

So local tax action has ranged the gamut.

The Cambridge City Council approved an 8 percent
budget increase with little complaint, and Scituate <
taxpayers refused to cut nearly $200,000 from their
police and refuse pickup budgets.

But taxpayers have hacked apart budgets at town
meetings elsewhere, echoing a feeling evident in
national polls that one way to make cuts is to
cut the number of public employees.

“What we want to do is shake the fat out of the
government's administrative and bureaucratic de-
partments,” says Conway, the real estate agent who
wants property taxes halved.

Somerville residents cut $4 million from a $46
million budget. Clerks won't be fired, but retirees
won't be replaced.

Marshfield cut the selectmen's and town accoun-
tant’s part-time help, and cut ranks of non-school
employees by 10 percent over three years.

“They are crippling important services provided
by town government,” Town Administrator Guy V.
Lapriore fretted — in vain.

There are many reasons for the high taxes here.

One is that many older industries have moved
away, leaving communities heavily reliant on prop-
erty taxes. The state has more programs for the
poor and ill than many other states, mandates many
programs for which towns must pay, and requires
them to agree to send all labor negotiations to
binding arbitration. School committees are autono-
mous, their budgets rarely subject to direct public
approval.

“We are absolutely handcuffed by state-mandated
mgnms.” says Brockton councilman Thomas Ken-

y.

“What isn't mandated comes under collective
bargaining. I can understand how people feel help-
less. 1 feel helpless.”

Many cities, notably Boston, have also been gener-
ous in granting tax-exempt status to property owned
by churches and colleges, and many taxpayers say
there are simply too many government employes.

All that adds up to a dramatic dilemma when tax
cuts are considered.

If California’s new one percent limit were applied,
the tax bill on Boston’s typical $40,000 home would
fall from $2,500 to about $400.

LONDON — The reproductions

Even the deaf listen when E.F. Hutton talks

LOS ANGELES — ‘‘When E.F.
Hutton Talks, People Listen,” ac-
cording to the brokerage firm's slo-

Now, thanks to Ardys A. Thayer,
account executive at the firm's Uni-
versal City office, more people are
listening — namely, the deaf.

In addition to her regular custom-
ers, Mrs. Thayer has built up a clien-
tele of deaf persons, communicating
with them via a special machine next
to her desk.

The machine, a TTY Phonetype,
was designed by two Southern Cali-
fornia men who are deaf: Dr. James
C. Marsters, an orthodontist, and Ro-
bert Whitebrook, an astronomer and
electronics engineer. Thé machine is
bukl:lg a converted teleteype ma-
chine which is linked to a telephone.

When Mrs. Thayer has some invest-
ment information for a deaf client she
dials the customer's phone number
and she punches out a message on the
TTY. A light in the client’s home
flashes, signaling an incoming mes-
sage. The client places his phone on a
black box on his machine and the
