L. Baker. The company posted a 
§5,000 guarantee bond.

A temporary franchise was 
granted to John M. Cooper to con­
struct a distribution system. A 
survey of gas users in the city 
was made shortly thereafter and 
a permanent franchise was grant­
ed this week, after it had been de­
termined advisable to construct 
such a system.

Gas from the Schleicehr county 
sweet gas field will be used to 
furnish fuel to Eldorado. It 13 
understood that similar plants 
will be constructed by the same 
company in Ozona and Sonora.

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Nobody’s Business

AUSTIN.— The members of the 
Forty Sixth Legislature this week 
were squarely up against the lick- 
log on the pensions question. 
Weeks of debate and bitter con­
troversy have led them to the in­
evitable conclusion that there is 
no Santa Claus. If the State is 
determined to legislate money out 
of the pockets o f one group of its 
citizens, and put it into those of 
another group, somebody has to 
pay. Obviously, the ones who must 
pay are those who work and earn 
and have something to pay with.

Strategy of the sales taxers has 
led down a long, long trail, be­
ginning with a transactions tax, 
afid down through a sales tax, 
and finally to a gross receipts 
tax, which has aroused so much 
protest from those who most vig­
orously opposed a sales tax that 
the sales taxers hope they can 
force enactment of a constitution­
al amendment proposal, to sub­
mit the sales tax issue to the 
people, and complete their origi­
nal program of freezing the bur­
den of caring for the aged and 
other underprivileged onto the 
backs of the people of small in­
come, and put it into the Consti­
tution, where it cannot easily be 
removed.

Whether the strategy will work 
or not in problematical. All ob­
servers agree the sales tax 
scheme has gained much strength 
from it. The Senate will take the 
House gross receipts tax plan, a- 
mend it by eliminating extempti- 
ons up to $45,000 for small mer­
chants, possibly modify it other­
wise, and send it back to the 
House, hoping the House will re­
fuse it, and act favorably on the 
sales tax amendment previously 
passed by the upper House. That 
is the program. How well it may 
work out, only time can tell.

House Goes Conservative
Some of the boys who shouted 

from the housetops for maximum 
pension^—for everybody last sum­
mer have changed their minds. 
That was proved in the House, 
when that body, generally sup­
posed to be most liberal with the 
other fellow’s money, twice pass­
ed acts that would limit liberali­
zation of the present pension law 
merelp to elimination of children’s 
and other relatives’ support as a 
factor in determining need. In­
stead of another 100,000 old folks, 
this provision, which was once in­
corporated into the Senate’s Wel­
fare Department bill, and again 
adopted as a separate measure, 
would add only about ’5,000 new 
pensioners, and would require for 
vensions only about another $10,- 
000,000 instead of $40,000,000 or 
$50,000,000.

And the economists in both 
houses held their lines intact, as 
four of the major biennial appro­

priation bills passed the House, 
and one—the Departmental bill— 
rode thru the Senate,—without 
the addition of much money above 
the figures recommended by the 
sub-committees. The Senate re­
stored about $450,000 of the $600- 
000 a year cut from the Depart­
ment of Public Safety’s budget, 
but only after the Finance Com­
mittee won a moral victory. The 
State police had the benefit of a- 
bout $600,000 a year of income 
fees and licenses . this biennium, 
for which they gave no detailed 
itemization. When the committee 
asked the department to submit 
a detailed budget showing how 
this money was to be spent, the 
department failed to do so. The 
committee simply cut out that 
much income. The Department, 
frantic at loss of over $1,000,000 
for its next two years’ operation, 
quickly ‘got in line” and submit­
ter a detailed budget, as demand­
ed by the committee But a big 
hole through which possible waste 
of public funds could easily oc­
cur was plugged.

In the House, the strength of 
the school lobby, one of the States 
most powerful, failed to get any 
important increases for the rural 
aid and vocational education bills.

What will happen in conference 
committees may be a different 
story, but it seems apparent at 
this writing that several millions 
of savings are coming out of the 
regular appropriation bills this 
year

Two Vetoes Feared
The legal monstrosity permitt­

ing the barbers to fix the price of 
a haircut met a deserved fate 
when Attorney General Gerald 
Mann held it unconstitutional. 
Gov. O’Daniel vetoed it, but be­
fore the veto reached the House, 
the latter requested it be sent 
back for ‘ .correction,”  in an ef­
fort to make it constitutional 
Good lawyers think this can’t be 
done, and it is doubtful, with the 
short time remaining, whether it 
can be amended and passed again 
at this session.

