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'Farm loans bog down in FmHA bureaucracy

BROWNFIELD, Texas — On the
High Plains of West Texas, where
livelihoods are cast to the vagaries
of hailstorms and government pro-
grams, farmers have known a gen-
eration of losing.

So when Laurance Kriegel and
Leonard Smith proved the govern-
ment was wrong in denying them
loan assistance late last year, they
thought they'd finally won. Instead,
they may have lost their last hope to
rebound.

The farmers had "appealed loan
decisions by the federal Farmers
Home Administration through a
new process established by the Ag-
ricultural Credit Act of 1987, which
set up an appeals staff under the
FmHA. (Before July 1988, appeals
were heard by the agency's own
farm loan personnel.)

Although Mr. Kriegel and Mr.
Smith won their appeals, FmHA has
failed to complete processing of
their loan applications, more than a
year after they first applied.

Meanwhile, it probably is too
late to plant a crop this year.

“The farmers have lost another
year,"” said Bill Arens, a farmer ad-
vocate who has successfully argued
22 straight appeals cases in West
Texas on behalf of farmers. “Even
though they win, they lose.”

FmHA repeatedly has misapplied
regulations in denying assistance to
West Texas farmers and has been
slow to carry out several appeals
rulings — apparently violating the
intent of the Credit Act, an investi-
gation by The Dallas Morning News
reveals.

Because FmHA is the agency of
the US. Department of Agriculture
that lends to farmers unable to ob-
tain credit elsewhere, it is the last
resort for those such as Mr. Kriegel, -
whose crops have been ravaged by
bad weather in recent years.

Farmers exercising their right
to appeal loan decisions have been
delayed by a series of bureaucratic
entanglements that have pushed
sqme to the brink of foreclosure.

" During a recent interview, act-

ing FmHA Administrator Neal Sox |
Johnson acknowledged that agency |
personnel in West Texas are not fol-

-lowing proper procedures in sup-
porting their loan decisions. And he
blamed problems in implementing
appeals rulings on the “stressed”
workload of FmHA county supervi-
Sprs.

.. Texas FmHA officials, mean-
while, defended their county super-
visors against the appeals decisions,
and said there probably was “a good
reason” for delays in implementing
the rulings.

Appeals hearing officers, includ-
ing lawyers and former FmHA loan
program officials, have been
harshly critical of FmHA loan deci-
sions in Texas. During the past
year, Texas has led the nation in
the number of FmHA loan decisions
oyerturned.

_And congressional aides to co-
sponsors of the Credit Act have told
The News that the lawmakers are
considering changes to the appeals
setup to ensure farmers due pro-
cess.
“The intent of Congress clearly
was that the decisions of this
appeals board be implemented in a
timely fashion,” said Laurie Boeder,
press secretary for Sen. Kent Con-
rad, D-N.D.,, a co-sponsor of the
Credit Act who introduced the
appeals provision in the bill.

She said Mr. Conrad, who chairs
the Agricultural Credit Subcommit-
tee of the Senate Agriculture Com-
mittee, wiil take up discussion of
the appeals issue Monday in & sub-
committee Imeeting on the Credit
Act.

The landmark Credit Act, signed
into law by former President
Ronald Reagan in January 1988, is
noted mainly for its $4 billion
bailout of the ailing Farm Credit
System and provisions to restruc-
ture the loans of about 81,000 FmHA
delinquent borrowers.

But the measure also set up an
appeals body under the FmHA ad-
ministrator, and separate from
FmHA loan program officials, to
make sure farmers receive impar-
tial hearings.

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However, the regulations re-
quire FmHA to resume processing a
borrower’s application within 15
days after the farmer wins an.ap-
peal. And, as the agency usually
must give an answer to a loan appli-
cation within 60 days, it must not
take longer than that following an
appeal, National Appeals Staff offi-
cials say.

Mr. Smith, 54, of Muleshoe, in
West Texas, has waited seven
months since winning his appeal,
and his loan still has not been pro-
cessed. He said FmHA officials have
told him that he again has been
found ineligible for the same loan
that was the subject of his appeal.
Meanwhile, it’s been 2% years since
he originally applied for the loan.
And the lease on his farm expires
on the Fourth of July.

