Water is being used on t h e 

High Plains of Texas in larger 
quantities than ever before To 
give an understandable picture 
of the amount of water being 
used the so-called McDonald 
Well Field southwest ol the City 
ot Amarillo, is used for an ex­
ample The Texas Board of Wa-1 
ter Engineers published a study 
of this Held in i *S7. The follow 
ing quotations are taken from 
the publication No 5701: Mater 
is kupplied to the City of Ama­
rillo from seventy <70* wells 
tapping the Ogalala formation 
southwest of the City. The aver­
age discharge per well is about 
six hundred • 600 gallons per 
minute and the maximum capa­
city of ail wells is about sixty 
million 100 000 000 > gallons per 
day.

In addition, water rights to 
several thousand acres of land 
in Carson and Hartley Counties 
have been purchased by the 
City of Amarillo Development 
of the Carson County well field 
which is about twenty '201 miles 
northeast ot Amarillo, w a s  
started in the summer of 19*>» "  

The well field closest to ine 
City of Amarillo is the Mcl>on- 
afd well field The first five <S>, 
wells were drilled by D. L. Mc­
Donald in 1929 In 19.11. the City 
of Amarillo purchased the wells 
and the section of land in which 
thev were drilled The sixth well 
in the field was drilled in 1947 
by II H. Heiskell. tlieiskell is 
a resident ot Pampa I ,

Since 1911 an estimated six­
teen billion gallons ot water 
have been withdrawn from the 
Mi Donald well* These heavy 
withdrawal* of water from the 
Ogalala formation have creat­
ed a basin shaped depression in 
the water table "

Beginning in 19iS the develop­
ment ot the Carson County well 
field moved ahead rapidly. Tin* 
well field is located in the deep­
est and thickest water bearing 
area of Carson County. Since 
the opening up of the Carson 
County field in 19b5 plans were 
graduaJK worked nut to build a 
dam on the Canadian River be l

tween Amarillo and Borger to 
trap waters of the Canadian for 
use by a number of High Plains 
Cities. The cities of the H i g h  
Plains and Panhandle area are 
continuing to look lor other 
sources of water. The X o r t h 
Fork of the Red River in Gray 
County otters possibilities for 
the future. If our area is to con­
tinue to grow industrially, agri­
culturally and population w i s e  
then we must tap all available 
sources.

The City of Amarillo, several 
vears ago. started a fxogram 
of reclaiming part of the water 
the city was using At the pres­
ent time several ot tlie larger 
industries located in the Ama­
rillo area are using successful­
ly large quantities of this re­
claimed water.

In 1961 the Texas A&M “ Wa­
ter For Texas”  Conference pu­
blished the following: “.Investi­
gations to improve short and 
long term streamflow forecast­
ing Reservoirs are built to store 
water during periods of surplus 
for use during periods of defi­
c ien t Artificial recharge of 
g it  <nd water n;f|i iferi is usml- 
Iv undertaken for the same pur­
pose "

There are a large number of 
Plava l^kes in Gray and Car- 
son Counties that fill up during 
our rainy years. Much of this 
water could be recharged into 
the underground water reservoir 
if a workable filter sys­
tem can he found to filter out 
the sediment, or to discover a 
cheap flocculent that will settle 
the sediment out Much work is 
being done on this at the South­
western Great Plains Field Sta­
tion at Rushland

Science has found syntlietic 
substitutes for many of the 
things we use such as synthetic 
rubber Texas Experiment Sta­
tions are trying to produce new 
plants that will use less water. 
It is universally agreed howev­
er. that them is no substitute 
for water.

It would seem that the best 
answer to refute the ‘ right’ ’ 
of eminent domain, that is the 
power of eminent domain — as 
it isn't a right — is that it 
denies the right of private prop­
erty.

To Cardinal Meyer

WASHINGTON (UPl)-There 
■re five leading candidate* for 
a cardinal’s red hat and leader- 
Bhip of the largest Catholic 
rchdiocese inthe United States, 
archdiocese in the United 
States, sources said Friday.

One will be selected to suc­
ceed the late Albert Cardinal
Mever as the archbishop of 
Chicago, the leader of 1,800,000
Catholics and 3 000 priests. A 
new archbishop is Virtually as­
sured of prompt elevation to 
the College of Cardinals.

The see has been vacant since 
Cardinal Meyer died of .cancer 
on April 9.

Pope Paul VI is expected to 
name the new archbishop with­
in the coming month, and pos- 
aibly as early as next Wednes­
day. Appointments to the hier 
archy customarily a r e  an­
nounced on Wednesdays.

It is always possible that the 
Pope will choose a dark horse 
who has not figured in specula­
tion. The best-informed Catho­
lic circles believe that the 
choice will fall npon one of 
these men:

Archbishop Binz is regarded 
as the most conservative of the 
five prospects For that reason, 
he would be likely to find favor 
with the apostolic delegate to 
the United States, Archbishop 
Egidio Vagnozzi. whose recom­
mendation m a y  carry some 
Weight with Pope Paul

Also in favor of Archbishop 
Binz is the factrthat he served 
for seven years as an aide to 
Amleto Cardinal Cicognani. for­
mer apostolic delegate to the 
United States who is now Vati­
can secretary of state.

Other F*ctors
Militating against the Binz 

candidacy are his age. and the 
long-standing tradition of ap­
pointing relatively liberal pre­
lates to the Chicago post. <By 
custom. New York is America’s 
“ conservative" see, Chicago the 
“ liberal" see )

Bishop Primeau is an urbane 
and articulate prelate who at­
tracted the attention of Euro­
pean church leaders with sev­
eral excellent speeches at the 
sessions of the Vatican council, j  
He is considered a leader of 
the progressive wing of the 
U S hierarchy He has the ad­
ditional advantages of having 
served 20 years in Rome and < 
being a close personal friend of 
Pope Paul He is a nati\ e of 
Chicago and extremely popular 
with its clergy

Father Hesburgh — only one 
of the five prospects who is not 
already a member of the Epis­
copate — is one of the leading 
Catholic intellectuals in the 
United States and long has 
been considered in line for one 
of the major secs He is well 
known to the Pope, and repre­
sents the Vatican on the inter­
national atomic energy agency. 
Some observers believe that if 
he is passed over for the Chi­
cago post, it may mean that 
the  ̂ Pope is sa\ mg him to be­
come archbishop of I>os Ange­
les when 79-vear-old James

He also has proved 
himself an able administrator 
in the Pittsburgh diocese— 
which will be no small consid­
eration in choosing a men to 
run the vast network of Cath­
olic parishes, schools and hos­
pitals in Chicago There is 
some speculation however, that 
be may ba held in reserve as 
a logical successor to ailing, 70- 
year-old Richard Cardinal Cush­
ing of Boston. Bishop Wright is 
a native of Boston and former­
ly was its auxiliary bishop.

Bishop Halmsing, a protege 
of Joseph Cardinal Ritter of St. 
Louis, is probably the most lib 
eral of ths five prospects He 
has acquired national repute 
during his three years as bish­
op of Kansas City for his vigor­
ous programs of liturgical re­
form and for giving the laity a i 
more responsible rola ia church 
life He also has provided ac
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clesiastical shelter t* the Na-., 
ttonal Catholic Raportar. a 
sprightly weekly 
decided liberal beat.
