That was to surrender and that he
did to Black Bird, the principal Pottawatomie
chief. In the brief conflict 25 regulars, 12 militia,

2 women and 12 children were killed or so des-

perately wounded that they died later, Many
others, Ircluding Captain Heald himself, were
also seriously wounded. Some of the wounded

prisoners were saved by the Indians only to meet
a more terrible fate than captivity, For, as was
the case ot Fort WHllam Henry, the massacre was
followed by an iInfernal orgy of torture in the
Indlan eamp. The most of the prisoners were car-
ried away to Indian villages or to Canada and
were later ransomed,
