WASHINGTON (AP) — 

A historic three-year tax 
cut hailed by President 
Reagan as the path to pro­
sperity now carries the re­
sounding endorsement of 
Congress, putting the na­

tion on the verge of the 
most sweeping economic 
policy change in half a cen­
tury.

Democrats In Disarray
WASHINGTON (AP) — Democratic leaders, in disar­

ray after President Reagan’s stunning two-house tax- 
cut victory, are looking to other issues and the 1982 elec­
tions as they plot a comeback strategy.

Outmanuevered and outvoted for the third straight 
time on Reagan economic plans, the Democrats who 
run the House are counting on the president’s inability 
to mount the same kind of winning coalitions on social 
issues.

Reagan conquered the House with a coalition of 
Republicans, Southern Democrats and even some 
moderate and liberal Democrats usually loyal to party 
leaders.

Rejects Alliance
PARIS (AP) — The leader of the Iranian exile com­

munity in Paris has rejected any alliance with ex- 
President Abolhassan Bani-Sadr, describing him as “ a 
man who sent dozens and dozens of persons before a fir­
ing squad.”

Bani-Sadr was granted political asylum in France 
Wednesday after hiding out for 43 days in Tehran and 
escaping by military plane. But former Prime Minister 
Shahpour Bakhtiar, said he would not try to enlist Bani- 
Sadr in a united front against Ayatollah Ruhollah Kho­
meini’s revolutionary regime.

“ The very question astonishes me,” said Bakhtiar, 
the late Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi’s last prime 
minister. “ How am I supposed to resolve my dif­
ferences with him ? ”

Search For Guerrillas
TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — Police and kibbutz 

members combed the rugged Jerusalem hills today for 
a squad of Palestinian guerrillas who ambushed an 
Israeli bus and wounded four people.

One of the casualties was a pregnant woman shot in 
the stomach.

The ambush Wednesday night followed a dogfight 
between Israeli and Syrian jets over Lebanon. Each 
side claimed a kill, but only the downing of the Syrian 
plane could be confirmed.

. It was the most serious outbreak of violence since 
Israel and the Palestinians agreed to a cease-fire last 

•Friday.

1,000 Die In Earthquake
NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) — Tehran Radio reported to­

day that at least 1,000 people died in the major earth­
quake that leveled parts of seven villages in 
southeastern Iran.

Iran’s official Pars news agency earlier said there 
were 836 confirmed deaths and 854 people injured, with 
the death toll expected to rise as rescue workers con­
tinued to dig through the rubble in Kerman province,

Final House Vote Due 
In Redistricting Plaii

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 
A congressional redistric­
ting plan that some 
legislators think-will in­
c r e a s e  the s t a te ’ s 
Washington delegation to 
include eight Republican 
congressmen gets a final 
House vote today.

The bill, already approv­
ed in a different form by 
the S en ate , won 
preliminary approval 76-67 
Wednesday night after 
hours of stormy debate.

Rep. Tim Von Dohlen, D- 
Goliad, sponsor of the bill, 
predicted the the final con­
gressional district lines 
would be written by a 10- 
member conference com­
mittee.

Up to 36 conservative- 
minded Democrats team­
ed with the 38 Republicans 
in the House to defeat ef­
fo r ts  to im p rov e  
Democrats congressional 
chances.

“ Thirty-six Democrats 
in this House have con­
sistently voted with the 38 
Republicans tonight,”  pro­
tested Rep. John Bryant, 
D-Dallas, at the end of a 
stormy non-stop five hour 
debate Wednesday.

He accused Republican 
Gov. Bill Clements and “ a 
bunch of rich business 
m en, a ll o f them 
Republicans” with staging 
a last minute lobbying ef­
fort.

“ This looks like a 
Clements bill and it smells 
like a Clements bill 
because it stinks,”  said 
Rep. Smith Gilley, D- 
Greenville.

Several amendments to 
im prove D em ocratic 
chances in Congress failed 
by votes as close as 73-71..

The final big fight came 
on a complete substitute 
bill that Rep. , Paul 
Ragsdale, D-Dallas, said 
would result in the Texas 
delegation to Washington 
including 22 Democrats 
and five Republicans — in­
stead of the 19 Democrats 
and eight Republicans he 
said would result from Von 
Dohlen’s plan.

Ragsdale’s amendment 
failed 72-69.

Rep. Doyle Willis, D- 
Fort Worth, reminded the 
House that Democrats 
control the U.S. House by 
less than 30 votes.

“ If we can save one 
Democratic congressman.

it is possible we will be 
electing the next speaker 
of the House,”  he said..

Democratic Majority 
Leader Jim Wright, of 
Fort Worth, is in line for 
the next speakership — if 
Democrats retain the ma­
jority in 1982.

Labor Unrest 
On Rise Again

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — 
Labor unrest is on the rise 
again in Poland with 
workers mounting wildcat 
strikes to protest con­
tinued food shortages, 
higher prices, and the 
government’s plan to cut 
meat rations.

Officials of the indepen­
dent Solidarity union said 
today that transport 
w orkers in Warsaw 
scheduled a three-hour 
warning strike for next 
Wednesday to protest the 
cut in meat rations.

Other strike threats 
have already been an­
nounced by Solidarity 
chapters in Piotrkow 
T ry b u n a lsk i and 
Czestochowa, south of 
here, and in (Jrudziz, near 
B y d g o sz cz , in n o r ­
thwestern Poland.

A spok esm an  for  
S olidarity ’ s Warsaw 
chapter, the largest 
branch of the 10-million- 
member union, said local 
union leaders were 
meeting today to discuss a 
possible warning strike

throughout the Warsaw 
region.

About 2,000 workers at 
Warsaw’s largest textile 
plant struck for three 
hours Wednesday and 
drivers at a Warsaw bus 
depot also walked off the 
job briefly. Solidarity 
members said.

S p o r a d i c  
demonstrations over food 
shortages, proposed price 
hikes of as much as 400 
percent, and the proposed 
cut in meat rations in the 
Communist nation began 
Saturday.

In Lodz, Poland’s textile 
ce n te r . S o lid a r ity  
members reported a third 
straight day of protests 
Wednesday with 10,000 
people marching past the 
mayor’s office behind a 
caravan of 56 horn- 
honking trucks.

After threatening a na­
tional strike. Solidarity 
scored a victory earlier 
this week when the govern­
ment agreed to cut the 
meat ration for only one 
month, August, instead of 
two.

New York, senior tax- 
writer in the House, said 
he expects the final bill to 
go to Reagan for his 
signature sometime next 
week.

He and Sen. Russell B. 
Long, D -La., senior 
Democrat on the Finance 
Committee, agreed that 
the measure should be sent 
to conference immediate­
ly. But there were indica­
tions some senators might 
want to try to avoid a con­
ference with the House by 
substituting some House 
provisions for those in the 
Senate bill.

