The Colorado City Council, 
meeting in special session Tues­
day night, set the 1989 tax rate, 
heard ^a report about major 
problems concerning the water 
distribution system and heard 
criticism aimed at both the coun­
cil and city administration con­
cerning enforcement o f baffic 
regulations.

The new tax rate o f 52.91 cents 
per $1(X) valuation was approved 
on a 4-3 vote with council mem­
bers Rex Thackerson, Brian Bas- 
sham and Gary Redwine oppos­
ing the increase from last year’s 
rate o f 45.93 cents. Voting in 
favor were Bob Reily, Dee Hearn, 
Eric White and Mayor Jim Baum.,

Because o f decreased valua­
tions, the effective amount (the 
amount needed to bring in the 
same amount o f tax dollars) was 
51.50 cents. The 52.91-cent 
figure is three percent more than 
the effective rate and will bring in 
an additional $10,0(X). City 
Manager Brenda Hammond said.

The three who voted againsw

the 52.92-cent rate questioned the 
three percent increase over the e f­
fective rate because o f the 
hardship it might cause on tax­
payers on fixed incomes.

Baum pointed out that the new 
rate is still less than the 61-cent 
rate from two years ago and noted 
that revenues, as well as tax 
values, are going down.

A  heated discussion erupted 
between Thackerson and Police 
Chief Bobby Sparks concerning 
the relatively new ordinance 
prohibiting the parking o f trucks 
on city streets for more than two 
hours at a time.

Apparently, the ordinance was 
mentioned at Uie Aug. 12 meet­
ing, but no action was taken on 
part o f the council since the or­
dinance was already on the 
books.

Sparks said the following day 
he sent a police officer to warn 
buckers about the new ordinance 
but that no citations were issued. 
However, Thackerson questioned 
the method in which the buck

drivers were notified, adding that 
he understood that the buck 
drivers were ’’led to believe that 
the council had taken action on 
the ordinance on Aug. 12."

Thackerson called the'method 
o f enforcing the ordinance as "in­
timidation" and said it "represents 
a situation that’s being going on a 
long bme" in the way citizens are 
treated by city employees.

Sparks said be knew the or- 
dinance was "on the books and I 
knew we were not enforcing it."

"It became obvious to me that 
we had a city ordinance and as­
sumed we weren’t doing our job," 
said Sparks. "I called one officer 
in, made ^ 5  copies o f the or­
dinance and sem Um out to locate 
everyone we could find with a 
truck in town."

"W e had no intentions o f giv­
ing citations at this point," said 
Sparks, and "I don’t think we 
treated anyone like dirt."

School district adopts tax rate, new budget

The Colorado City school 
board approved a budget for new 
ichool year and adopted the tax 
rate for 1989 during a special 
meeting Monday nig^t ^

The 1989 tax rate is 99 cents 
per KXT valuation, the same as 
last year, and the budget totals 
$6 ,5 1 8 ,5 1 8 , com p ared  to 
$6,146^82 last year.

Business manager Geneva 
Findley said the new budget calls 
for $6,219,948 in snUcipsted

revenues. The balance o f the 
mdney w ill come from a car­
ryover o f $159,569 and $139.(XX) 
from the asbestos fund. The lar­
gest expense in this year’s budget 
is salaries which total $4,170,724, 
64.84 percent o f  the budget. The 
budget reflects a per-pupil cost o f 
$4,603.

Mainly because o f a drop in 
average daily attendiuice (A D A ), 
the school distria will receive 
some $ ^ .0 0 0  less in , state

revenues, said Findley. Last 
year’s state funding was based on 
an ADA o f 1,349 students while 
this'year, the funding was based 
on an ADA of 1,204 s^dents, 
145 less than last year. .

In other business, the board ap­
proved a mimber o f personnel 
changes including the resignation 
o f high schod special education 
teacher Rogene Hicks who has 
been hired by the West Cenbsl 
Texas educstional Cooperative as

diagnostician for the Coloratk) 
ISD. The board hired Mrs. Thel­
ma Blake to replace Hicks.
