Funeral services were held from 
the First Christian Church Saturday 
morning, March 23, at 10:30, for 
Mrs. Sophronia Gamer, 84, wife of 
the late H. T. Gamer. Rev. R. C. 
Brown, pastor, officiated, assisted 
by Rev. J. E. Harrell, pastor of the 
First Methodist Church. Special 
music, a solo, “Lead Kindly Light,” 
was sung by Faust Collier and Mrs. 
Pauline Jimison played “Footsteps 
of Jesus”  and “I Need Thee Every 
Hour.” The choir sang “Nearer My 
God to Thee.”

Interment followed in Spur ceme­
tery, directed by Campbell Under­
takers. Pallbearers were Roy Sto­
vall, Bill Putman, H. W. Wolfskill, 
M. L. Rickels, Johnny Koonsman 
and Ed Brown. Flowerbearers were 
Mrs. Mattie Lisenby, Mrs. R. C. 
Brown, Mrs. Nellie Davis and Mrs. 
H. W. Wolfskill. The grave was 
placed by that of her late husband.}

Mrs. Garner was 84 years, 5 
months and 14 days of age, had 
been confined to her bed since 
March 5. The end came Thursday at 
2 o’clock at her home just north 
of the city. All of her children were 
at the bedside.

Born Sophronia Elizabeth Keith, 
near Weatherford, Parker County, 
Texas, October 7, 1855, Mrs. Garner 
w'as a native Texan, but because of 
Indian depredations her parents 
gave up their grant of land and re­
turned to Shemvood, Tenn. where 
she grew to young womanhood. Her 
parents died early in life, her father 
dying while in service during the 
Civil War.

August 15, 1872, at the age of 15, 
she was married to H. T. Garner 
and to this union nine children were 
bom. Two died in infancy. In 1880, 
with three small children, Mr. and 
Mrs. Gamer jcame to Texas, first 
settling in Jack County,

Forty-nine years ago, last Oct. 25, 
the Garner family moved to Dickens 
county and settled on Cottonwood 
Creek at the John’s windmill. East' 
Afton. Here they experienced all | 

j the hardships known to pioneers,! 
but uncomplainingly, and their; 
home was always open to strangers | 
as well as friends. Mrs. Garner de- ; 
voted herself to her neighbors, help- ' 
ing them in time of need and caring ; 
for them in time of illness, never

failing to respond when called. And 
Mr. Gamer, who was a carpentel* by 
trade, built most of the coffins for 
early settlers of the county who 
passed away.

In 1894, in order to educate their 
children' Mr. and Mrs. Gamer 
moved to Dickens City, where they 
made their home until 1910. Mr. 
Garner for a number of terms serv­
ed the county as treasurer.

Moving to Spur in 1910, the 
family established a farm home 
north of town where they lived un­
til a few years back when Mr. 
Gamer retired from active farming. 
They then moved to the present 
suburban home just north of the 
city.

Mrs. Gamer was an active Christ­
ian worker. Early in life she united 
with the Presbyterian Church but 
since there was no church of this 
denomination in the early days of 
the county she joined her husband 
uniting with the Christian Church, 
and they became charter members 
upon the establishment of the First 
Christian Church of Spur,

Surviving are six children, Mrs. 
Betty Hyatt, Will Garner, Mrs. 
Maud Morrison, Mrs. Pearl Jones, 
Miss Ella Garner, all of Dickens 
County, and Mrs. Gay Collett of 
Lubbock; 28 grandchildren; 14 great 
grandchildren, and two great great­
grandchildren. Another daughter, 
Mrs. Myrtle McKnight, who lived 
here for a number of years, pre­
ceded her mother in death.

*‘I have a good stand of radishes, 
lettuce, and mustard growing in my 
frame garden, which was planted 
the second week in March,” said 
Mary Nell Smith, Garden Coopera­
tor in Uie Patton Springs 4-H Club, 
to the Home Agent at a club meet­
ing Wednesday.

“ My fr'»me garden is small so 
that I can take care of it myself— 
about 4 ft. by 12 ft.—and it is cover­
ed with unbleached muslin and hail 
screen.

These frame gardens have gained 
in popul.u'ity over the county for 
small g.irden plots for growing table 
veget:rble.s early in the season— 
vegetables that otherwise might be 
covered with sand or blown off by 
the wind. The protection offered by 
these small frames keeps the ground 
moist and assures greater production 
per foot tlian gardens planted in the 
open.
