WASHINGTON (AP) — 
U.S. Navy warships have in­
tercepted five Russian ves­
sels outbound from Cuba. 
Missiles and missile equip­
ment have been seen on the 
decks of at least three of 
them, the Defense Depart­
ment announced today 

Assistant Secretary of De­
fense Arthur Sylvester said four 
of the ships were intercepted this 
morning The fifth was contacted 
Thursday .No missile components 
were reported aboard it.

Sylvester said the US. Navy 
craft pulled close alongside the 
Russian ships Dvinogor^, Volgo- 
les. and Lavinsk. and that the 
Russian crewmen pulled back 
heavy canvas covering what ap­
p e a r^  to be missiles in skin tight 
ca.sings designed to protect them 
from the sea and weather 

Photographs were taken and 
are being returned here for an^lx 
SIS by experts «ho first detected 
the missiles and their bases in 
Cuba from examination of recon­
naissance photographs taken by 
U S. aircraft

FINAL ANALY.SIS 
"The responsible people of thu 

government are satiated that 
Mhat is being reported are the 
missiles." Sylvester said, "but the 
final determination will await 
analysis of the photographs which 
are being returned "

A Pentagon announcement said 
photographs indicated "all known 
MRRM and IRBM misaile bases in 
Cuba have been dismantled.*' 

Although Waahington fully ex­
pects Khrushchev to live up to 
his mis.siles withdrawal commit­
ment. the Pentagon announcement 
carefully asoided a flat declara­
tion that all Soviet missiles were 
on their way out of Cuba 

Thus, the question remains- Did 
the Soviets bring into Cuba more 
missiles than were detected by 
U S surveillance'

The latest victim, found Thurs­
day. was mutilated in a fashion 
reminiscent of the killer who 
roamed London's White Chapel 
District in the liWs and never was 
caught.

The victim was Anita Christine 
Barmore. 31 She was a friend o( 
the second victim. Nano' Webb. 
21. killed a month ago Both had 
worked in Louisville. Ky , taverns

The body of the first girl. Julia 
Ann Dawson, 22. was found May 
21. south of here near Jefferson­
ville Her body was decomposed 
and a coroner ruled the died of 
an overdose of a pain-killing drug. 
Miss Webb had been beaten and 
strangled

Coroner Edwin Coots said Miss 
Barmore apparently was stran­
gled All three girls were from 
Louisville

Louisslilc police said there was 
a possible link between the slay­
ings but nothing definite had been 
established

The area of the slayings is just 
across the Ohio River from Louis­
ville

Pickets were posted out.side a 
b u i l d i n g  where Pete Seegar, 
widely known guitar playing folk- 
singer, appeared

The pickets distributed anti-

was a Communist-front organiza­
tion.

I Seegar is sponsored here by a 
I national group known as the Stu­
dents Non • Violent Coordinating 
Committee.

Khrushchev sent a secret letter 
to President Kenned> in midweek 
dealing with the Cuban crisis. Ad­
ministration efficials confirmed 
receipt of the message, which 
they said was a brief note that

dealt wkh a technical matter. 
They would not disclose the sub­
ject.

Thei*e was speculation here 
that, apart from moving missile 
equipment out of Cuba, the Sovi­
e t s - ^  Cubans acting on their be­
half—may be blowing up some in- 
stallatioas along the Cuban coast, 
althou^ there was no confirma­
tion of this.

The speculation stemmed from 
the fact that Thursday Havana 
radio told its listeners there would 
be nighttime explosions in the 
area of Havana harbor due to a 
movie-making project which re­
quired such activities

Today, Havana u id  there would 
be firing practice by Cuban coast­
al forces, providing another kind 
of explanation for loud explosions.

Withdrawal of missile person­
nel. U.S. officials said, would still 
leave many thousands of Soviet 
technicians, including other weap­
ons experts in training miaaioos, 
serving the government of Pre­
mier Fidel Castro

So far as is known here, there 
has been no effort by the Rus­
sians to dismantle weapons in­
stallations which the United 
States in the past haa considered 
as defensive.

Communists 
Stand On Cuban Issues
UNITED NA’nONS. N.Y. (,\P) 

—The Soviet Union is reported 
balking at removing Soviet bomb­
ers and at on site inspection in 
Cuba and pressing for Fidel Cas­
tro's five-point demands for end­
ing the Canbbean crisis.

U.S. Aribassador Adlai E. Ste­
venson told newsmen Thursday 
night these were among the sev­
eral outstanding issues being ar­
gued in his meetings with Krem­
lin negotiators.

The Cuban delegate Carlos Le- 
chuga reportedly told other Latin- 
Ainerican delegates that Castro 
considers his own government 
owns the bombers, which the So­
viet Union sent secretly to him

(along with missiles, and intends 
! to keep the jets.

On orders of Premier Khrush­
chev, the missiles are being cart­
ed away on ships reportedly over 
the objections of Castro. But the 
Soviets have sidestepped saying 
anylhing about the bombers.

And the Soviet troubleshooters 
sent by Khrushchev from Moscow 
are standing by Castro in his de­
mands. which include the United 
States giving up its big Guantan­
amo naval base.

A Communist source at the 
United Nations said the Soviet Un­
ion haa hardened its stand and 
does not intend to m;^o any fur­
ther concessions unless it gets 
firmer guirantees that the United 
States will not invade Cuba.

SIno-Soviet 
Rift No Cause 
For Rejoicing

' DALLAS (AP) — Differences 
between. Russia and Red China 
are serious but no sudden and 
dramatic end to the Sino - Soviet 
alliance should be expected, a 
State Department official clainu.

