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The formal opening of the new An-
nex to the Hendrick Memorial hos-
pital, formerly the West Texas Bap-
tist Sanitarium, will be held next
Sunday afternoon from 2:30 to 5:30
o'clock. The board of directors and
medical staff of the hospital will be
in line to greet the visitors, after
which student nurses will be on hand
to show them through the new build-
ing.

The new annex, made possible by
a generous gift of $110,000.00 from
Mr, and Mrs, T. G. Hendrick of Abi-
lene, contains fifty-four adult beds,
and eight children’s beds. The chil-
dren’s wards are decorated with comic
pictures, and the junior wards is deco-
rated with Bible pictures, cowboy
scenes, mountain scenes, and scenery
depicting Texas history. These pic-
tures are painted on the walls of the
building.

The walls of the halls of the new
building are done with acustic plaster
to deaden the sounds. All the rooms
are furnished with modern hospital
furniture. The building is so lighted
that every night after visiting hours
the ceiling lights are turned out and
louvere lights are turned on. This
enables the nurses and attending phy-
sicians to work n the rooms and halls
without disturbing the patients.

PASTOR FROM CHINA

Twelve years without a pastor, ex-
cept for a brief period of six months,
have ended for the Chinese Baptist
Church of San Antonio, with the com-
ing of Rev. Paul Fang, of Shanghai,
China, student in Southwestern Bap-
tist Seminary, Fort Worth.

Several weeks ago various state
Baptist papers printed an appeal to
friends of the Chinese in San Antonio
to pray for the Lord to send them a
pastor.

Paul Fang, student in the Semi-
nary at Fort Worth, saw this appeal,
“heard the call and came to his peo-
ple.” Thus Miss Ollie Lewellyn,
Home Board missionary for thirteen
years to the Chinese in San Antonio,
describes God’s answer to the many
prayers of the members of the little
church.

Already a mother who had never
before heard the gospel and a young
man just recently come from China
have been converted through Brother
Fang’s once-a-month ministry in San
Antonio.

Not only has the church been given
a pastor, but the Lord has given more
than was asked for, writes Miss Lew-
ellyn. Miss Sophia Gwong, who came
a year ago from Canton, China, to
teach in the Chinese school in San
Antonio, has proved to be “an un-
tiring consecrated helper, always
ready to answer the Lord’s call.”

