on by more than one rause. It Is, 
however, causetl generally by blos­
som sterility or lack of proper polli­
nation believed to be raus^ In the 
majority of ra-ses by high tempera­
ture. high wind.s, and dry atmos­
phere and low humidity. Tliere 
.seems to be several ways of Improv­
ing this condition Mrst, set out 
large thrifty tomato plants as early 
In the season as possible so that

they will come Into bloom and pro­
duction prior to excessively hot, dry 
weather. Secondly, even though 
the pruning and staking of sum­
mer and fall tomatoes Is not gener­
ally a recommended practice, plnch- 

I Ing off all suckers up to the first 
flower clustei will provide more moi­
sture and plant food lor bloaaoms. 
thereby causing them to stick bet- 

' ter as well as Increa.slng the size of 
:the fruit and hastening fruit ripen­
ing 10 days to two week*. Third 
spraying or sprinkling tomato plants 
with water every day or two. In Uie 
late afternoon, to lower the tem­
perature and raise the humidity, 
seems to have some merit In slow­
ing down blossom shedding.

Melt down when your oven’s going, add 
the liquid fat to the salvage can. Take the can to your butcher as soon 
as it’s full. He will give you four cents and two red points for every 
pound. Your County Agent or Home Demonstration Agent can give 
you full particulars.
