HOUSTON (A P ) — Natural gas 
suppliers are hopeful the new 
Congress will give quick approval 
next year to the decontrol of wellhead 
prices of newly discovered natural 
gas

"Much of the wrangling has already 
gone by,”  David H. Foster, executive 
vice president of the Natural Gas 
Supply Committee, said Tuesday.

"W e should move as quickly as 
possible, and, hopefully, have a bill by 
July. The first 120 days of the new 
Congress will b^absolutely critical.”

Foster spoke at the first formal 
annual meeting of the industry group 
that was organized in 1965 to seek 
decontrol of wellhead prices on 
grounds free market prices would 
bolster the nation's declining natural 
gas supplies.

A bill tha^would have decontrolled 
prices of new gas dedicated to in­
terstate markets was defeated by a 
205-201 House vote in July after 
having been approved by tfie Senate.

No specific bill was endorsed at the 
Tuesday session but Foster said he 
believes the suppliers will have 
sufficient support in the 95th Congress 
to decontrol new gas interstate tales.

“ We obviously are not going to 
support a bill that would extend the 
federal controls to intrastate tales,” 
he said. "W e can’t support a bill tk«t- 
would not lead to additional sup­
plies.”Two members of the House sub­committee on energy and power told the group The hSpes for quick congressional action may be too optimistic.

Rep John D Dingell, DMinn., the

'subcommittee chairman, said natural 
gas legislation probably will be ap­
proved “ but we will have to wait for a 
final answer until we see what 
President-elect Carter does and what 
Congress does while reorganizing for 
the new session”

That announcement surprised 
American officers who are now 
preparing a "modest" military aid- 
package for the next fiscal year 
Officials said the package would pro- 
b«br>’ be less than tJ(k $16 million 
appropriated this yiyrf foHRrect aid 
(along with $36 6 million in credits for 
th e  p u rch ase  o f A m e r ica n  
equipment).

An American Embassy spokesman 
said the new military government had 
not contacted the embassy with any 
proposal to end the aid program.

idealism, profit

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PALO ALTO, Calif. (A P ) — Jim Blisi wants to 
help blind people pay more taxes.

That could make Bliit sound like an oddball 
philanthropist or an overeager Internal Revenue 
•gent.

But instead. Bliss la an aptrepreneur who heads a 
five-year-old company that is an unuiuat mixture of 
capitalism and humanitarianism.

The company is Teleaensory Syatema Inc., which 
makes products to aid the blind and which puts much 
of Its profits back into research on new products for 
the visually handicapped.

"The driving force of this'company ia to use 
technology to get blind people more integrated into 
society and, in particular, into more normal em­
ployment," Bliss said in an interview at the com­
pany's offices here.

If you look at a blind person who'a on welfare, he 
may be receiving 13,000 to 14.000 from the govern­
ment.”  he laid. " I f  you turn that around to he's 
making 110,000 a year, not only is that 110,000 helping 
to stimulate the economy, but his Income tax would 
be 12,000 or $3,000 a year.

"Thari a*|4,000 differential, and I think it’s worth 
the onetime investment of a few thousand dollars to 
change that $3,000 obligstion into $3,000 in Income for 
the government,” be said. _____

The gate was 
not announced, but appeared to be at 
least 8200,000, which would be a 
record for an indoor fight in Penn­
sylvania. The record was 8118,389 
from a crowd of 13,875 for the Emile 
GriffithGypsy Joe Harris fight in 1968.

As to future 
American investment in the country, he said that 
was questionable because the recent unrest had 
shaken confidence and businessmen were facing 
political pressure at home.

I n s t i t u t e ,  w h i c h  
represents the interests 
of some 700 seafood 
companies

One of the interests of 
the group was enactment 
^  the new fishipg limit, 
which bars foreign fleets

from fishing within 200 
miles of the U.S. shore.

Currently, the United 
States imports 60 per cent 
of its-seafood. “ What 
we’ re going to do is 
change the mix, produce 
more, import less and 
then export,”  he s a i^

The mdustry also is 
exam in ing  ways to 
convince Americans to 
eat more fish, and dif­
ferent kinds of seafood, 
snth ' 8S ' heKriiif and 
squid. "Squid is very 
good; cut in rings, 
breaded,”  Berger said.

Berger doesn’t expect 
m u c h  t o h a p p e n  
economically in the short 
term .'
