The United States spent
$80,000,000 in price supports to the
farmers on potatoes alone in 1946,
More and more farm products are
asking for price supports. Farmers
will probably be vaid well over $320,-

000,000 for cutting down production
this year. The program for export
subsidies means the Government
sells farm products overseas at a loss,
after buying them here at high
prices with the taxpaver's money.
On-job training for veterans is to

result in a billion dollar subsidy to
businessmen,

Financial Suicide?

By recent estimates each worker
labors almost a full day every week
just for the Government If over-
grown and wasteful Government
continues how much of the worker's
pay will be “take home?” Let us
realize that every time we ask our |

government for money we are really

Farmers of .%mn'ry (,nunly are ad-
vised the cotton balance sheet re-
leased by the University af Texas
Bureau of Business Research shows
a February 1 balance of 9,400,000
runhing bales on hand. This is
the lowest February 1 balance since
the 1929-1930 cotton year

Dr. A. B. Cox, professor of cotton
marketing in the College of Business
Administration, reports: “Cotton
consumption during January of
1947 was at a rate of almost equal
to January 1942—the crop year in
which the United States had its all-
time high record of consumption of
11,170,000

“Strength of the present cotton
market lies to a large extent in the
commitments already made, which
are yet to be worked out. Mills have
sold goods at wide margins—a con-
siderable part of which remain to
be manufactured.”

ory and intellect are unimpaired.

Wage Raises Can’t Come Out of Profits, Says Professor

Labor has little opportunity to
raise its compensation at the ex-
pense of corporate profits, says
Sumner H. Slighter, professor at
Harvard university.

““The share of the national in-
come going to property is so small
that even if employes could expro-
priate all of this income without
adverse affects upon employment
and production, the rise in the
average stondard of living of em-
ployes would he small

“Corporate payrols of 1944 were
nearly seven times as high as cor-
porate profits after taxes,”” the econ-
omist points out.

Asserting that a policy of raising
all wages to compensate for higher
living costs would be ‘“‘self-defeat
ing,”” he said there was ‘“need of a
national wage policy which would

treat a rising cost of living as a |

reason for temporarily permitting
no wage increases except for cer-
tain special reasons.”

Agreements also will embody a
“most favored nation" clause, giv-
ing the U, S. the same trade advan-
tages afforded other countries. At
present, some states have agree-
ments with others which tend to
discriminate against American
trade.

Reiterating U. S. hopes for build-
ing a foundation for peace through
the free exchange of goods and
elevation of living standards, Mr.
Truman said that this country
looked forward to the forthcoming
world trade parley in Geneva, Swit-
zerland. He stated that the U. S,
would negotiate for tariff reduc-
tions, removal of trade barriers and
elimination of discriminatory prac-
tices.

U.N.:
U. S.-Red Harmony

Suspension of Russian opposition
to a U, S. trusteeship over former
Japanese mandated islands in the
Pacific virtually assured U, N. ap-
proval of the American proposal to
hold on to the territories for security
reasons.

Earlier the Russians had threat-
ened to force this country into taking
unilateral action on the islands by
demanding that the trusteeship ques-
tion be postponed until formulation
of a Japanese peace treaty. - While
Britain and Australia had joined in
the Soviet opposition, it was con-
sidered that it would be compara-
tively easy to adjust differences with
them.

In making their about-face, the
Russians proclaimed that the U. S.
was entitled to the trusteeships be-
cause it had made incomparably
greater sacrifices than the other Al-
lied countries in wresting them from
Japanese control. Under the U. S.
proposal, the islands would be held
open for U. N. inspection, except for
strategic military installations that
may be closed for security purposes.

TEACHERS:
Biggest Strike

Seventy-one thousand Buffalo ele-
mentary and high school students
had no classes as 2,400 instructors
staged the biggest teachers’ strike
in U. S. history over substantial pay
demands.

The walkout pointed up the in-
creasing pressure for higher teach-
ers' salaries throughout the country
not only to keep present instructors
within the educational system but
also to make the profession more
alluring for recruits in a day of in-
| ereased remuneration in other flelds.

Members of the Independent Buf-
falo Teachers federation and AFL
and CIO unions, the teachers de-
| manded a minimum salary of $2,400

for beginhers and increases of $1,025
yearly for elementary teachers now
making $1,875-82,575 and high school
instructors earning $2,175-82,975, plus
a state authorized $300 raise.
Federation President Ast said the
teachers walked out after he had
failed to receive assurances from
Governor Dewey that proposed leg-
islation providing for permanent sal-
ary increases would embody the or-
ganization's demands. Although
some 568 non-striking teachers
stayed on the job, the schools were

| shut down completely because of jos-

tling picket lines and union teams-
sters’ refusal to make fuel and food
deliveries.

PALESTINE:

U. S.-British Rift

While diplomatic observers ex-

pected no major rift to develop be- |

tween the U, S. and Britain over the
heated exchange on the Palestine
question, the outburst pointed up the
apparent cross-purposes at which the
two allies were working in the stra-
tegic Middle Eastern region with its
oil-laden lands.

