register, and those under that age 
must be registered by their parents 
or guardian.

absolutely compulsory that he reg- 

ister at the post office as an alien.

Tiny Mite Is Discovered Wet And Freezing With 
Only Light Wrap Near Cafe In Edge Of Lamesa 

Lamesa’'s sense of decency and 
humanitarianism, was rudely 

awakened Saturday night when 
word spread around that an in- 

fant baby, only a few hours old, 

had been abandoned, near a cafe 

on the Lubbock Highway in the 

northeast part of the town. 

As will be recalled, the night 

was bitterly cold, with a drizzl- 

ing rain, sending a chill through 

even a heavily wrapped body. 

Shortly after nightfall, the. small 

infant was discovered just out- 

side the cafe, wrapped only in 

a very thin blanket. 

A physician was immediately 

called, and the babe was carried 

to a local hospital, where the 

loving hands of doctors and 

nurses, sought to save the life of 

the precious infant, which had 

been so brutally menaced by 

naught,

merciful death eased the 

that wracked the little body.

'E. Barrett, 88, first white settler in | 
| Big Spring, died at her home early 

Tuesday, after a year’s illness. 

i’uneral services will be held Wed- 

nesday at 3 p. m. at the First Chris- 

tian Church, of which she was the 

only surviving charter member. 

With her husband G. B. Barrett, 

she came to Big Spring in January, 

1881, to gather buffalo bones around 

the watering place which gave the 

town its name. The next year the 
T & P Railroad built into here and 

a village arose in the hollow below 

the spring. Meantime, the famous 

South Concho flood destroyed the 

Barrett's Ben Ficklin home, from 
which they worked on bison hunt- 

irig and bone gathering expeditions 

so they settled here. 
At a double tent, Mrs. Barrett 

took in 15 boarders, did public sew- 

ing, and used a pistol .to maintain 

order. For nearly four score years 

she was a member of the Christian 

Church and was to have been hon- 
{ored Sunday as the only surviving

First Christian Church here. 

Mrs. Barrett was born Aug. 2,
