NEW YORK (AP) — Hock deep in slush? Stung
by sleet? Ears frostbitten? Snowed in? Neverthe-
less, rejoice. Today is the first day of spring.

Once again, cruel winter has ended.

Calendars say so. The swallows of Capistrano
say so and so say the buzzards of Hinckley, Ohio.

Against whatever odds, we have won through to
one more vernal equinox — a time of balmy show-
ers—and busted-levees;young love andtrips to
Reno, sprouting crops and skies full of windblown
topsoil or so they say in Texas.

As winters go, the one which just reluctantly
went was notably capricious.

Shoulder High Snow

On Jan. 2627, Chicago was blanketed with
enough snow to last it for years—26 inches, with
15-foot drifts. Spring found the stuff still piled
shoulder high in parts of the city.

In Oregon, there was barely a trace of snow.

. Home owners mowed their lawns in mid-February
as grass and other growing things made an early
start in persistently mild weather.

A February blizzard brought New York surface
transportation to a standstill. Swirling snow and
bitter cold struck again on March 17, and many
St. Patrick’s Day marchers showed up in green
earmuffs.

Texas Needs Moisture

New Jersey and Maryland had snow to spare.

A Feb. 7 blizzard dumped 5 to 18 inches on
New Jersey and the winter total was 43.6 inches
compared with a normal 28.5.

December brought Maryland a record 19.3 inch-
es, 2.2 inches more than the previous high of De-
cember 1904

“They could have used some of this in Texas,
Kansas, Oklahoma and New Mexico, all of which
suffered a critical shortage of winter moisture.

Dust Storms Danger

Many Texas farmers plowed up winter wheat
and oats which failed to germinate properly. Pas-
tures were in poor shape. H. N. Smith, Soll Con-
servation Service director, said there was danger
of dust storms from 1.6-million acres of dried up
cropland.

“If we don't get moisture soon,” one soil service
expert said, “March winds will blow that dust all
the way to the Atlantic Ocean.”

Let Us Be Calm

The faithful swallows came back to Capistrano
on the traditional St. Joseph Day, March 19, from
their winter quarters in Argentina.

The turkey buzzards winged into Hinckley, as
usual, on March 15,

But let us be calm. From now on, it's spﬂng
all the way

Remember that old saying, you can't fool a tur-
key buzzard

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Florida Crime
Fighting Plan
Is Postponed

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (AP)—
The Florida Cabinet declined
today until further study to ap-
prove a controversial “war on
crime” Gov. Claude Kirk wants
to wage with an army of pri-
vate detectives and private
money.

Kirk, irritated at first by the
K:ospect of a delay, later said

was delighted to agree to a
two-week postponement, while

the Jegal aspects of his -unique .

plan are examined.

The governor, first Republi-
can in the Florida's highest of-
fice in nearly a century, sull
did not disclose the names
private donors to his crime war
chest. Nor did he say how
much he has collected.

KIRK DODGES

The only issue before the all-
Democrat Cabinet today, he
said, was “the mechanics” of
disbursing the funds.

Before the meeting, Kirk's
aides said he would name the
contributors and answer ques-
tions.

The Cabinet has the power to
reject the financing method but
the governor could resort to oth-
er financing if it did.

PROMISES

The Cabinet session comes
seven days before a special
election to fill the entire reap-
portioned legislature. None of
the Cabinet membeérs, elected
statewide, are involved but Re-
publicans who elected their first
governor in 94 years last No-
vember have an unprecedented
number of campaigners for
House and Senate.

A showdown on Kirk's cru
sade could be avoided if the
Cabinet members choose. They
could name a commitiee to
study the proposal and that
would delay action until after
the election or provide a respite
in which to work out acceptable
conditions for establishment of
the fund.

Kirk, 41, whose gubernatorial
campaign bristled with prom-
ises to drive crime out of Flori-
da, dropped a bombshell during
his Jan. 3 inaugural speech by
announcing he had engaged the
Wackenhut Corp. investigative
agency to wage war on crime
and that he was invi con-
tributions from individuals and
organizations. He sald the
agents’ duties would include
checking backgrounds of candi-
dates for appointive office.

‘GESTAPO’

The unorthodox approach to
crime fighting quickly drew
cries of “gestapo™ and “Wack-
encops” and the like from some
critics

LAND'S END, ENGLAND
(AP) — The Coast Guard re-
ceived a radio report today that
the American supertanker Tor-
rey Canyon, stranded on a reef

AUSTIN (AP) — The Railroad
Commission has granted the
Texas and Pacific Railway’s ap-
plication to discontinue its pas-
senger ftrain service between
Fort Worth and El Paso.

The order, signed Monday by
all three commissioners and
made public today, approves the
railway’s request to stop opera-
tion of trains 26 and 27

Attached to the order was the
report of Walter Wendlandt, di-
rector of the commission's trans-
portation division, who conduct-
ed hearings.

The hearings were in Fort
Worth Sept. 12, Big Spring Sept.
14 and El Paso Sept. |6

The Texas and Pacific cited
a steady decline in passenger
use and loss of revenue caused
by the diversion of mail from
trains to trucks.

PROTESTERS
Al Big Spring, the presidents
of the Big Spring, Baird and
Odessa Chambers of Commerce
testified against the application
Resolutions against the applica-
tion were presented by the Abi-
lene, Colorado City and Midland

Chambers of Commerce
Resolutions from the El Paso
City Council and county commis-
sioners also were plamd in the
record, and numerous citizens
testified against the application

Wendlandt said that the T&P
at one time “‘aggressively pro-
moted its passenger train busi-
ness, This was probably a mat-
ter-of pride and public relations
rather than actual profit.”

But as losses from passenger
service have mounted since
World War 11, he said, “railroad
management has grown more
critical of passenger train oper-
ations and seems to have lost
any enthusiasm for this part of
its bisiness. The passenger traf-
fic manager of the subject rail-
road doesn't even live in Texas
any more."”

ROUND ABOUT WAY
Wendlandt said today that “it
is my understanding™ that there
is still train service available
from Fort Worth to El Paso by
way of the Santa Fe Railroad
into New Mexico

A commission spokesman said
that the Santa Fe route from
Fort Worth to El Paso was “in
direct”—from Fort Worth 1o
Amarillo to Albuquerque south
to El Paso

His report said 90 per cent of
intercity traffic is by car, but
service is more convenient and
air travel more rapid

“Travel by train now as com-
pared to 25 years ago is prob-
ably not much better and not
much worse. . there are many
people who still enjoy riding a
train, be it economy, the safe-
ty or just personal preference
(sic),” he said

He cited accounting evidence