Gov. O’Daniel’s threatened veto 
of a soil conservation bill, spon­
sored by Bailey Ragsdale, Arthur 
Tarwater and others in the House 
and Moffett and Sulak in the Sen­
ate, presaged a like fate for this 
measure. O’Daniel recommended 
merging several departments, in­
cluding the Department of Agri­
culture and others, into a Conser­
vation department. The Legisla­
ture refused the suggestion, 
created a new department to ad­
minister soil conservation , and 
sponsors of the bill claim O’Dan­
iel is ready to retaliate by veto­
ing the conservation act.

Realtors May Get Umbrella 
Real estate agents, one of num­

erous groups seeking to get under 
a governmental umbrella by re­
quiring a license to sell a lot, won 
in the Senate then a bill ‘regulat­
ing” them passed third reading in 
the Senate, 21 to 9. It failed to 
muster the four fifths vote for 
suspending the rules for final 
passage.

Loan Shark Bill Hangs Fire
Threatened with the fate that 

many good bills will suffer in the 
dying days, the , sponsors of the 
bill to put an end to the oppres­
sion of the poor by loan sharks 
in the cities of Texas were exert­
ing strong pressure to get their 
measure to a vote in both Houses. 
The bill permits reasonable ser­
vices charges, in addition to the 
legal 10 percent interest rate, for 
small loans, such as loan sharks 
now frequently charge up to 409 
percent per annum to make.

Turn Other Cheek
The Mexican government seized 

$400,000,000 worth of British and 
American oil wells in that coun­
try a year ago, and defiantly re­
fused to pay a cent to the owners. 
But the Texas Legislature has 
passed to i engrossment a bill of­
fering free tuition to a number of 
students from Mexico and other 
latin American nations, at Texas 
state colleges. Rep. E. H. Thorn­
ton and S. J. Isaacs leu a fight 
to defeat the bill, but lost..

West Is Out
Swinging like a weather-vane 

in a cyclone, sentiment, Of ffie Sen­
ate caught Jim West, Houston oil 
multi-milliionaire and O’Daniels 
3rd nominee for Highway Commis 
sion chairman, at a low ebb, and 
his confirmation was rejected. 
Many here now believe O’Daniel 
will submt no other name, but will 
make a recess appointment after 
adjournment. Some think John 
Wood, encumbent, may remain as 
a holdover.

Junior Chamber o f Com­
merce Presents Its Manual 
S to President Roosevelt

WASHINGTON—A new “Safety 
With Light” program, designed to 
abate night driving traffic hazards 
on America’s “ fatal” streets has 
been announced by the United 
States Junior Chamber of Com­
merce through its President, Philip 
C. Ebeling. America’s fatal streets 
are the main .traffic thoroughfares 
which comprise but 10% of the 
total city street mileage but upon 
which occur more than 50% of all 
night traffic fatalities.

The first copy of the “Safety 
With Light” Manual was presented 
to President Roosevelt through 
his secretary, Stephen J. Early, by 
Mark S. Matthews, Vice-President 
of the United States Junior Cham­
ber of Commerce. The Manual will 
now be distributed to the 500 mem­
ber organizations of the Junior 
Chamber and the approximately 
1,100 Senior Chambers of Com­
merce in the nation. >
£• According to Mr. Matthews, the 
new manual is an outgrowth of the 
report of the National Resources 
Committee, appointed by the Presi­
dent in 1937, in which it was 
stated that at least 35% of all night 
traffic deaths could be prevented

by provision of modern, adequate 
street illumination. Other surveys 
have shown that night illumination 
in most cities is less than one half 
the minimum required for safety.

“Until antiquated lighting facili­
ties on most of our city streets are 
corrected and modernized, the ever 
increasing rate of urban night 
fatalities will continue,”  said Ken­
neth L. Dally, Chairman of the 
Traffic Safety Committee of the 
United States Junior Chamber of 
Commerce. “ This program, prob­
ably the most complete of its kind 
ever set up, is designed to point 
the way to correct these conditions. 
And it makes available, without 
charge, all material, including book­
lets, folders, car cards, films, etc., 
to our member organizations.”

As a result of the manual, sev­
eral hundred Senior Chambers of 
Commerce are expected to carry 
on local “ Safety With Light”  cam­
paigns within the next two or three 
years, according to Mr. Ebeling, 
who added:

“ The conditions of inadequate 
visibility might be accepted if the 
result were not inevitably the same 
—death; and if provision of ade­
quate illumination in this modern 
day were not available, entirely 
practical, and so essential that to 
neglect or be without it is sheer 
negligence.”  ~