“I've lost one farm because I
couldn't make the payments,” said
Mr. Smith, who has been farming
for 35 years. “And if this doesn't
come about, I'm going to lose the
rest of my farm.”

Delays have forced several West
Texas farmers to lose a crop year or
find other jobs. Among farmers
who have won appeals, one is work-
ing as a part-time postal employee,
one is driving a tractor for another
farmer and a third recently applied
for a janitor’s job with a local
church. He didn’t get it.

Applications for assistance typi-
cally are for annual farm operating
loans between $50,000 and $7S,000,
and loans to purchase land ranging
from $150,000 to $200,000.

Mr. Johnson, the acting FmHA
administrator, said he has been as-
sured by the FmHA state director in
Texas, J. Lynn Futch, that there is
no intent to subvert the appeals pro-
cess.

But Mr. Futch, who frequently
has complained of the appeals deci-
sions and sought in some cases to
have National Appeals Staff bearing
officers removed, questions the
character of farmers who have won
appeals in West Texas, regarding
them as bad credit risks.

“You should go out and talk to
the farmers who farm . . . (around
those who have won appeals) and

see what they say about them,” he
said. :
When asked whether he be-
lieved that the appeals rulings lent
any credibility to the appellants,
Mr. Futch, referring to the National

Appeals Staff, replied, “Are they
God?”

Meanwhile, farmers such as Mr.
Kriegel, 43, whose family has
farmed near Bovina in West Texas
since the 1930s, desperately are
holding off creditors while waiting
for FmHA to act.

Five months after winning his
appeal, Mr. Kriegel received a letter
from FmHA saying that because 16
mouths had passed since he applied
for his loan, his application would
have to be reconsidered for eligibil-
ity. But the appeal already had
determined he was eligible for
FmHA services.

Mr. Kriegel has not had operat-
ing loans to farm the last two years,
and is close to losing his land to
foreclosure.

“It seems like once we request
that appeal, that the procedure is no
longer there for us,” Mr. Kriegel
said. “The intent (of Congress) was
good, but I don’t think they ex-
pected the administrative branch to
just sit there.”

The appeals are of administra-
tive program decisions and, there-
fore, do not carry the weight of
civil trial proceedings. Still, the
appeals decisions for the first time
have provided tough third-party re-
view of the agency'’s procedures.

In addition to leading the nation
in the number of FmHA farm loan
decisions reversed from last July
through May 19, Texas was one of
very few states that had more deci-
sions reversed than npheld — 30 to
26. :

That’s in sharp contrast to the
government’s last.complete fiscal
year under the old appeals system,
the 12-month period ending Sept. 30,
1987. No decisions were reversed in
Texas during that time, and 215 de-
cisions were upheld.

Mr. Arens’ group, the Texas
Farm Foundation, accounts for the
bulk of reversals statewide. Operat-
ing from a makeshift, portable
building in Brownfield, about 40
miles southwest of Lubbock, the
foundation has yet to lose an appeal
in West Texas under the new sys-
tem.

Farmers Kriegel and Smith are
among its clients.

In a state that leads the nation in
outstanding FmHA farm loanvol-
ume, the not-for-profit foundation
is supported by farmers in the area
of Texas with the largest concentra-

tion of delinquent farm borrowers.
FmHA provides credit to about 15
percent of all farmers nationally.

Hearing officers’ findings in the
22 cases won by the Texas Farm
Foundation, as detailed in appeals
summaries obtained by The News,
reveal some common threads, in-
cluding multiple cases in which
FmHA:

@ Provided vague or insufficient
documentation to support its deni-
als for assistance.

W Failed to follow guidelines in
determining loan requests.

B Failed to maintain correct or
complete records of borrowers.

® Failed to consider bad weather
as beyond borrowers' control.

MW Rendered decisions that were
“tantamount to a denial of due pro-
cess.”