The major obstacle 
looming for the conference 
is $47 billion worth of 
special tax breaks for the 
oil industry over the next 
10 years. That was the big­
gest deal Reagan made to 
convince Democrats to 
bolt their leaders.

Reagan’s bill would 
reduce total business and 
personal taxes more than 
$753 billion over the next 
five years — the largest 
tax cut in American 
history.

It features a permanent 
25 percent cut in tax rates 
over three years, with rich 
and poor alike getting the 
same percentage reduc­
tion.

The first cuts would take 
effect Oct. 1, averaging 
about $2 a week for a 
typical four-member fami­
ly in the last three months 
of this year. Larger reduc­
tions would follow in 1982 
and 1983. Starting in 1985, 
taxes would be adjusted 
automatically each year to 
offset partially the higher 
taxes caused by inflation.

The House bill has $47 
billion in tax breaks for the 
oil industry, and reducing 
those could alienate some 
of Reagan’s conservative 
supporters.

The Reagan bill was 
favored by Congress over 
a rival Democratic plan 
that would have produced 
an average 15 percent cut 
in tax rates over 21 mon­
ths, with an additional 10 
percent reduction in a

third year contingent on 
the economy performing : 
as well as the Reagan ad- - 
ministration forecasts. 
The Democratic cuts 
would have favored  
families with incomes less ' 
than $50,000 a year.

A typical four-member, ; 
two-earner family with 
$20,000 income w ould ; 
realize a $333 tax cut in 
1984 when Reagan’s bill is - 
fu lly e ffe ctiv e . ThCj- 
Democrats would have- 
provided a $431 cut.

For a $40,000 family, 
Reagan’s bill gives $1,697, 
compared with $1,806 
under the defeated ver­
sion.

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Snow Might Replace Air-Coolers
PRINCETON, N.J. (AP) 

— A major university, a 
large corporation, a top 
engineer and two of 
America’s leading scien­
tists have combined their 
considerable resources to 
dig a hole in the ground 
and fill it with ice.

“ It was just about as 
much fun and as exciting 
as anything I have ever 
done,”  said Theodore 
Taylor.

Those are seemingly odd 
words from a 56-year-old 
theoretical physicist who 
first shook up his peers 
with fission bombs and 
other atomic innovations 
at Los Alamos Scientific 
Laboratory.

But Taylor now calls 
him self a “ nuclear 
dropout” and believes his 
simple “ ice pond,” tested 
at Princeton University, 
eventually may help save 
millions of gallons of oil 
and revolutionize the way 
people cool themselves 
and their products.

Taylor’s idea was to fill 
a nylon-lined pit with ice 
from  a snowm aking 
machine in winter and 
cover it with a plastic 
blanket to shield it from 
the sun. As warm weather 
turns the ice slushy, the 
cold water is pumped 
through pipes from' the 
pond into a building.

As in conventional air- 
conditioning systems, air 
is blown over coils contain­
ing the chilled water. 
Warmed water is returned 
to the pond, where it melts

more ice before being 
recooled by the remaining 
ice.

Scientists hope ice ponds 
will replace the com­
pressors which cool freon 
gas in conventional air- 
conditioning, said Robert 
Socolow , d irector of 
Princeton’s Center for 
Energy and Environmen­
tal Studies. The com­
pressors run on electricity 
— generated by oil.

Donald Kirkpatrick, pro­
ject manager and an 
engineer dropout from the 
space program, said an ice 
pond can cool a building 
for “ 2 percent of the cost of 
running a traditional 
va p or  co m p re ss io n  
chiller.”

Taylor said a snowmak­
ing machine, which costs 
around $7,000, can produce 
about 8,000 tons of “ ice”  in 
a moderate Princeton 
winter. It costs about $35 in

100electricity to make 
tons of ice, enough to cool 
an a v e ra g e  house 
throughout a summer, he 
said.

Last year, Taylor took 
his ice pond theory to 
F reem a n  D yson , a 
physicist with the Institute 
of Advanced Study in 
Princeton who not only ad­
vised him how to make a 
working model but also 
took time off to help dig the 
pit. The test pond kept a 
u n iv e rs ity  s to ra g e  
building crisp throughout 
last summer.

Excavation is about to 
begin on a second ice pond, 
this one made to order for 
a new office building for 
the Prudential Insurance 
Co., which paid for the 
test. The three-story, 
1 3 0 ,0 0 0 -s q u a r e - fo o t  
Prudential Pavilions 
building was designed for 
energy efficiency and to be
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compatible with ice pond 
cooling.

The second pond will be 
20 feet deep, 120 feet wide 
and 160 feet long. Three 
snowmaking machines 
will fill the pond this 
winter with 5,000 tons of 
ice. The mound will be 
shrouded by polyurethane 
foam blankets and should 
be cooling the building 
next summer.

Prudential also is in­
stalling a traditional air- 
conditioning system as a
backup in case all the ice 
melts and the water 
temperature rises too high 
before summer’s end. But 
Kirkpatrick thinks the 
backup will mostly sit idle.

“ The ice pond is ex­
tremely simple, but it 
w o r k s ,”  he sa id . 
“ Everybody wants to do 
something exotic these 
days—get 15 Ph.Ds and 
send them off on some 
boondoggle. But we have 
something very simple 
that has many real 
possibilities.”

‘Socolow said ice ponds 
“ work too well to be 
forgotten.”  He noted that 
the colder the climate 
where the machines are 
operating, the less expen­
sive it would be to produce 
the ice.

Kirkpatrick said he and 
Taylor have been ap­
proached about installing

an ice pond at an upstate 
New York dairy, where 
air-conditioning is used 
year-round to chill milk, 
butter and cheese.

But Taylor said the 
“ most exciting” first ap­
plication could come in the 
freezing of sea water. He 
said freezing sea water by 
p a ss in g  it through  
snowmaking machines 
rids it of impurities. Once 
the brine is washed off the 
ice mass, the water is 
drinkable.

“ In places like New 
York and Boston, you 
could add substantially to 
the drinking water supply 
at very low cost right 
now,”  he said.

Heart Recipient Alive 
1 Week After Surgery

HOUSTON (AP) — It 
has been a week since 
D utch  bus d r iv e r  
Willebrordus Meuffels 
became the third man in 
history to be kept alive 
with an artificial heart, 
and doctors say the human 
donor heart he received 
four days ago still is 
beating strongly.

He was still listed in 
critical condition late 
Wednesday, but Hazel 
Haby of the Texas Heart 
Institute said Meuffels has 
stabilized and received 
two visits from his Wife.

“ The heart is doing real, 
real good and is beating 
very strongly,”  Ms. Haby 
said. “ He continues to res­
pond to verbal requests to 
move an arm or leg and 
shakes his head in the 
negative when asked if he 
is in pain. And his wife 
visited, him again Jor a 
brief time.”