Roger Hilsman, director of the 
department’s Bureau of Intelli­
gence and Research, said “ Loose 
talk of an inevitable break be­
tween Moscow and Peiping has 
led some people to think that all 
our troubles were about to end.” 

He cautioned the World Affairs 
Council “We can take no comfort 
from feuds in the enemy camp. 
Our problems in Viet Nam and 
Laos, Cuba and Berlin have not 
disappeared because of the Sino- 
Soviet rift.”

To compare differences in the 
West with troubles in the Soviet 
bloc would be erroneous, Hilsman 
said.

While disagreement is “tolerable 
and even health*’ in the demo­
cracies, for the Communists dis­
agreement is “almost unbearable 
and disunity fearsome.” he said.

“Normal clashes of national in­
terest become threats to the world 
revolution, and ideological differ­
ences become heresy," Hilsman 
added.

One explanation for the rift is 
the difference in the thinking of 
Soviet Premier Khrushchev and 
of Mao Tse Tung, Chinese Com­
munist party chairman, on the in­
ternational situation, Hilsman con­
tinued.

While Khrushchev “seems to 
realize that isolation is danger­
ous.” Hilsman said, the Red Chi­
nese leaders of today are the 
same who led the Chinese Com­
munist party, “an outlawed band 
of thousands, h o l e d  up in the 
hills” in 1930.

The consequence is. Hilsman ex­
plained, that the “ aging, megalo­
maniac leadership in Peiping” 
became isolated, believing in the 
Marxist myth about capitalism 
and about the inevitability of com­
munism.

"As the Soviets have become 
more world - wise, the Chinese 
remained simplistic,” Hilsman 
said.

President Guillermo Leoo Valen­
cia expressed deep concern about 
lack of progress in President Ken­
nedy’s CO-biUioo Alliance for Prog­
ress program.

“Hungry people are expectant 
and waiting,” be said. “ R would 
be very dangerous to keep them 
waiting too long.”

“ It could transform Latin Amer­
ica in a magnificent way, to the 
advantage of the UniM  States 
and all countries concerned.” he 
added "Rut the Alliance (or Prog­
ress must make more progress if 
our hopes are to be achieved”  

Colombu, with former Presi­
dent Alberto Lleras Camargo at the 
helm, was the first country in Lat­
in Amenca to submit a long-range 
plan for the program a year ago.

It proposed 22.000 new class­
rooms.

NEW YORK (AP> —Eleanor 

Roosevelt, whose travel record 
must be the envy of many airline 
pilots, was curiously adapted to 
the peripatetic life she enjoyed. 
At least until she was a widow, 
she never had a single place 
which really meant home and 
roots.

Her younger years were spent 
in the home of a grandmother and 
in boarding schools. Franklin 
Roosevelt, as she said, “eould 
never quite decide to make the 
break with his mother and build 
a home of our own.” So they lived 
with the senior Mrs. Roosevelt at 
Hyde Park, New York, an old 
house which Franklin loved but 
for which his wife felt no respon­
sibility. Then there came a tem­
porary period of occupying rent­
ed. furnished houses in Washing­
ton. a time in the New York state 
executive mansion in Albany and 
then, of course, 12 years in the 
WTiite House

ALWAYS TEMPORARY
Thus Mrs. Roosevelt learned to 

make any place she lighted an 
adequate but always temporary 
borne.

Although she never claimed a 
vast Interest in the usual house­
keeping chores, she did some of 
her own work in the presidcnti.il 
living quarters as the spirit 
moved her. She was, newspaper

mansion. Almost all of the con­
siderable money she made during 
the years of her husband’s public 
life was poured into charities in 
which she was interested and ex­
periments in social welfare with 
which she was concerned.

When her work was concerned 
primarily with the United Nations 
after World War II as a U.S. del­
egate and then as a volunteer, 
she took a duplex apartment in 
midtown Manhattan.

Although she had a famous 
fondness for certain foods—hot 
dogs and scrambled eggs—Mrs. 
Roosevelt quite frankly was nei­
ther much of a cook nor particul­
arly interested in cookery or even 
eating

CURIOUS MIXTURE 
She was a curious mixture of 

kindly, deep concern for people 
and impersonality. Associates ob­
served that Mrs. Roosevelt really 
became interested in individuals 
only when they had problems. 
Certainly it is true that her wide 
contacts, busy life and high posi­
tion resulted in losing a certain 
talent for intimacy. She herself 
fretted about it from time to time.

She had a great family feeling, 
and kept track of the constantly 
expanding list of grandchildren 
and great - grandchildren, never 
forgetting birthdays and anniver­
saries And her family was equal­
ly devoted to “gran'mere” a t the 
younger ones called her.

"Rut she's so accustomed to 
thinking from tlie top of the 
stairs.” said one young relative 
affectionately. "Once in a while, 
she’ll come down a few steps and 
concentrate individually on one or 
the other of us for a while. It’s 
rather aa if the stopped thinking 
of the world and was concentrat­
ing on India Then, after a time, 
she goes hack upstairs and back 
to the world ”

HARD-EYED IDEALIST 
Once called a "hard-eyed ideal­

ist” by a thoughtful admirer. 
Mrs. Rooseveh set great store oo 
honest convictions all her life 

Her remarkable willingness to 
express a frank opinion and re­
veal a great deal about herself

wera with b«r through all iter 
adult life.

In the course of explaining 
Roosevelts to an interested pub­
lic, she casually tossed in that 
lilies of the valley were her favor­
ite flower: blue, her pet color; 
that she enjoyed reading poetry; 
once was ^cknamed “Granny;” 
thought her cousin Alice Roose­
velt Longworth did the beat imi­
tation of her; enjoyed wearing 
jewelry of historic or aentimental 
interest; disliked slacks except in 
the country, and became ’’cold 
and ailent” when she lost her 
temper.