LAW, LOVE, AND TEMPERANCE
(International Temperance Sunday)
Romans 13:1.14
For International Temperance Sunday we have, from Paul’s let-
ter to the Romans, a lesson on good ecitizenship which includes and
emphasizes patriotism, philanthropy and piety. Rome was mistress
of the world with Palestine as an insignificant province and the scat-
tered Jews paying unwilling tribute into the imperial treasury. The
Apostle’s word, therefore, was as brave as it was true when he urged
Christians at Rome and everywhere to obey and enforce the laws of
the land, to live among their neighbors a life of love, and to elothe
their souls in the white robes of godliness.
1. Duty to Country
Patriotism implies the duty to country. Government is of divine
origin, being not only permitted but planned of God. Not every gov-
ernment measures up to the divine plan and purpose, but the principle
of government is essential to the welfare of mankind. Hence, piety
requires patriotism, and duty to God involves duty to our country.
Certain imperatives follow: (1) Be in subjection to the higher powers.
The power of all in the body politic is superior to the power of the
individual. So each person must subordinate himself to the common-
wealth. That means that he must be law-abiding, government-sup-
porting, publie-spirited. Resistance to constituted authority which is
ordained of God and Fulfilling its high destiny is not only wrong and
wicked but disastrous to him who disregards and defies the govern-
ment. The parasitical socialist and the destructive anarchist, the one
sapping and the other supplanting the civic power, are the enemies of
God and country and deserve the condemnation of the laws they de-
spise. (2) Do that which is good. The citizen who does right has
nothing to fear in any well-regulated government. On the contrary
publie officials will gladly recognize his worth and work; for they
would rather speak the word of praise to a good citizen than wield
the sword of vengeance against a bad citizen. They know that con-
science may require passive resistance to wicked legislation, but even
then the citizen who obeys the voice of God rather than men may be
the truest of patriots and a devoted lover of his country. (3) Render
to all their dues. For one thing, the payment of taxes is a duty which
no one should attempt to evade. The good citizen will conform to
the legal requirements which are necessary to keep the machinery
of civilization running smoothly. And ertainly he will award due
fear and honor to those who merit them in positions of responsibility.
If we do not respect our own country, we need not expect others to do
s0. We ought, therefore, to have proper regard for those in authority,
for law and order, and for good government,
2. Duty to Neighbor
Philanthropy implies a duty to neighbor. Observe two impera-
tives here: (1) Owe no man anything. Failure to meet obligations
promptly sets things awry. A debt-paying people are apt to be pros-
perous and contented. Nothing can equal love in making people pay
their just and honest debts to each other and to the government.
Every inferior motive comes short. (2) Love thy neighbor. Love
acknowledges obligation. Love works no ill and does no harm. Love
fulfills the law not only by exact and faithful obedience, but by com-
pleting the higher and richer meaning of the law beyond legal require-
ments. So there is a preventive fulfillment of law which keeps one
from breaking the Second Table of the Law embodying our duties to
man, such as the Commandments against adultery, murder, theft, and
covetousness. But also there is a philanthropic fulfillment which
shields a neighbor from ill and extends to him nothing but good. A
good neighbor is therefore a good citizen.
3. Duty to God
Piety implies a duty to God. There are five imperatives here:
(1) Awake out of sleep. It is a time of erisis requiring vigilance. It
is an hour of hope inspiring action, for our faith is approaching its
full fruition in the ultimate and eternal salvation. (2) Cast off the
works of darkmess. The garments of the night must be removed,
sloughed off, and forsaken. The Eternal Day is about to dawn, now
for the individual who departs to be with Christ, but more fully for
everybody when the Lord comes again in power and glory. (3)Put
on the armor of light. It is armor, for there is conflict ahead. It is
the armor of God, for he furnishes it and guarantees it to be effective.
It is the armor of light which dispels the world’s darkness by the
Light of the World. (4) Walk becomingly. The habit of life must be
honest within and without. It must be well-behaved according to
the most exacting human standards. It ought to be free from the
dominion of appetite with its revelry and its brawls. It ought to be
infinitely above the life of sensuality and lust. It ought to be free
from all bickerings and bad feelings. But how can we live the de-
vout and decorous life? (5) Put on the Lord Jesus, Clothe yourself
in the righteousness which he gives and make his word and will, his
conduect and character, the habit of your life. In order to occupy this
‘“‘higher ground’’ in the Christian life, we must not only disregard
and check the cravings of the flesh but actually make no provision
whatever to gratify them. ) X
Gold in the Golden Text
1t is good neither to eat flesh, nor to drink wine, nor any thing
whereby thy brother stumbleth. Romans 14:21.
““It is good’’: That is or ought to be every man’s goal and high
endeavor. Follow him who was good and only good, and who went
about doing good and nothing but good. Yearn upward with Paul
who wrote: ‘I would do good.”
To be good and do good implies that one does no harm, certainly
not with his eyes open and his heart on duty. He will not directly
injure others, He will do nothing that will lead others to injure
themselves. He will refrain from anything that will cause even the
least to stray or stumble and fall. If by taking a sip of wine he
would cause some one to form the habit of drink and become a drunk-
ard, he would abstain totally and forever. If eating flesh would have
harmful effect on others (as idolatrous meats did in Paul’s day),
the true Christian would not gratify his appetite for such food. A
good rule: Never do anything ‘‘whereby thy brother stumbleth.”’
Can he ever attain who does not abstain?

It wasn’t calculated to make
God-fearing and liberty-loving citizens feel very comfortable, when
it became necessary for officers of the law to drive students, who
were protesting against the investigation, from the galleries of the
Texas Legislature.