Foreign Minister Bevin's charge
that President Truman had disrupt-
ed delicate British negotiations for
settling the Palestine issue by de-
manding admission of 100,000 Jews
into the Holy Land before the 1946
congressional elections to get votes
was immediately denied by the
White House. In a prompt reply, it
was said that Mr. Truman's decla-
ration merely reaffirmed the U, S,
position on Palestine taken in the
summer of 1945.

Republican senators were quick te
Jise to the President's defense.
Brewster (Rep., Me.) said that Bev.
in was trying to make Mr. Truman
the *‘sacrificial’’ goat for Britain's
failure to work out an equitable
agreement between Jews and Arabs
and Taft (Rep., O.) pointed out that
Bevin had conveniently dropped his
proposal for partition of the Holy
Land in the face of stiff Arab oppo-
sition.

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'GUARANTEED WAGE:
Gets Approval

The guaranteed annual wage,
which promises to become one c!
the major objectives of the Ameri-
can labor movement, received the
endorsement of President Truman's
reconversion advisory board.

Embodying an employer's pledge |

to provide a definite amount of work
a year, the guaranteed wage has
been in effect in a number of plants,
with advocates declaring that it
tends to regularize production and
remove employees’ fear of layofls.
Opponents of the plan assert that it
would compel employers to pay out
wages during peripds of slack de-
mand for goods.

Because the guaranteed annual
wage is no cure-all for economic
fluctuations, the board said that it
should be correlated with other sta-
bilizing factors, including social
security, minimum wages and tax
policies. All guaranteed wage
agreements should be worked out
through collec tive bargaining
rather than imposed through na-
tional legislation, it was said.

AUSTRIA:
Allies Clash

Indicative of the problems facing
the Big Four in Moscow when their
conference gets underway shortly,
their deputy foreign ministers lay-
ing the groundwork for discussion
of German and Austrian vea!ies
agreed only half-way on an Aus-
trian pact.

The U. 8. argues that such su-
pervision would hamper the
economic redevelopment  of
Austria, leading to employment
and trade difficulties,

In Washington, Secrstary of State |
Marshall disclosed that John Foster |

Dulles, Republican adviser on for-
eign affairs, would accompany him
to the Moscow conference. In all,
the U, S. delegation will include 84
members, half of whom will be
clerks.

The most obvious development was

| the atomic bomb. Not as well known

but perhaps even more fantastic are

the numerous secrets of the earth
which the bomb’'s invention also
opened, For the past three years,
for instance, geoclastic scientists
have been working on a project for
setting off a controlled chain reaction
in the crust of the earth.

This project is described by scien-
tists as a hydrogen chain reaction,

| in which the hydrogen in the surface

of the earth would be made to burn
in a slow but continuous stream.
Simultaneously, these scientists are
reported to be preparing a means
for speedily extinguishing such
blazes.

} Fantastic as this may sound, it is

only a small phase of the field which
science opened up at a time whén
the government, in desperation and
out of fear of what enemy scientists
might be doing, gave American sci-
entists full freedom to work.

An earth-crust chain reaction now
is deemed a reasonable possibility
and might mean the end for a coun-
try even as large as Russia. A
chain reaction of this type could car-
ry across mountains, through ice and
snow, searing everything in its path
with the relentless force of a gigan-
tic, fire-burning steam roller,

In December of last year, the
board of managers of the Council of
State Governments, meeting in Mi-
ami, adopted a resolution declaring
that most of the major functions of
state governments such as highways,
education, public health and public
welfare ‘‘are supported to a large
extent through the medium of grants-
in-aid systems.” The resolution de-
plored the “overlapping, duplication
and confusion which not only results
in waste of public funds, but also
makes it extremely difficult for the
states to establish and maintain a
constructive and economical overall
budget system.”

Within the past few weeks the In-
diana general assembly adopted a
concurrent resolution declaring, *‘In-
diana needs no guardian and intends
to have none , . . we have decide
there is no such thing as federal aid.

Mental disorders today represent
a real problem and it is estimated
that more than 50 per cent of all
hospital beds are filled by persons
suffering from mental nervous
diseases, declares Dr. George W
Cox, state health officer, informes
Times readers,

or

It thus appears that modern civ-
flization is exacting a terrific toll
High speed living, with its exactions
upon nature, is responsible for a
large part of the trouble. But im-
proper conduct must also shoulder
much of the blame. The fact is
that nearly 50 per cent of the pa-
tients entering hospitals for mental
disorders are there because of or-
ganic or toxic causes.

For example, general paralysis is
the direct cause of one-fifth of the
mental troubles in males entering
hospitals and one-tenth of the
orders for all groups. This conditi
is an organic disease of the brain
due to the germ responsible for syph-
ilis. It is a preventable disease.
Early and effective treatment of ac-
quired syphilis will block the end re-
sults of general paralysis in the in-
sane.

The excessive use of alcohol is re-
sponsible for a number of mental
disorders, at least in males. Alco-
hol and syphilis combined are re-