Of the 22 appeals won, six farm-
ers nevertheless lost the option to
buy or lease their farms — or else
lost the opportunity to plant a crop
— while waiting for appeals deci-
sions.

And of the 16 remaining deci-
sions, only eight were carried out
within 60 days of the rulings, ac-

cording to farmers' records and in-
terviews with farmers and FmHA
loan program personnel.

The agency has yet to complete
processing the applications of five
farmers, all but one of whom have
waited at least five months. One
other farmer did receive final word
on his loan, but almost five months
after his appeal. He was turned
down again.

And in two other cases, the
FmHA state office disputed the
hearing officer’s rulings and asked
the National Appeals Staff to review
his decisions. In both cases, the
appeals staff substantially upheld
the hearing officer’s original deci-
sion. But five to eight months after
their appeals decisions, the farmers
still don’t have final word on their
loans.

The lengthy delgys have worn
on farmers such as Ropesville pro-
ducer Ronnie McNabb, 47, who has
farmed all his life: “What gets me is
we're subsidizing Russia and all
those Communist countries, and
they're putting us off the farm over
here.”

Mr. Arens, the farmer advocate,
said he believes that had FmHA
properly applied its regulations the

first time, all his clients would be

farming now. And he says the
appeals process has provided little
remedy.

“There is no appeal system in
Texas right now,” he declared.

National Appeals Staff Director
Pam Dillon, based in Alexandria,
Va., believes that in states where
more program decisions have been
reversed than upheld in appeals,

‘FmHA county supervisors are not

following proper servicing prote
dures.

“We hope that they (the FmHA)
will use this information to train
program personnel so that it
doesn't happen again,” Ms. Dillon
said.

Meanwhile, farmers in West
Texas vow to continue exercising
their appeal rights.

For eight months since winning
his appeal, farmer Ronald McCallis-
ter of Brownfield has been driving
a tractor for a friend while waiting
for FmHA to reconsider his eligibil-

ity for a loan delayed by FmHA's re-
quest for review. If turned down,
he'll appeal again.

Several of the other farmers
represented in the 22 West Texas
appeals cases have been able to
plant a modest crop on rented land,
with the help of government price-
support payments. Some, such as

Gary Harper of Seagraves, who is
working part-time as a postal em-
ployee, are farming on relatives'
land while working outside jobs.
Many say they'll stay in farming
any way they can. Recently, sitting
amid the clutter of the Texas Farm
Foundation office, an emotional

It is currently
estimated that over 37,000
women die each year as the
result of breast cancer.

Ninety percent of breast
cancers are diagnosed by
women or their physicians
finding a lump in the
breast. Women who are di-
agnosed with a lump large
enough to feel have a 50
percent flve year survival
rate. A woman who is diag-
nosed as having breast can-
cer by mammography, be-
fore a Jump can be felt,
has a 97% five year survival
rate and a 90% 10 year sur-
vival rate.

The American Cancer
Society has established gulde-
lines for mammography in
asymptomatic women. (Wo-
men who have no symp-
tome of disease). Those
guidelines have been adopted
by the American Academy
of Family Physicians, Amer-
ican College of Obstetri-
clans and Gynecologists,
and the American College
of Radiology. Those guide-
lines are:

1. 35 - 40 years of age —
one baseline mammogram.

2. 40 - 50 years of age —
a mammogram every 1 - 2
years, depending on breast
type and risk factor.

3. 50 years of age and
over — an annual physical
examination and annual
mammogram.

4. Asymptomatic ‘women
under 50 years of age
with significant high risk

These risk factors Iinclude
previous breast cancer and
family history of cancer.

5. A symptomatic woman
should have a mammogram
at any age when she expe-
riences a mass, nipple dis-

charge, skin changes or un- ]

explained breast pain.

A screening mammogram
Is an x-ray of the breast us-
ing extremely low dosages
of radiation (usually com-
parable to dental x-rays)
and is designed to find ev-
ery early cancers. h

A female technologist
who {8 highly trained In
mammography will per-
form the examination.