A team of surgeons 
headed by Dr. Denton A. 
Cooley implanted the 
p la s tic  h eart la st 
Thursday after Meuffels’  ̂
heart failed following tri­
ple bypass surgery for 
replacement of diseased 
artery segments.

Cooley said he resorted 
to the procedure because it 
was the only means of 
keeping the patient alive 
until a human heart 
became available.

The plastic heart kept 
Meuffels alive 54 hours 
before the donor heart 
received from a 29-year- 
old Tennessee man took

over at 12:24 a.m. Sunday.
Mrs. Meuffels, who has 

remained in seclusion 
since the Thursday 
surgery, visited the 
special intensive care 
suite the first time 
Wednesday and Ms. Haby 
said “ his eyes opened wide 
and he moved his head 
from side to side.”

She said he has not been 
able to speak since the 
surgery because of a tube 
placed in his throat.

Meanwhile, it was an­
nounced that Dr. Tetsuzo 
Akutsu, the designer of the 
artificial heart received by 
Meuffels, is resigning 
from the Heart Institute to 
return to his native Japan.

Saying the resignation is 
not re la ted  to the 
Thursday implant, Cooley 
said Akutsu’s departure 
will delay further develop­
ment of the artificial heart 
because it may take six 
months to a year to find a 
replacement for him.

Akutsu, 58, said he is 
resigning to become head 
of the department of ar­
tificial organ transplant at 
Japan’s National Car­
diovascular Center in 
Osaka.

“ It will be a real loss to 
us but he will have a very 
outstanding position at one 
of the major universities in 
Japan with unlimited fun­
ding,”  Cooley said. “ It is 
an outstanding opportuni­
ty in his own country.”

HOLYOKE, Mass. (AP) 
— Almost 200 years after 
dams and pollution drove 
the Atlantic salmon from 
the Connecticut River, the 
popular gamefish is mak­
ing an unprecedented com­
eback.

“ It’s kind of an amazing 
story,”  Boyd Kunard of 
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service said. “ We’ve final­
ly gotten to the point where 
we’re seeing some success 
and convincing the skep­
tics it can be done.”

In record numbers, the 
majestic, silvery fish are 
migrating from the North 
Atlantic into the Connec­
ticut River this year, using 
artificial fish ladders to 
hurdle dams that have cut 
them off from their tradi­
tional spawning grounds 
since 1798.

At the Holyoke Dam, the 
first obstacle fish en-

counter on their journey 
from Long Island Sound, 
300 salmon had been cap­
tured by early this month 
for breeding in hatcheries. 
That’s a dramatic jump 
from the 123 taken last 
year.

Despite the double 
threat of acid rain and pro­
bable cuts in government 
funding, officials are op­
timistic about the future of 
the $60 million program.

“ The salmon’s return is 
a sign of how much the 
river has been cleaned up 
— it’s proof that we can br­
ing something native 
back,”  said program coor­
dinator Steve Rideout of 
the Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice in Hadley, Mass.

The* comeback can be 
traced to a 1965 federal 
law, the Anadromous Fish 
Act, which led to a part­
nership among the U.S. 
government, the four 
states touched by New 
England’s longest river 
and the power companies 
that operate the river’s 
dams.

Anadromous refers to 
ocean fish that spawn in 
fresh water.

F ish  la d d ers  and 
elevators at the Connec­
ticut’s three southernmost 
dams — Holyoke and 
T u rn ers F a lls  in 
Massachusetts, Vernon in 
Vermont — have been 
built at a cost of more than 
$26 million, opening 173 
miles of the 410-mile river 
to salmon.

When ladders are built 
by 1990 at the next two Ver­
mont dams, in Bellows 
Falls and Wilder, salmon 
will be able to reach 270 
miles upriver. Sometime 
in the late 1980s, Rideout 
predicts, fishermen should 
be able to cast their lines 
for the salmon.

Before the river’s dams 
went up, 40,000 salmon 
migrated upriver every 
year. Rideout estimates. 
By 1997, officials hope to 
have, 4,000 to 6,000 salmon 
a year migrating upriver 
to spawn and to be able to 
capture 800 of them for 
hatcheries. The offspring 
of hatchery salmon are us­
ed to stock tributaries of 
the Connecticut to create 
natural salmon runs.

But one aim of the 
restoration program — to 
have salmon reproduce 
naturally — could be en­
dangered by acid rain.

Rain laced with high 
amounts of acid  is 
threatening fish life across 
the Northeast and in 
Canada. The cause is still 
under investigation, but 
many naturalists blame 
coal-burning industry in 
the Midwest.

Rideout says some 
tributaries, like the West 
River in Vermont and the 
Salmon River in Connec­
ticut, already have acidity 
levels too high for natural 
reproduction, although 
fish can still live there.

Money is a more im­
mediate problem.

P re s id e n t R eagan  
eliminated the fish act’s 
$3.5 million grant program 
through which the salmon 
project was to have gotten 
$130,000 next year, said 
Rep. Silvio Conte, D-Mass. 
He said most of the money 
has been restored via the 
Fish and Wildlife budget, 
although it’s still uncertain 
how much.

—Wipe out estate taxes 

for all but a relative hand­
ful of Americans.

—A llow  a s p e c ia l 
charitable-contributions 
deduction for those who 
don’t itemize.

—Cut business taxes 
deeply through faster 
write-offs for plant and 
machinery purchases.

—Allow workers, even 
those covered by company 
pension plans, to avoid 
taxes on up to $2,000 a year 
put aside in a retirement 
account.

In Wednesday’s closing 
debate. House Speaker 
Thomas P. O’Neill Jr. said 
Reagan and his supporters 
were content to borrow 
many of those provisions 
from the Democrats’ pro­
posal. “ But there is one 
prominent feature the ad­
ministration refuses to 
adopt — and that is the 
targeting of tax relief to 
m i d d l e - i n c o m e  
A m e r ic a n s ,”  the 
Massachusetts Democrat 
added.

The real issue, said Rep. 
Guy VanderJagt, R-Mich., 
is that without action by 
C on g ress , ta xes  on 
Americans will rise by 22 
percent over the next three 
years because of inflation. 
The Democratic measure 
would continue increasing 
the government’s share, 
he said, but “ by 1984, 
under the president’s bill, 
every American will be 
k eep in g  m ore fo r  
himself.”

Sen. Dale Bumpers, D- 
Ark., said the Reagan bill 
will widen the gulf 
between rich and poor. “ I 
cannot support a bill that 
does so much for so few 
and so little for so many,” 
he declared.

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De La Garza, Other Demos Supported Reagan

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
R,ep. Kika de la Garza, D- 
Texas, was one of the sur­
prises in the victory the 
House gave President 
Reagan on his tax cut bill 
— the second half of his 
economic recovery pro­
gram.

S ev era l T exas
Democrats were expected 
to support the president’s 
program Wednesday, but 
notde la Garza.