ONE VANITY
She had few vanities, but one 

of them was her undoubted ability 
to plan life so thoroughly that she 
could get through a greatest 
amount of wiM-k and chores in the 
smallest amount of time. Actual­
ly, Mrs. Roosevelt worked long 
hours—most of the time an 18 to 
20-hour day. Frequently she took 
care of her column writing and 
correspondence after returning 
around midnight from one or an­
other of the interminable succes­
sion of banquets and lectures and 
speeches which kept her busy. ” I 
get along nicely on four hours 
sleep,” she admitted compla­
cently.

“But you see,” she would add, 
happily and almost apologetically, 
“ I have nothing to do except 
work. No one is depending on 
me."

And you could tell by the way 
she said it, that she was having 
the time of her life. Just working.

Col. John KZ. Ross-Duggan has 
spent 20 years trying to hasten 
that day—when English is used in 
the regular w or^ip of the Roman 
Catholic Church, wherever that 
language is spoken by the people.

*Tm hopeful, inde^ , that the 
time is near," he said.

An urbane Catholic layman of 
courtly mien and ample girth, the 
75-year-old Col. Ross - Duggan 
came here to follow action of the 
Vatican Ecumenical Council on 
proposals for substituting national 
tongues for Latin in the Mass.

It's a cause he has been push­
ing for more than two decades, 
as a founder and lay leader in 
the Vernacular Society in die 
United States.

The change, he said in an inter­
view, would "result in a great in­
crease in holiness" among wor­
shippers

"Our laity would be enabled to 
carry out the urgings of the Holy 
Father and his predecessors that 
we participate more actively in 
the Mass." he said.

Col. Ross-Duggan of Long 
Beach, Calif., wV acquired his 
militry rank as a British army 
officer in World War I and who 
still retains a British inflection, 
said there is always opposition to 
change, but he added:

"I feel that many bishops are 
committed to the holy need for 
use of the national languages.”

He said the change would not 
mean discarding Latin, as the of­
ficial language of the church in 
its documents and communica­
tions. nor even in the most solemn 
parts of the Mass—during the con­
secration. for example.

He said he favored use of the 
vernacular only for the first, in­
structional part of the Mass, with 
its prayers and scripture read­
ings—"The Mass of t te  catechu­
mens "

This would leave the central 
part of the Mass, the "Canon.” in 
Latin.

The Vernacular Society, of 
which Col. Ross-Duggan has been 
a principal figure, is now headed 
by Dr Joseph P. Evans, a Uni­
versity of Chicago medical pro­
fessor

It used to include both priests 
and laymen in its leadership. Col. 
Ros-Duggan said, but it was re­
organized about a year ago as a 
predominantly lay organization, 
and has about 2.0W memVrs.

The death of Mrs. Eleanor Roose\-elt 

has ended the career of a remarkable
woman.

Both on her own account and as widow 
of Franklin D. Roosevelt, she became the 
focal point of extremes in admiration and 
aninruMity. She remained active alnnost to 
the last, and in consequence, most reac­
tions toward her were equally active.

Concerned with causes which she re­
garded as upgrading human rights. Mrs. 
Roosevelt found herself allied with and 
frequently a' leader in liberal movements. 
Sometimes the company included some 
whose motixes weren’t so pure, and she 
became the target of criticism for contact 
with fellow-travellers. Some of this went 
far beyond the bounds of propriety and 
embodied bitterness and downright hate.

WASHINGTON-A large slate of un­
finished business is on President Ken­
nedy's desk presumably to be tackled 
once the election—and Cuba—are out of 
the way.

The prolonged session of Congress, the 
campaigning to which the President had 
committed himself and finally the all- 
absorbing crisis on the brink of nuclear 
war have left the normal problems piled 
up high So swiftly have the days passed 
that less than two nnonths remain before 
a new Congress is back, and in this inter­
val large budgetary questione. particu­
larly on defense, must be resolved.

t h e  PRE.troENT was warned by his 
Congressional leadership before they de­
parted that the entire foreign aid pro­
gram would have to be reshaped Having 
aqueaked through In reduced form, a 
similar indiscriminate program would 
faO the next time, he was toW. So both 
the approach and the personnel seem cer­
tain to undergo drastic resisioo.

It is likely that Fowler Hamilton will 
resign as administrator for the Agency 
for International Dexelopment (AID* be­
fore the end of the year. As a lawyer 
skilled in making a case for a c l ie ^  
Hamilton has not been happy as 
istrator of the unwieldy agency, which is 
a patchwork of legacies out of the P*»t  ̂
His unhappiness is rather widely shared 
with the Kennedy Administration.

cles that beset agencies rooted in past 
policy and prejudice Shriver s present 
tendency is to duck when the new Job 
poosibilitv is mentioned, since he knows 
all its difficulties and he is happy In his 
present rapidly expanding assignment

t h e  se c o n d  n a m e  is that of Ches­
ter Bowles, who was removed as Under 
Secretary of SUte to be made adviser to 
the President on underdeveloped area.s. 
Vfhile this was considered at the time 
as hardly more than a face-saver, 
Bowles in the past year has proved his 
uaefulnes.v. His memorandum outlining a 
new and more dicriminating approach to 
foreign aid got wide and on the whole 
favorable attention.

But miracles do occur.*" as evidenced 
by what's happened to New Jersey's 
state milk price controls, and to the 
price of milk there. Last summer a New 
Jersey dairy stirred up quite a ruckus 
by demonstrating that it could sell milk 
at a price substantially below the state- 

'set $102 per gallon minimum and atill 
make a profit.