In the Garden of Gethsemane on the night of the betrayal of
Jesus, we have a picture of an agonizing Saviour, a sleeping church,
and a blood-thirsty mob howling for the blood of the originator of
the Christian movement.

1. Duty to Country

Patriotism i lnol the duty to country. Government is of divine
origin, being not only permitted but planned of God. Not every gov-
ernment measures up to the divine plan and purpose, but the principle
of government is essential to the welfare of mankind. Hence, piety
requires patriotism, and duty to God involves duty to our country.
Certain imperatives follow: (1) Be in subjection to the higher powers.
The power of all in the body politic is superior to the power of the
individual. So euh person must subordinate himself to the common-
wealth. That means th.t he must be law-abiding, government-sup-
porting, public-spiri Resi to constituted authority which is
ordained of God mﬂ fulfilling its high destiny is not only wrong and
wicked but disastrous to him who disregards and defies the govern-|.
ment. The parasitical socialist and the destructive anarchist, the one
sapping and the other supplanting the civie power, are the enemies of

God and country and deserve the condemnation of the laws they de-
spise. (2) Do that which is good. The citizen who does right has
nothing to fear in any well-regulated government. On the contrary
publie officials will gladly recognize his worth and work; for they
would rather speak the word of praise to a good citizen than wield
the sword of vengeance against a bad citizen. They know that con-
science may require passive resistance to wicked legislation, but even
then the citizen who obeys the voice of God rather than men may be
the truest of patriots and a devoted lover of his country. (3) Render
to all their dues. For:one thing, the payment of taxes is a duty which
no one should attempt to evade. The good citizen will conform to
the legal requirements which are necessary to keep the machinery
of civilization running smoothly. And ertainly he will award due
fear and honor to those who merit them in positions of responsibility.
If we do not respect our own country, we need not expect others to do
so. We ought, thérgfore, to have proper regard for those in authority,
for law and order, and for good government.
2. Duty to Neighbor

Philanthropy implies a duty to neighbor. Observe two impera-
tives here: (1) Owe no man anything. Failure to meet obligations
promptly sets things awry. A debt-paying people are apt to be pros-
perous and contented. Nothing can equal love in making people pay
their just and honest debts to each other and to the government.
Every inferior motive comes short. (2) Love thy neighbor, Love
acknowledges obligation. Love works no ill and does no harm. Love
fulfills the law not only by exact and faithful obedience, but by com-
pleting the higher and richer meaning of the law beyond legal require-
ments. So there is’a preventive fulfillment of law which keeps one
from breaking the Second Table of the Law embodying our duties to
man, such as the Commandments against adultery, murder, theft, and
covetousness. But alse there is a philanthropic fulfillment which
shields a neighbor from ill and extends to him nothing but good. A
good neighbor is therefore a good citizen,

3. Duty to God

Piety implies a duty to God. There are five imperatives here:
(1) Awake out of sleep. It is a time of erisis requiring vigilance. It
is an hour of hope inspiring action, for our faith is approaching its
full fruition in the ultimate and eternal salvation. (2) Oast off the
works of darkmess. The garments of the night must be removed,
sloughed off, and forsaken. The Eternal Day is about to dawn, now
for the individual who departs to be with Christ, but more fully for
everybody when the Lord comes again in power and glory. (3)Put
on the armor of light. It is armor, for there is conflict ahead. It is
the armor of God, for he furpishes it and guarantees it to be effective,
It is the armor of light which  dispels the world’s darkness by the
Light of the World. (4) Walk becomingly. The habit of life must be
honest within and without. It must be well-behaved according to
the most exacting human standards. It ought to be free from the
dominion of appetite with its revelry and its brawls. It ought to be
infinitely above the life of sensuality and lust. It ought to be free
from all bickerings and bad feelings. But how can we live the de-
vout and decorous life? (5) Put on the Lord Jesus. Clothe yourself
in the righteousness which he gives and make his word and will, his
conduct and character, the habit of your life. In order to occupy this
‘‘higher ground’’ in the Christian life, we must not only disregard
and check the cravings of the flesh but actually make no provision
whatever to gratify them.