Not only is de la Garza a 
committee chairman — 
e x p e cte d  to s ide  
automatically with the 
Democratic leadership on 
such crucial votes — but 
he represents the Rio 
Grande Valley, one of the 
nation’s poorest congres­
sional districts.

The strongest pitch that 
Democratic leaders made 
for their tax bill was that it 
helped the working man 
while the president’s bill 
was aimed at the wealthy. 
De la Garza said he didn’t 
agree.

“ Neither of these tax 
bills have any great 
benefits for the poor. What 
the poor need are better 
education, better jobs, bet­
ter paying jobs, better 
housing,”  de la Garza 
said.

“ And if this vote helps 
generate the economy, 
where it’ll help in those 
areas as the president says 
it will. I’ll be glad to con­
tinue to work with the 
president. I’ll vote with 
him when he’s right and 
vote against him when he’s 
wrong, and that’s the 
beauty of our system.” 

President Reagan call­
ed Rep. Kent Hance 
Wednesday afternoon, 
about 30 minutes after 
final passage, and thanked 
him for his courage in de­
fy in g  the H ouse 
Democratic leadership to 
co-sponsor the administra­
tion’s tax cut bill.

“ I told him I appreciated 
his courage, and his faith, 
and that I enjoyed working 
with him,”  an elated 
Hance said after the House 
gave a 238-195 victory to 
the bill endorsed by

Reagan and sponsored by 
Hance and Rep. Barber 
Conable, R-N.Y., ranking 
Republican on the Ways 
and Means Committee.

Hance, D -Lubbock, 
credited the groundswell 
o f p u b lic  su p p ort, 
generated by the presi­
dent’s nationally televised 
speech Monday night, for 
the victory.

“ Last Thursday, I didn’t 
think we had a chance. But 
I had a feeling Friday it 
was winnable. Monday, it 
looked better, and then 
after the president made 
his speech and the phones 
started ringing, you could 
feel that things were 
changing,” Hance added.

“ The president’s speech 
made the difference. We 
would have lost by five or 
maybe won by two or three 
votes if he hadn’t made the 
speech. By noon today, I 
had 32 firm votes (from 
Democrats). We only 
needed 27 and I felt we 
could win it.”

By the final gun on the 
p r e s id e n t ’ s b ill , 48 
Democrats — including 
eight of Texas’ 19 Demos 
— had jumped on the band- 
w agon , w h ile  the 
Republicans lost only one 
of their block of 191 
members.

On the anti-climatic vote 
on final passage, all but 
four Texans supported the 
tax bill, which won by a 3- 
to-1 margin, 322-107.

Hance wasn’t surprised 
at de la Garza’s vote.

“ I knew we had a shot at 
him, but he wasn’t on my 
list of 32,” said Hance.

Reagan, in his feverish 
pitch toward Democrats it 
considered undecided, had 
de la Garza over at the 
White House Tuesday.

“ Yes, I was over there 
yesterday and visited with 
the president, the vice 
p res id en t and the 
secretary of the treasury, 
but that really had no 
bearing on my vote. It was 
an evolutionary process, 
and I finally made my 
decision late in the debate 
on the floor,”  de la Garza 
added.

“ We had a considerable 
number of telephone calls

and telegrams. That had 
some bearing. We don’t go 
by numbers, but it’s an in­
dication of the attitude in 
the communities. We knew 
the people who called in.”

At the same time last 
week. House Democrats 
were claiming that four of 
the nine Texas Democrats 
who supported Reagan’s 
budget were committed to 
the Ways and Means Com­
mittee tax bill, leaving 
Hance and four other “ boll 
weevils”  to vote for 
Reagan’s plan.

But the thousands of 
calls, telegrams and let­

ters from constituents, 
heeding Reagan’s plea for 
their support on his tax 
bill, had their effect.

Not only did de la Garza 
defect, but the president 
got the votes of Jack 
Hightower, D-Vernon, and 
Ralph Hall, D-Rockwall, 
whom the Democrats had 
regarded as committed to 
them.

“ It was a great victory,” 
Hance said.

The key to winning the 
vote  o f H all and 
Hightower, Hance said.

was his assurance the tax 
relief given to the oil in­
dustry would have a strong 
chance for remaining in­
tact through the House- 
Senate conference com­
mittee. Hance said Sen. 
Robert Dole, R-Kan., 
chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee pro­
mised to battle to keep the 
oil provisions in.

“ They’d been fed the 
rumor that Dole wouldn’t 
be able to keep intact that 
part of the bill because 
Rostenkowski would throw 
it out,”  Hance said.

Hall, Hightower and

White said last week they 
were committed to the bill 
of Ways and Means chair­
man Dan Rostenkowski, 
D-Ill., because he accepted 
their pledges in exchange 
for putting oil tax relief in­
to his legislation.

After constituents began 
calling over the weekend. 
Hall began wavering and 
said he wasn’t absolutely 
committed. Tuesday, after 
the real bombardment of 
calls began, he said he felt 
obligated to the committee 
bill but would like to see 
the president have a 
chance with his program.

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ALAMOGORDO, N.M. 
(AP) — When chemical 
company officials want to 
make sure a new product 
is safe, they often need a 
chimpanzee for the tests. 
They look to the deserts of 
New Mexico.

There, they find the 
Primate Research In­
stitute, a large laboratory 
complex at Holloman Air 
Force Base that is the 
home of the largest cap­
tive colony of chimps in 
the world.

About 175 of Bonzo’s 
cousins reside at the in­
stitute, where they are the 
subjects of experiments 
that give scientists insight 
into how the human body 
works and how it would be 
affected by chemicals and 
other substances.

“ There are arguments 
that results of tests on rats 
and mice can’t be applied 
to humans,”  says institute 
director William C. Hob- 

«son. “ But almost no one 
would argue that the'tests 
we do with chimps are not 
relevant. Chimps are the 
animals you could say are 
man’s brother.”

Jack Weaver, assistant 
to the director, said the 
physiology of chimps is so 
close to that of humans 
that the apes can be 
substituted for people in 
experiments that might be 
dangerous.

The similarities between 
the apes and man have led 
to chimps being used in ex­
periments on saccharin, 
new drugs and chemicals 
such as gasoline additives, 
birth control, hormonal 
problems and other areas 
of human health.

“ Most of our work is 
done for people who are 
trying to get a high 
threshold level set,”  Hob­
son said. “ They have to get 
new compounds approved 
for safety by a regulatory 
agency like the Food and 
Drug Administration. If 
the information comes 
from a primate study, then 
they’ll give a smaller 
margin for error than they 
would for rats and mice.

“ We often end up as the 
final arbitrator between a 
company with a new com­
pound and the regulatory 
agency,”  he said.

For example, some of 
the 60 employees at the in­
stitute have been testing a 
new hormone drug for cat­
tle.

“ There is now a whole 
new generation of drugs to 
be used in cattle so that all 
of the herd will ovulate and 
come into heat on the same 
day and they can all be ar­
tificially inseminated at 
the same time,”  Hobson

said. “ We have been 
checking to see if the drug 
will be passed on to 
humans when they eat the 
meat.”