Instead of slamming the door on this 
upstart, the state named a special com­
m itter to look into the matter. In due 
time it reported that the dairy was right— 
it could sell a gallon for >7 cents and 
still make money. And the committee- 
recommended the state suspend its milk 
price controti, which the other day it did.

What happened then was what might 
be expected when arbitrarily established 
price minimums—in effect, subsidies— 
are abandoned and the market is per­
mitted free play. The price of milk in 
gallont, half gallons and quarti dropped 
aharply.

Now some marginal operators undoubt­
edly are pretty unhappy about all this, 
and indeed some of tbwn may be hurt 
by the rcMoval of that state-enforced sub­
sidy. But. aa it should be. the consumer 
is the beneficiary. He learned long ago, 
sadly, that “minimum" prices are hardly 
evar bargains. _  ^

WASHINGIDN <APi -  Richard 
M Nixon carried two slogans 
around in his head for years Be 
careful after a battle, and a good 
loser never gets angry at anyone 
but himself.

This week he disregarded both 
of them after he lost in his elec- 
tioa bid to unseat California's 
Democratic governor. Edmund G 
Brown It was a defeat which 
probably ends his political ca­
reer.

A few minutes after admitting 
defeat. Nixon walked into a con­
ference of about 1(K> newsmen 
and. in a rambling, bitter and 
sometimes almost incoherent way 
denounced them for what he 
claimed was unfairness in cover­
ing hii campaign

S'et, 75 per cent of the Califor­
nia newspapers which took sides 
endorsed him

The (ear that aometunes after 
the battle he might be so tired 
that he would make a mistake in 
Judgment has been on N'ixon'a 
mind (or years It comes out in 
the book he wrote this year about 
the “Six Crises" in hit life.

Rut the book also shows that 
his feeling of unfair treatment by 
the press also goes away back. 
There is even an indication in it 
that he thinks newsmen are only 
fair to him when they are on his 
“team ”

Nixon said: “ I taek the respon­
sibility" for losing, wheb be 
walked into the news conference 
but then, after praising his IWl.flOO 
volunteer workers, blamed them 
for not getting out enough votes. 
This, he said, cost him the elec­
tion

Nor was he gracious to Brown 
or President Kennedy who beat 
him for the White House in 1900.

Nixon's greatest bitterness was 
towards the newsmen who he 
said, kicked him around.

But in his book he complained 
about unfair treatment even in 
1952 when, running with President 
Eisenhower, he won the vice 
presidency.

lie complained that while the 
top-flight newsmen go around with 
presidential candidates, only the 
lesser known ones follow the 
would-be vice presidents.

He indicated in his book his 
idea of how reporters should act 
when assigned to him. citing that 
1952 campaign; “Going through 
the fire of crisis together had 
welded the members of my staff 
and several of the reporters into 
s high-spirited united team."

Hus could be taken to mean 
that unless reporters want to b* 
on his team they must be against 
him It doesn't seem to occur to 
him that a lot of newsmen 
wouldn't, and don't, play on any­
body's team.

Theodore White, who covered 
both .Nixon and Kennedy in the 
1900 presidential race, has a dif­
ferent view of Nixon's relations 
with the press.

White scys Nixon and his staff 
“abu.ved" the “ sense of dignity of 
these men (who covered him 
then) not by accident but by de­
cision”

He said the Nixon group used 
a “punishment" policy—because 
they felt newsmen were against 
them—of holding back copies of 
Nixon's speeches.

SOON A TANK roared up In 
wlfich stood a two-star general 
weanng a pistol on each tide of 
his fatigues He glanced over at a 
middle-aged colonel who still wore 
his green dress uniform ornament­
ed by several rows of brightly cov­
ered ribbons

Trench Mouth Germs Spread Easily

Dear Dr Molner: What causes 

“trench mouth"? What is the con­
dition of the mouth and tongue 
in this disease? —R. G.

Trench mouth, or Vincent’s angi­
na. is an infection of the mucous 
membranes, mainly of the mouth, 
caused by two varieties of germs, 
and I won't bore you with the 
laboratory details. One's a crooked 
little bug, the other a fat little 
one But you can't see either ex­
cept with a microscope.

Inflamed, sore gums, and very 
likely there will be some gray 
spots, and there will he an offen­
sive smell to the breath. The 
di.seascd gums, if not treated, can 
result in time in loosening and 
loss of teeth.

In pa.vt years some rather strong 
chemicals were u.ved; sodium per­
borate and chromic acid Today 
we know that penicillin works ex­
cellently.

The germs spread very easily 
Through kissing, for one thing, or 
from common drinking cups, etc. 
(Just to ward off criticism. I will 
say now that I do not object to 
kissing; all I H y .is ,  don't go
•round kissing people who have 
trench mouth Does that let me off
the hook from critical readers? I 
remember when 1 made mention 
that infectious mononucleosis also 
was known as “kissing disease”  I 
had a small barrage of letters 
from readers who accused me of 
being “opposed to romance.")

In district after district where tens of 
thousands of citizens vote, the capacity 
or ability of the candidate to fill the oL 
fice for which he is running is not known 
by a large number of the voters. Many 
of the voters haVe never seen or heard 
of the candidate before the campaign be­
gins. Then they listen to appeals made 
on radio or television or they read news­
paper ads extolling a particular candi­
date Rut they have no adequate means 
of checking up on the merits of that same 
candidate.

PRFAIDENT KENNEDY him.self used 
the same kind of tactics in the current 
campaign when, in state after state, he 
plainly implied tliat, under his admin­
istration, Democrats in Congress would 
fare better than Republicans at the 
hands of the executive branch of the 
government In the award of defense con­
tracts and other forms of favoritism.