So far, he said, the tests 
have shown the new drug 
is safe.

Another area of focus at 
the institute is reproduc­
tive biology. Because the 
chimpanzee’s reproduc­
tive system is very similar 
to humans, scientists are 
able to test birth control 
methods on the apes.

Closely linked to the 
reproductive studies is the 
institute’s breeding pro­
gram. Since chimps are an 
endangered species, near­
ly all of the animals pro­
duced for experimental 
purposes have to be bred 
in captivity.

“ We produce half of the 
baby chimps born in this 
country,”  Weaver said.

Fifteen males and about 
50 females are kept in 
cages in a separate section 
of the complex. Their job: 
making babies.

“ They’ve got it pretty 
good,”  Weaver said. “ I’ve 
never heard of them 
needing encouragement.”

The baby chimps are 
kept in a disease-free 
nursery until they are 
about a year old. The 
nursery resembles one for 
children, with diapered 
baby chimps frolicking on 
the floor with balls and 
toys.

“ There’s not that much 
difference between a 
chimp baby and a human 
baby until the human baby 
acquires lan gu age ,”  
Weaver said.

Hobson said the infant 
chimps provide resear­
chers with a means to 
study infant sexuality and 
endocrinology.

“ You couldn’ t draw 
blood from an infant 
human every day for a 
test,”  he said. “ It wouldn’t 
hurt them, but you 
couldn’t do it for ethical 
reasons. You can with a 
chimp.”

The baby chimps are 
born at the institute at a 
rate of 30 to 40 per year. 
After they reach a certain 
age, some are sent to other 
research facilities for ex­
periments and others are 
kept at the institute for 
research there.

The chimp colony was 
begun in the 1950s by the 
Air Force for tests on 
primate behavior and to 
train chimps for space 
travel. Ham and Enos, two 
chimps who preceded man 
into space, were trained at 
tile institute.

The Air Force maintain­
ed the facility until 1971, 
when it decided to get out 
of the monkey business 
and turn the lease over to 
the Albany, N.Y., Medical 
College. The New York 
school ended its long­
distance administration of 
the facility last September 
when New Mexico State 
University at Las Cruces 
took over.

The medical college 
researchers also started a 
colony of Rhesus monkeys 
at the institute which to­
day has grown to 400 
monkeys.

A lthough  R hesus 
monkeys have been harder 
to acquire since their 
native India has stopped 
exporting them. Weaver 
said they still are being us­
ed in experiments that 
could result in death. He 
said the chimps are not 
because they are an en­
dangered species.

Weaver said the Rhesus 
monkeys also^re harder 
to handle than the chimps, 
which tend to identify with 
certain handlers and be 
gentler.

Weaver said the chimps 
at the institute are ex­
pected to live longer than 
their wild relatives, too.

“ They live 35 to 40 years 
in the wild,”  he said. “ We

estimate they’ll live about 
50 years in our facility. 
Nobody’s had a colony in 
captivity long enough to 
know.”

Hobson and Weaver said 
treatment of the apes is 
aimed at making sure they 
live as long as possible.

“ We don’t want them 
mad at us and we don’t 
want them damaged,”  
Hobson said. “ We have a 
very special job in being 
keepers of animals so 
close to men.”

And less 
than a hundred were op­
posed to the president. I 
had over 1,000 calls from 
Tyler alone, which is pro­
bably a result of the presi­
dent targeting Tyler.”

The president called a 
Tyler radio station, in 
Hall’s district, on Tuesday 
and gave a newsman a 15- 
minute interview.

Before the vote on 
Hance-Conable, the House 
defeated by a 144-288 vote 
an amendment by Morris 
Udall, D-Ariz., that would 
have stripped all the oil 
tax relief and several 
other “ sweeteners”  that 
had been added in a bid­
ding war for votes.

During the early floor 
debate, Barney Frank, D- 
Mass., argued in behalf of 
deleting aid for the oil in­
dustry.

“ I don’t mind the eyes of 
Texas being upon me. I 
mind the hands of Texas 
being in my pockets,”  
Frank said.

A ll f iv e  T exas 
Republicans voted for the 
H a n ce-C on a b le  b ill. 
Besides Hance, Hall, de la 
Garza and Hightower, 
other Democrats voting 
for it were Sam Hall, D- 
Marshall; Phil Gramm, D- 
College Station; Marvin

Leath, D-Marlin; and 
Charlie Stenholm, D- 
Stamford.

Hightower and Richard 
White, D-El Paso, made 
their way to Rostenkowski 
in the final minute of the 
vote to see if he’d release 
them from their pledges to 
support his bill.

“ Rostenkowski said if he 
released anyone he’d have 
to releave everybody, and 
he didn’t want to do that. 
He said we’d have to let 
our conscience be our 
guide,”  Hightower said.

White then recorded his 
vote with the Democrats 
and Hightower his for the 
president.

“ With me, it was a mat­
ter of that you’ve got to be 
believed by people. If you 
give your word...”  White 
said. “ My district was for 
the president’s bill by a 
v e ry  ov erw h e lm in g  
margin, but the two bills 
were very much alike and 
I could live with either 
one.”

White added, “ I don’t 
regret what I did. They put 
things in their bill that 
wouldn’t have been in 
otherwise, and it forced 
the administration to come 
back even higher.”

Hightower said Dick 
Gephardt, D-Mo., one of 
R o s te n k o w sk i’ s key 
lieutenants on the bill, had 
already released him from 
his commitment before he 
a p p r o a c h e d  
Rostenkowski.

“ I don’t have any malice 
toward them,” Gephardt 
said after the vote, in 
reference to the defections 
by Hightower and Ralph 
Hall. “ We had talked 
about it earlier in the day. 
I have no doubt that if it 
had been close, they would 
have voted with us.”

The 20-year-old bride 
was in pink with a tricorne 
hat trimmed with a pink 
ostrich feather, while her 
32-year-old husband wore 
a gray suit. They looked 
relaxed and happy as they 
waved to the crowd and 
smiled, then were driven 
in a Rolls Royce limousine 
from  the station to 
Broadlands.

The rural peace of 
Broadlands contrasted 
sharply with the joyous 
crowds, deafening cheers, 
seas of waving red-white- 
and-blue Union Jacks and 
glittering pomp that sur­
rounded the couple in Lon­
don Wednesday.

An estimated million 
persons lined the 2-mile 
route of the wedding pro­
cession from Buckingham 
Palace to St. Paul’s 
Cathedral, where 3,000 
guests watched the couple

take their marriage vows.
Yet London police  

reported only 10 arrests, 
on charges ranging from 
theft to drug possession, 
during the whole day.

preoccupation with more 
glamourous sports has 
overshadowed the simple 
pleasures - and the 
physical benefits - which 
can be derived from walk­
ing.