IT I.S OFTEN .SAID that “ the people are 
not interested." It is also said that, if 
things are going well, the people will tend 
to vote for the incumbent and that, if 
things are going badly, they will,do the 
opposite. Much stress is laid on the fact 
that “pocketbook" issues are often con­
trolling in an election But basically a 
large part of the electorate is either in­
different or uninformed.

Just how this situation can be remedied 
may well engage the attention of serious 
s t u n t s  of government and those who 
profess to believe that the existing sys­
tem is all right in theory but may not 
be working well in practice.

It seems strange that there has been so 
little resentment expressed publicly at 
this form of campaigning. It seems to be 
taken for granted that a good representa­
tive in Congress it one who ...’’gets things 
for his di.strict." In the case of both sen­
ators and representatives, the pressure 
groups brazenly reward the member! 
who do their bidding In Congress. This 
is handed out in the form of campaign 
contributions as well as by furnishing pre­
cinct workers “to line up the vote”

TODAY. FOR INSTANCE, a majority of 
the House of Representatives, together 
with a majority of the Senate, can de­
cide how much money shall be spent and 
what taxes shall be leviM. The amaz­
ing thing is that "spending" it popular 
even when it goes beyond the receipts 
from taxes each yaar. Too ntany con­
gressional atats a r t  sron by candidates 
who promiao to get certain financial bono-

THE TENDENCY nowadays is to pa.a 
off these types of campaigning as normal 
or as perhaps not really widespread, but 
the fact is that they are growing in scope 
all the time. I n d ^ ,  it may be ques­
tioned in how many congressional districts 
it can be proved that the majority of tho 
voters exercised their right to an inde­
pendent ballot and ware not influenced by 
professional workers who overemphasized 
or distorted certain issues.

The system In vogue today if hardly 
one to warrant characterization as eithff 
wholly honest or as conducive to the de­
velopment of a majority in each district 
or state which will really exerciae inde­
pendent judgment at the polls.

An American actor transiently 
in Marseilles, France in 1867 was 
invited to a party given by an 
Arabian diplomat. The entertain­
ment was something in the nature 
of an elaborately staged muaical 
comedy with an oriental theme. 
At the close of the party, the 
Arabian diplomat fo rm ^y  induct­
ed all of the guests into a aecret 
aociety.

The actor waa William Florence, 
who only a few weeks earlier had 
received his 32nd degree as a Scot­
tish Rite Mason.

The fantasy he had witnesaed 
at the party in Marseilles stirred 
his imagination.

Why not an order of Masonry 
for niembers of the Scottish Rite 
and York bodies of the lodge in 
which the gay color and imagina­
tion-stirring atmosphere of the 
East would be dominant?

He began an elaborate ritual and 
on his return to this country laid 
his suggestion before Dr. Walter 
M. Fleming, prominent physician 
and surgeon of the time and an 
enthusiastic Mason.

It is said that the script which 
formed the basis for Heming's 
effort was translated from the 
Arabic material supplied the ac­
tor by the diplomat, Yuisef Cheri 
Bey.

After two more chances to see 
the same Arabian cerennonial 
Florence and Fleming worked out 
a ritual and set up on paper the 
organization which now is inter­
nationally known as the Ancient 
Arabic Order, Nobles of the Mys­
tic Shrine.

Fleming and Florence were both 
excellent showmen. They realized 
to insure their effort having the 
appeal it must have, they must 
enshroud It in glamour aiiid mys­
tery. So well did they do this that 
even today, nearly a century later, 
DO one is quite sure where the 
legend ends and where truth and 
hist(N7  begin.

The organization as set up by 
Florence and Fleming, was the 
lineal descendant of a secret so­
ciety formed in Mecca by Kalif 
Alee, son-in-law of the Prophet, in 
the year 644 AD, or so they said.

On the night of Aug. IS. 1S7D, 
Florence and Fleming inducted 
themselves into the Order of the 
Mystic Shrine. On June 16, 1871, 
t h ^  inducted 11 brother Masons 
into the order.

The ritual was much as it is 
today, with gay and exciting cos­
tumes employed in the cerennooies 
and parades; the colorful and ro­
mantic names to the temples and 
the officials of the organizations—

all are a part of the Impression 
Florence brought with him when 
he left that Oriental feast in Mar­
seilles two years after the end of 
the American Civil War.

In the early stages of the cam- 
p a i^  to publicize the idea of the 
shrine, I^ . Fleming, who was a 
first grade press agent, created 
the story that the Shrine ritual 
was the work of the great Persian 
poet Alnasfi the Hafiz.

(Just to set today’s record 
straight, no one has ever been 
able to prove that the great Hafiz 
had any part in the writing of the 
exciting ritual the Shrine em­
ploys).

Fleming also released a  story 
that he h ^  been granted the right 
to establish the first temple of the 
Shrine in America by Risk Allah 
Hassoon Effende. This character, 
Fleming said, had brought to Lon­
don the original copy of the ritual 
as it had been found in the Ar­
chives of the Order in Aleppo in 
Syria.

(No one has been able, unfor­
tunately. to locate the Shrine Ar­
chive in Aleppo).

Further. Fleming revealMl It 
had been decreed that members of 
the Shrine were privileged to wear 
the red fez — an emblem which 
would set them apart from all 
others.

Furthermore, it was leaked out 
where a lot of folk would hear 
about it, that the examination to 
permit one to become eligible for 
an attempt at becoming a Shriner 
was difficult. Many, it was said, 
failed to pass the exam. Further, 
the story said, the initial tests 
were tough—mentally and physi­
cally. This only increased the al­
lure of the o i ^ r  and multiplied 
the enthusiasm of Masons to be­
come members.