MATAMOROS, Mexico 
(AP) — Pistol-packing 
Americans crossing the 
Rio Grande to visit this 
border city may wind up in 
a Mexican jail if they run 
afoul of armed soldiers 
conducting random sear­
ch es fo r  co n c e a le d  
weapons, a police official 
says.

Col. Antonio Sangri 
Namur said Wednesday 
that the commanding 
general of the local Mex­
ican army garrison has 
told his charges to start 
ch e ck in g  bars and

restaurants catering to 
American tourists.

“ It used to be that in the 
nicer places we didn’t 
have any problem. But in 
places like the Drive Inn, 
we have information that 
up to 50 percent of the peo­
ple in there are concealing 
weapons,” said Sangri, se­
cond in command of the 
local police garrison.

The army, which en­
forces Mexico’s strict gun 
laws, in the past looked the 
other way at popular 
tourist establishments. 
But Sangri said local

criminals started showing 
up at the nightspots with 
handguns, knowing they 
were safe from searches.

Sangri held a news con­
ference with American 
reporters at the United 
States consulate to warn 
tourists crossing from 
B ro w n sv ille , T ex a s , 
against toting pistols or 
resisting a search.

“ They (tourists) will be 
handled with respect,”  
Sangri said of Americans 
encountering spot checks. 
“ All the soldiers will be 
uniformed and under the

GREENVILLE, ^Texas 
(AP) — Donald^ 
Laisure is a marrying 
man. By his own count he 
has repeated the vows 35 
times and profited from 
the experience.

“ I got (wealthy) by us­
ing my head. I looked for 
them (rich women) just 
like girls looking for rich 
oilmen,”  said Laisure.

But he insists his first 35 
marriages didn’t mean a 
thing — it’s bride No. 36 
who has stolen his heart.

Susan Denise Atkins, the 
former Charles Manson 
“ family” member con­
victed of murdering ac­
tress Sharon Tate in 1969, 
has announced she will 
marry Laisure next month 
in the prison chapel at the 
California Insitute for 
Women in Frontera, Calif.

“ I ’ ve never loved 
anyone else but Susan. I 
swear to God,”  said 
Laisure, 52, a balding, 
portly man described as a 
“ character” by some of 
the other citizens of this ci­
ty 80 miles northeast of 
Dallas.

Laisure drives a brown 
Fleetwood Cadillac with 
the words “ Filthy Rich” 
emblazoned across the 
back in stick-on letters. 
The car, like his apart­
ment, is adorned with 
snapshots of women - 
photos he says will come 
down when he weds Miss 
Atkins.

He claims to be a 
billionaire and says he 
doesn’t have to work 
because he has “ enough 
money to last until I’m 500 
years old.”

Laisure says he has wed

35^Times and officials at 
the Hunt County clerk’s of­
fice'say they don’t doubt it. 
County records show 
Laisure has filed for three 
divorces in the last year, 
and has signed two mar­
riage licenses (in addition 
to the license to marry 
Miss Atkins) since March.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 
An insurance industry 
spokesman says it is safer 
to jog or walk alone as far 
as automobile accidents 
are concerned.

“ A runner or walker in­
creases the chances for in­
jury when exercising with 
companions,” said Jerry 
Johns, president of 
Southwestern Insurance 
Information Service, Inc. 
“ Always run or walk 
single Hie when on public 
roads.”

Johns also said in a 
statement, “ Running or 
walking on public roads in­
creases the chances of ac­
cidents when people run in 
the same direction traffic 
is moving. In most in­
stances people should run 
or walk against the flow of 
traffic so they will be bet­
ter able to anticipate and 
react to the movement of 
cars in the lane closest to 
them.”

Houston coordinator Joe 
Perry, a two-year veteran 
of the volunteer security 
group which began patroll­
ing New York subways 
eight years ago, said 
Wednesday he was pleased 
by the turnout — but city 
officials felt otherwise.

“ The Guardian Angels 
are just not needed here,” 
said Henry de La Garza, 
press secretary  for 
Houston mayor Jim Mc- 
Conn, as the applicants 
signed forms on the steps 
of City Hall. *

He said Mctponn’s^ t̂and 
against the Angels was not 
changed by the presenta­
tion group founder Curtis 
Sliwa made to the City 
Council Wednesday morn­
ing.

“ We are for people in 
Houston getting involved 
by reporting crimes and 
serving as witnesses, not 
by making arrests,”  de La 
Garza said.

He said the mayor 
doubted the Angels’ seven- 
week instruction program 
was sufficient to teach 
trainees martial arts 
techniques and the ins and 
outs of the law.

Wednesday was the first 
day of a w eek-long 
recruiting effort by the 
Angels, and Perry said the 
300 first-day applicants 
were more than he had 
predicted would be signed 
up during the drive.

Perry said he hoped to 
begin that training pro­
gram next week, though 
the group has yet to find a 
headquarters. He said his 
qualifications include a 
brown belt in “ tae kwon 
doe” karate and a black 
sash in kungfu.

The mayor is not alone 
in hoping that training 
never starts, de La Garza 
said. V, -

" “ We have received a a 
great deal of response 
every time Sliwa comes in 
and tries to register peo­
ple,”  de La Garza said. 
“ That response has been 
overwhelmingly against 
Sliwa and the Guardian 
Angels. The calls that 
we’re getting are asking us 
to please get rid of them.”

But newly-recruited 
“ Angels”  c^sagreed.

“ How can you turn down 
an offer of help?”  Ruben 
Barrera asked as he filled 
out an application form.

“ Houston really needs it, 
the way they’re killing ' 
now,”  said Lynville Col­
ston, an 18-year-old high 
school student. “ The 
police, seems like they 
ain’t doing nothing.”

Because 
he was hospitalized, he 
was not charged im­
mediately in the shootings.

“ I saw him holding the 
gun at his side,”  said 
Maureen Fischer, who was 
working as a temporary

employee at Crescent 
Plastics Inc. when the gun­
man walked in Wednesday 
afternoon. “ But the man 
across the aisle smiled at 
him and said ‘Hi,’ so I 
didn’ t think anything 
about it.”

The gunman went into 
the back of the plant “ and 
then I heard gunfire and I 
got under the desk,”  she 
said.

McReynolds killed Cres­
cent Vice President Ber­
nard Peak Jr., 43, and shop 
foreman Glenn Stahl, 53, 
with a double-barreled 
shotgun and then “ cut 
loose and started firing at 
anybody,”  said police Lt.

Man Finds New 
Way To Keep
Cool In Summer

DICKINSON, N.D. (AP) 
— If one radiator can cool 
a car engine, why can’t 
several cool a house? Well, 
they can, says retired 
farmer George Heiser.

Heiser strung three $5 
radiators together and 
hooked them up to a 
garden hose from his 85- 
foot well. He then built a 
box on top of the 
homemade cooler and in­
stalled an old attic fan at 

, the end.
Prairie air as hot a*s 105 

degrees is sucked in from 
the outside and enters the 
house cooled to 53 degrees, 
Heiser said. His total in­
vestment was $40.