Dr. Fleming had hard going with 
his new "baby" but he missed no 
bets. He worked out a complete 
wganization. He designed the em­
blems and created the costumes. 
He established the pattern which 
the 167 Shrine temples in this coun­
try and the more than 800,000 
members still use and follow.

He was not by himself in the 
work. He was provided invaluable 
aid by a number of other enthusi­
astic workers. One of these was 
Charles T. McClenachan and an­
other William S. Patterson. Albert 
Rawson, prominent scholar and 
Mason, provided much of the Ara­
bic background for the final rit­
ual.

The actual start of the Shrine 
in this country probably dates to a 
meeting on Uie night of Sept. 26,

1872 in New York at the Masonic 
Temple. Hie first temple was 
named Mecca and the original IS 
members inducted in June, 1871 
became the charter members of 
the Temple.

A second temple called Dames- 
cus was founded in 1876 in Roch­
ester, N. Y.

By 1892, the order had risen to 
nearly 23,000 members. In 1906, 
the membership had attained the 
100,000 mark. The reputation the 
Shrine had first gained for its 
charitable work in places where 
fires and disaster had struck, was 
growing. It was voted that the 
Shrine send $25,000 to the relief 
of sufferers in the San Francisco 
earthquake and fire.

By 1922, the Shrine had 511,000 
members and its work In the field 
of aid to crippled children was 
becoming known from coast to 
coast.

However, official action creating 
the original Shrine Hospital for 
Crippled Children came out of the 
national meeting in 1920.

The year following a chain of 
hospitals was authorized and the 
first was built at Shreveport, La., 
in 1922. There are 17 such hospi­
tals now spanning the continent. 
One of the newest is the Los An­
geles Unit established in 1952.

Shriners are assessed $5 each 
year for funds to provide for the 
operation and expansion of these 
hospitals. Many Shriners endow 
the movement in their wills and 
by gifts. A quarter of a million 
boys and girls have received treat­
ment in these hospitals since their 
organization.

The Shrine is bigger now than 
ever. It has plans for even more 
activity in the future and sees no 
reason why it cannot achieve its 
dream.

Two Terms 
Distinguish 
The Shriners
Two terms will distinguish men 

here for the Sues Temple Shrina 
fall ceremonial Friday and Sat­
urday. .
■ They are the nobles — the duly 
installed members of the order— 
and the novices. The novices are 
candidates for initiation and oc* 
cupy a very subordinate poeition 
until they have completed their 
instruction and “hot sands" initia­
tion. Then in the final functions— 
the dinner and the ceremopial 
ball — they are as full fledged 
nobles.

Prospects are that there will be 
something like 50 novices seeking 
admissioa at the current cere­
monial. Big Spring alone will sup­
ply 16 to 20 candidates, while 
Sweetwater has pledged eight. 
Substantial numbers are coming 
from the units at Midland, San 
Angelo, Brownwood, Abilene, and 
with candidates expected also 
from Snyder. Lamesa, McCamey, 
Brady. Sonora. Ozona, Big Lake 
and other points.

Pomposity goes out the window

Get Attention

Each year thousands of children 
are crippled by bums.

The Ancient Arabic Order of the 
Nobles of the Mystic Shrine for 
North America have taken note 
of this fact and recently embarked 
on a campaign to see what can be 
done about it.

Reliable medical surseyi show 
that facilities in North America 
for research, treatment and care 
of bums are inadequate. As a 
leader of child therapy in the field 
of orthopedics, the Shrine is now 
entering this area in an effort to 
make another contribution to med­
ical science.

A Colorado corporation. Shrin- 
ert Hospital for Crippled Children, 
has been durerted to estatlish and 
operate one or more hospitals for 
the care and treatment of cur­
able crippled children afflicted 
with acute bums The hospitals 
will provide training programs 
and research activities related to 
bums.

Cost of the hospitals may go as 
high as $10 million. The board of 
trustees of the corporation is re­
sponsible for determining how 
many such hospitals are needed

and where they will be located.
Already known as one of the 

world's greatest philanthropies, 
the Shriners now operate 17 hos­
pitals throughout the world. Any 
child under 15 who cannot afford 
to pay for treatment is eligible to 
enter the hospitals. There are no 
race, color or religious barriers.

Since the first Shrine Hospital 
was opened Sept. 16. 1922, more 
than 300.000 crippled ^ ild ren  have 
been treated and healed. The ex­
pense, home solely by Shriners. 
Shrine investments and contri­
butions by persons who want to 
help, has totaled more than $96 
million.

Initiation Set
At 3 p m. Friday there is to be 

a meeting and initiatioa for this 
Shrine organization, and again at 
9:30 a m. Saturday there will he 
initiation and a meeting of the 
Camel Herders. BTiile hi-jinks 
abound among the Camel Herders, 
they too. give financial aid to the 
Temple fund and to the hospital 
and other benoflciencies of the 
Shrine.

, value as an aid to mankind and 
I began to consider projects which 
would help justify the existence of 

I the Shrine.
The first such project was con­

sidered in 19U when the Impe­
rial Council ap(x>inted a committee 

I to consider establishing a tubercu- 
, losis sanitarium for afflicted chil- 
: dren of Shriners. The following
year, however, the committee re­
jected the proposal because man­
agement over the wide area cov­
ered and selection of persons to 
be aided would be so difficult that 

;the idea was impractical.
Four years later the Idea of 

' Shriner hospitals was bom and in 
40 years it has mushroomed.

It was through the work of W.