“ I’ll put it up against 
any air-ebriditioner,”  said 
Heiser. “ Wfe haven’t used 
the air-conditioner once 
this summer.”

There’s also been a sur­
prise benefit to the novel 
cooler. The used, slightly 
warmed water is recycled 
to irrigate vegetables and 
shrubs.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The National Safety Coun­
cil is reminding farmers 
that even barnyard 
manure can be dangerous.

You can slip on it and 
fall, for one thing. Perhaps 
most serious is manure’s 
ability to produce deadly 
gases, which can be fatal 
when inhaled in close sur­
roundings such as a 
disposal pit.

“ It is also responsible 
for the death of many caL 
tie and hogs confined in 
buildings lacking suffi­
cient ventilation, expecial- 
ly while the manure is be­
ing agitated or pumped 
out,”  says the council.

The warning is part of 
the council’s effort to pro­
mote National Farm Safe­
ty Week, which runs 
through this week. It is the 
38th co n se c u tiv e  
observance and tradi­
tionally is proclaimed by 
the president.
According to the council’s 
estimates, in 1979 about 
4,200 farm and ranch 
residents died and 380,000 
were disabled in farm, 
home, public and highway 
accidents.

A g r ic u l tu ra l  work 
claimed 1,900 lives and 
resulted in 190,000 disabl­
ing injuries.

“ The total cost of ac­
cidents to farm and ranch 
people  e x c e e d e d  $5 
billion,”  the council said.

One of the highlights in 
this year’s safety cam­

paign is the use of gasohol 
on the farm — the mixture 
of 10 percent alcohol and 90 
percent gasoline.

“ It is more flammable 
and vaporizes faster than 
pure gasoline (at higher 
temperatures),” the coun­
cil said.

Gasohol also can, in 
combination with water, 
lead to corrosion of a fuel 
tank,  resu l t ing  in 
dangerous leaks.

In general, the council 
offers this advice concern­
ing the use of gasohol on 
the farm:

—Gasohol can be used 
safely if recommended 
procedures are followed. 
There is an increased 
potential for fire or explo­

sion. The safety rules for 
gasoline become even 
more important for 
gasohol.

—Alcohol, gasoline or 
gasohol blended with 
diesel fuel introduces 
hazards of an unaccep­
table nature. They should 
not be used.

—Modifications for in­
creased power, the in­
creased volatility of 
gaso l ine ,  engine
enclosures and some front- 
mounted equipment con­
tribute to increased fuel 
vaporization. This may 
result in a build-up of 
pressure in the fuel tank 
and a release of volatile 
vapor and fuel when the 
cap is removed.

Slain Priest To 
Be Returned

EDMOND, Okla. (AP) 
— The body of an Okarche 
priest slain in Guatemala 
was to be returned today to 
his hometown some 30 
miles  northwest  of 
Oklahoma City, even 
though the Indians of his 
mission want him to be 
buried in their Central 
American country, a close 
friend says.

The Rev. Stanley Rother 
“ was very much loved. 
After receiving word of his 
death, his parishioners 
went to a nearby mission 
and called his family, beg­
ging for his body to be 
buried in Guatemala,” the 
Rev. Martin Levin, pastor 
of St. John’s Catholic 
Church in Edmond, said 
Wednesday.

Levin said the body is in 
the process of being ship­
ped back from Santiago de 
Atitlan to Okarche for 
burial, in accordance with 
Rother’s will.

Rother had been slain 
about 1 a.m. CDT Tuesday 
in the Guatemalan city. He 
allegedly had witnessed 
the abduction of a 
parishioner on Jan. 3 from 
the front porch of his rec­
tory.

Two American officials 
traveled to the remote 
village Wednesday to con­
firm his death. State 
Department spokeswoman 
Cindy Fox said.

Rother had been shot 
twice, the officials said, 
but a full report from the 
embassy is riot expected 
until later today.

Levin had worked with 
Rother in Guatemala the

past six summers. He call­
ed Rother’s death a shock, 
but said it was expected.

“ We knew it could hap­
pen. He had gone to 
Guatem ala  City on 
business in January and 
had received a message 
from a reliable govern­
ment source that he was 
marked for death,” said 
Leven, who became ac­
quainted with Rother when 
both were students at 
Assumption Seminary in 
San Antonio, Texas.

“ He caught a flight 
home and arrived here in 
shirt sleeves, stayed a cou­
ple of months and then 
went back,”  Leven said. 
R other  returned  to 
Oklahoma in May to at­
tend the ordination of his 
cousin, Don Wolfe.

“ He reported things had 
cooled down,” Leven said. 
“ He said he had to go 
back, his people needed 
him during this critical 
time.”

Acne not limited to teens
By Lawrence Lamb, M.D.

DEAR DR LAMB -  I am 
31 years old and have been 
having more trouble with 
blemishes the last couple of 
years than when I was a 
teen-ager. A dermatologist I 
consulted for a year gave 
me pills and some cream for 
my face. After I went off the 
pills it started all over 
again. I can’t afford to keep 
seeing a specialist and I 
don’t want to be on pills all 
the time.

I break out with big red 
bumps on both sides of my 
face and I also have a lot of 
blackheads. I wash my face 
twice a day and wash my 
hair every other day. Is it 
possible to have dry and oily 
skin at the same time? My 
forehead and just below my 
eyes is real flaky.

DEAR READER -  You 
don’t have to be a teen-ager 
to have acne; that is just 
when it usually begins. I do 
think that anyone who has 
persistent acne problems 
should see a doctor. In 
i^evere cases, treatment can 
prevent scarring and perma­
nent blemishes.

There are three main 
aspects of treatment — 
drying up oily skin, promot­
ing peeling to open pores to 
promote drainage and use of 
antibiotics to prevent bacte­
rial action that leads to the 
red inflamed pustules.

You can’t wash away 
blackheads. They are below 
the surface of the skin and 
are not dirt, but oily plugs of 
sebum formed by your skin 
glands. Soaking with warm 
water and gentle rubbing 
with a warm wet wash cloth 
helps.

To give you more details 
about the management of 
acne I am sending you The 
Health Letter number 8-2, 
Acne Can Be Treated. Oth­

As it 
explains, you should avoid 
oily or greasy preparations 
for your face as these all 
make matters worse.