! Freeland Kendrick that a resolu­
tion was introduced in 1919 to form 
a memorial which waa to "take 

'the form of a home for friendless. 
I orphaned, crippled children." The 
following year Imperial Potentate 
Kendrick presented a changed for­
mal resoliitioo to establi.sh a Shrin: 
ers Hospital for Crippled Children. 
It was adopted unanimously and 
each Shrinrr was to be a.ssessed 
$3 a year to support the action.

The first hospital contribution, 
however, was received from a 
non-Shriner. Robert R. Meyer, 
fljrminghaki. Ala . gave $1,000.

The Shreveport Unit at Shreve­
port, La., was the first of the 
chain of hospitals approved by the 
19:1 Imperial Council. It was 
ofiened S ^ .  16. 1923.

The next five years saw a tre­
mendous growth in the number of 
hospitals. Fourteen units were 
opened.

Three units were opened in 1923, 
one each at Honolulu. Hawaii; 
.Minneapolis, Minn.; and San Fran­

cisco. Calif. In 1924 units were 
added at Portland, Ore.; St. 
Louis. Mo.; and Spokane, Wash.

Four hospitals were added in 
192S. as the chain extended into 
another country — Canada. The 
units were opened at Montreal. 
Quebec, C a n a d a ;  Springfield. 
Mass.; Winnepeg. Manitoba, Can­
ada; and Salt Lake City, Utah.

Chicago. 111.; Philadelphia, Pa.; 
and Lexington. Ky.. gained Shrin­
ers hospitals in 1926. The expan­
sion was brought to a halt tenv 
porarily with opening of a center 
at Greenville, S. C., in 1927.

Two units have been opened 
since that initial expansion. A cen­
ter was opened at Mexico City, 
.Mexico, in March. 1945 and an­
other at Im  Angeles, Calif., in 
.March, 1952.

First Shrine Hospital

The Shriners hospitals are op­
erated by local boards of gover­
nors who serve without pay.

Support of the network of hos­
pitals has been an expensive task 
and Shriners now pay $3 each year 
instead of the original $2. About 
$6.5 million is needed each year to 
maintain and operate the hospi­
tals.

Was Opened I n 1922
Just over 40 years ago. on Sept. 

16. 1922. the first Shruier Hospi­
tal for Crippled Children opened 
its doors In Shreveport. I,a. Since 
that time, 16 other units have 
joined in the work of providing 
medical care for indigent crip­
pled children.

More than 300.000 crippled chil­
dren have been treated at the 
hospitals at a cost of $75 million 
for operating expenses alone. The 
hospitals represent an investment 
of another $21 njillion. Each year 
the cost of operating and main­
taining the hospitals is about I6A 
million.

The units are now located at 
Chicago, III.; Greenville, S. C.; 
Honolulu. Hawaii; Salt I.ake City, 
Utah; Lexington. Ky.; Los Ange­
les. Calif.; .Mexico City, Mex.; 
Quebec. Canada; Philadelphia, 
Pa.; Portland. Ore.; St. Louis. 
.Mo.; San Francisco, Calif.; 
Shreveport. La ; Spokane, Wash.; 
Springfield. .Mass.; Minneapolis, 
Minn.; and Winnipeg, Manitoba, 
Canada.

The hospitals were built and are 
maintained by the Ancient Arabic 
Order of the Nobles of the Mystic 
Shrine for North America. The 
Order numbers mo.'e than $25,- 
600 members at this time.

care for indigent crippled chil­
dren without regard to their race, 
color or creed was first conceived 
by W Freeland Kendrick, a for­
mer mayor of Philadelphia, and 
iastituted by the Shrine of North 
America.

The hospitals receive a yearly 
budget which it met through a 
national fund. Operating costs 
are covered by annual hospital 
dues of $3 which each Shriner is 
assessed. Other income is from 
such Shrine investments as Per­
manent Hospital Life Memberships.VgkliiJkiAnf UdMiBllAl MjMW
berships. wills and bequests of 
Shriners and non - Shriners and 
contributions from major activi­
ties undertaken by Shrine Tem­
ples. While the major financial 
support comes from within the 
Or<^, contributions are frequent­
ly m : ^  to the hospitals by per­
sons impressed with the value of 
the work who desire to contribute 
to Us continuation and expansion.

Financial outlay of the Shrine 
toward building and maintaining 
the hospitals aggregates more 
than $96 million. It is impossible 
to place a dollar value on the ef­
forts of the Nobility in furthering 
their aim to aid crippled chil­
dren.

Shriners hospitals are operated 
by a national Board of Tru.stees. 
In addition, there are local Boards 
of Governors and Nobility of the 
Order who donate their time and 
finances and are respon.sible to 
the trustees for the affairs of in- 
^vidual hospitals.

Although more than 300.000 crip­
pled children have already b e ^  
helped at the orthopedic centers, 
the waiting list for admission still 
contains about 2,000 names. The 
average hospital stay per patient 
is about 90 days at an average 
cost of $1,500.

The work is 100 per cent charity, 
since no paying patients are ac­
cepted. A child of any race, color 
or religion, under 15 years of age. 
who.se parents or guardians are 
financially unable to pay, for or­
thopedic treatment, may be ad­
mitted to one of the Shriners hos­
pitals. However, there must be 
reasonable hope that orthopedic 
treatment will rehabilitate the 
child so he will become a useful 
citizen and not a charge upon the 
community.

Children with congenital types 
of clubbed feet, curvature of 
spines and joints and other such 
diseases and deformities which 
can be treated bv orthopedic aur- 
gery, ore treated and discharged 
either os completely curad or m a­
terially Intprovcd.