Vitamin A acid (not vita­
min A pills) is a good peeling 
agent for the skin (tretinoin, 
Retin-A). I prefer the gel 
product as opposed to the 
cream to avoid oily prob­
lems. It is a prescription 
item that your family doctor 
can provide. However, you 
should know that peeling 
agents and antibiotics used 
in acne treatment increase 
your sensitivity to the sun. 
You can use a liquid sun 
screen containing PABA in 
the mornings to help you. 
Don’t use a cream if you 
have acne problems.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  I am 
a 12-year-old girl and I read 
a letter to you about how 
much milk you need. My 
mother always says the 
same thing you said, that 
you need three glasses of 
milk a day. When I was 
younger I was fussy about 
everything. Now my only 
problem is milk. I hate it! 
My mother makes fresh 
yogurt every day. Would it 
be OK if I had four cups of 
yogurt every day instead of 
milk? She says I need the 
calcium for growth. Is it too 
late for me to benefit from it 
and have a healthy life?

DEAR READER -  No, it 
is seldom too late to get 
some benefits from  
improved health habits. Yes, 
you can use the yogurt as a 
substitute for milk. The 
important point is to get 
enough good quality protein 
and enough calcium in your 
diet. The calcium supports 
your bone growth and at 
your age you are probably 
still growing. You will get 
about the same amount of 
calcium from your yogurt as 
you would from milk. .

Witness Says He 
Was Told O f Plot

HOUSTON (AP) — A 
former bail bondsman has 
testified he might have 
saved three lives if he had 
gone to police in 1976 after 
Markham Duff-Smith told 
him he was responsible for 
his adoptive mother’s 1975 
“ suicide.”

Duff-Smith is accused of 
a r ra n g in g  the 1975 
strangulation death of his 
adoptive mother, Gertrude 
Zabolio. He also is accused 
of contracting the 1979 
shooting deaths of his 
sister, Diana Wanstrath, 
her husband and their 
baby.

In the fourth day of 
testimony in Duff-Smith’s 
capital murder trial, 
Donald Wayne Chaline, 34, 
Wednesday told jurors he 
was afraid to tell what he 
knew until he read about 
the Wanstrath deaths in 
1979.

“ I felt some guilt,”  
Chaline said. “ If I’d said 
something sooner, all of 
this might not have hap­
pened.”

Chaline said he sold in­
surance with Duff-Smith in 
1975. The two met for 
drinks one afternoon, 
Chaline testified, and Duff- 
Smith “ made a very har­
sh, brutal statement”  as 
he complained about his 
financial problems.

“ He said, ‘I should have 
my mother killed.’ He said 
it was going to be his 
money someday anyhow,” 
Chaline said.

After Duff-Smith quit 
the insurance agency, 
Chaline said, he did not see 
him again until 1976, when 
the two men passed each 
other driving along a 
southwest Houston street 
and pulled over to talk.

Duff-Smith told him “ he 
had gotten someone to kill

his mother,”  Chaline 
testified. “ He laughed 
about that police thought it 
was suicide. He thought 
that was kind of clever.” 

Asked why he did not go 
to police then, Chaline 
said, “ I thought maybe I 
was implicated because of 
prior knowledge. It was 
just difficult for me to tell 
someone about it.”

Chaline said after he 
read about the Wanstrath 
shootings, he anonymous­
ly contacted a newspaper 
reporter because, he said, 
“ that way, police would in­
vestigate and I wouldn’t 
have to get involved. ” 

Wednesday’s session 
ended mid-way through 
prosecutors’ questioning 
of Chaline. In the hallway, 
defense attorneys Victor 
Blaine and Candelario 
Elizondo said they planned 
to cast doubt on Chaline’s 
honesty when they got a 
chance to cross-examine 
him Thursday.

Negotiators 
Going Back 
In Session
NEW YORK (AP) — 
Baseball’s negotiators 
were scheduled to return 
to the bargaihing table to­
day after a seventh-inning 
stretch of sorts that con­
sumed most of the seventh 
week of the strike by ma­
jor league players.

Marvin Miller, director 
of the Major League 
Players Association,  
returned from Los Angeles 
Wednesday night after 
briefing some 75 players 
on the status of the 
negotiations. Ray Grebey 
and the owners’ Player 
Relations Committee 
already were here where 
the 26 club owners also 
met Wednesday, first 
separately, then jointly for 
about two hours.

Meanwhile, the U.S. 
Conference of Mayors got 
into the act where the 
federal givernment has 
thus far struck out. The 
mayors seqt a telegram to 
Baseball Commissioner 
Bowie Kuhn urging the 
parties to settle the strike.

“ As of July 27, the cities 
have lost a minimum of $10 
million in tax revenues,”  
said the telegram, which 
was signed by Helen 
Boosalis, mayor of Lin­
coln, Neb., and president 
of the C)onference of 
Mayors. “ The loss to the 
cities’ economies is in the 
hundreds of millions.”

“ This strike must be set­
tled and we will do our part 
to move the negotiations 
forward,”  added Mayor 
Maynard Jackson of 
Atlanta.

Today marks the end of 
the walkout^s seventh 
week — the 49th day — and 
the first bargaining ses­
sion since the talks col­
lapsed last Thursday in 
Washington, D.C., where 
they were moved at the re­
quest of U.S. Labor 
Secretary Raymond J. 
Donovan.

While there appeared to 
be no reason to expect a 
settlement in the im­
mediate future, both sides 
kept insisting that they 
wanted to reach an agree­
ment. The strike has wiped 
out approximately 25 per 
cent of the season, which 
has barely two more mon­
ths to run.

“ No votes were taken, 
but the overwhelming con­
sensus was that the clubs 
want to bring the strike to 
a rapid conclusion and 
reopen the season,”  said 
Ed Fitzgerald of the 
Milwaukee Brewers,  
chairman of the board of 
the PRC. “ We hope to 
achieve that end through 
the process of collective 
bargaining.”
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Brooklyn on Wednesday 
indicted one former 
Boston College player, 
Richard Kuhn, although 
informant Henry Hill has 
said three players were in­
volved. Walton refused to 
comment when asked 
whether Jim Sweeney and 
Ernie Cobb, the other 
players implicated by Hill, 
were being investigated.

Burke has been reported 
as the mastermind of a 
1978 robbery at the Luf­
thansa cargo terminal at 
Kennedy International 
Airport, which netted $5.8 
million in jewels and cur­
rency. However, he has 
never been charged.

All five defendants 
pleaded innocent. Burke 
and Mazzei already were 
in custody, Burke for a 
probation violation and 
Mazzei for narcotics traf­
ficking, Walton said. The 
o thers  s u rr e n d e re d  
Wednesday and were 
released on $50,000 bail 
each. Trial was set for 
Sept. 23.

The defendants were 
charged with racketeer­
ing, sports bribery and in­
terstate transport in aid of 
racketeering.

They allegedly tried to 
fix six Boston College 
basketball  games — 
against Providence, Har­
vard, UCLA, Fordham, 
St.John’s and Holy Cross.

The indictment said 
Kuhn, a 6-foot-5 reserve 
forward from the Pitt­
sburgh area, was paid up 
to $2,000 a game for shav­
ing points so that Boston 
College would win by less 
than the point spread when 
favored and lose by more 
than the point spread when 
underdogs. That way, any 
bet on a Boston College op­
ponent would win.