Reemtiy the Shrine haa moved 
Into another field with its phi­
lanthropic work. Hospitals will be 
opened for treatment of penuns 
acutely burned. The work may 
cost as much as $10 millioa.

Since the first Shriner hospital 
was established, more than 300.- 
000 children have been restored to 
health and well being or material­
ly aided. Happiness has been 
brought to thousands of parents 
who could not afford to have or­
thopedic medical treatment given 
their children.

NEW YORK (A P)-A  govern­
ment-proposed truce is under con­
sideration by the two powerful 
groups battling over control of 
U.S. amateur aOiletica and will 
be discussed further at a meet­
ing here next Monday.

Officials of both the National 
Collegiate Athletic Association 
and the Amateur Athletic Union 
had confirmed today that the prin­
ciples for a possible agreement 
were outlined at a meeting in 
Washington late last month. The 
Washington meeting, it has been 
persistently reported, was ar­
ranged at the urging of Attorney 
General Robert F. Kennedy in the 
interest of avoiding a continued 
conflict that could weaken U.S. 
teams for the 1963'Pan American 
games and the 1964 Olympics at 
Tokyo.

While Kennedy has refused to 
conTirm or deny the report, say­
ing only that he is interested in 
a settlement of the 2^•year squab­
ble, a Justice Department spokes­
man conflrmed ’hiursday the at­
torney general's participation.

Writing in the Oakland (Calif.) 
Tribune, Ed Schoenfeld quoted 
Ed Gruthman of the Justice De­
partment: “Yes, the attorney gen­
eral was at the meeting. He told 
those in attendance that he feels 
this dispute is detrimental and 
harmful to our athletic program, 
our participation in the Olympic 
games and in our exchange pro­
gram of athletes with other coun­
tries.”

In the first Democratic primary, 
in which Daniel lost, some oppo­
nents claimed the governor's fam­
ily hoWngs near Liberty would 
benefit from creation of the state 
park.

Daniel asked the committee to

The son of a stock broker, and 
educated in the United States, he 
returned to China in 1949. He be­
came one of the few members of 
the capitalist class who were tol­
erated as front men, or window 
dressing, when the Communists be­
gan their oppressive measures. By

Worse Than  
Pearl Harbor, 
Nim itz Notes
SAN FRANCISCO (AP)-The 

United States Pacific fleet would 
have been completely destroyed 
if the Japanese sneak attack had 
come anywhere but Pearl Harbor, 
Ret. Adm. Chester W. Nimitz
says.

The former commander of the 
fleet during World War 11 de­
clared the United States would 
have lost every officer and man 
in the fleet if the blow fell any­
where but inside the shallow wat­
ers of Pearl Harbor.

The fleet, docked at Pearl Har­
bor on Dec. 7, 1941, would have 
been wiped out if it had ntoved 
into the open seas to meet the 
Japanese assault. Nimitz told the 
San Franciaco Bar Association.

The 77-year-old Nimitz noted. 
“We had only two carriers against 
their SIX. Our ships would ha\e 
been pieked off. one by one '*

1964 he had decided be ^  aUnd 
the regime no longer, but it wna 
1957 before he managed to f i t  
himself smuggled out of the coun- 
try.

The unnerving thing about hU 
narrative is that it gives specific 
details, a sort of running play-by- 
play, of the insane, illogical^ tyr­
anny that he had to undergo.

He has some interesting revela­
tions about the “Hundred Blos­
soms’’ period in which the party- 
invited criticisma — which turned 
into near-rebcllion — after which 
the regime liquidated its eritka.

He tells how the Hungarian rev­
olution shook the people of China. 
He relates graphically how a Chi­
nese delegation went to Russia at 
the end of 1956 and found many 
things that shocked it.

Loh's story is about one man 
who helped in the brain-waahing 
process but retained enough of his 
own brainpower to manage a 
flight to freedom It is a frighten­
ing. tense and revealing book.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A New 
York firm has been charged 
with aelling food and drugs ille­
gally adulterated with an agent 
described as capable of changing 
sexual characteristics of boys and 
girls.

The Justice Department said 
the charges erere contained in a 
criminal information filed in U S 
District Court in Brooklyn against 
Nysco Laboratories. Inc., and four 
of its officials.

The Long Island City based firm 
and the officials were accused of 
violating the Federal Food. Drug 
and Coemetics Act.

They were identified as Mihon 
Socks, president; Eugene J. Yoss, 
treasurer; Robert Goldman, di­
rector of laboratories; and Harry 
E Gimbel. production supervisor.

Tbe government charged that 
the defendants sold diet supple­
ments. prescriptKMi drugs for tu­
berculosis. tablets for acid stom­
ach and an antihistamine for cold 
and hay fever which srere unlaw­
fully adulterated srith the synthet­
ic hormone diethylstilbestrol

The Food and Drug Administra­

tion described diethylstilbestrol as 
a powerful composuKl erhich has 
many of the biological and medi­
cal properties of female hormones

The FDA said it can cause fem­
inization in young boys and can 
cause early internal ^ysiological 
Hevetopment in young girls. The 
FDA said all of the suspected 

' products have been withdrawn 
from the market

The Justice Department said the 
suspected drugs were traced by 
the FDA in cooperation with state 
health officials and private doc­
tors

The department said contam­
inated shipments were aent to the 
states of New York. New Jeney, 
Massachusetts. California. Minne­
sota and Ohio.

The department said Gimbel 
was namH as defendant in nine 
counts and the others in eleven 
counts, each of which involved a 
different shipment of the drug.

The maxinmm penaUy upon con­
viction under the charge ia one 
year in prison and a 91.000 fine on 
each count
