Fanners who have tried it out for the past few years all agree 
that it will grow and mature here, producing from one-half to a bale 
to the acre.

If Roosevelt county develops into a cotton farming section, 
there will be great advances in land values, and very little land will 
sell under $40 per acre where ootton is grown.

Minister, Loses Life While 

On Hike Near Roswell.

George W. Elliott, a cadet at the 
New M oxico Military Institute, 
was instantly killed Saturday 
evening when the heavy truck on 
which he had, been riding ran 
over him. The entire cadet bat- 
tallion was taken to Pine Lodge, 
a summer resort in the mountains, 
yesterday for a two days outing. 
Elliott was on the last truck and 
with other boys had been jumping 
on and off as the truck neared 
the lodge. As he went to, get back 
on his foot caught and he fell 
lengthwise under the wheels. Al­
though the truck was going very 
slowly up a grade the wheel had 
passed the entire length of the 
boy's body and crushed his head 
before the accident was discov­
ered. No blame is attached to the 
driver in any way and investiga­
tion shows that the cadet was 
simply the victim of his own dis­
regard of danger, He was the 
son of the Rev. Mr. Elliott, pastor 
of the P#shvteriau church at 
Clovis. who came to Roswell .today 
ami took the body back there for 
burial. The entire school and city 
is in mourning <wver the accident.

following letter, recently received 
by his department, furnishes an 
insight into the problems of re­
habilitation and indicates how 
necessary the work of his depart­
ment is to New Mexico where 
thousands of partially disabled 
people flock every year. The 
letter, which for obvious reasons, 
remains anonymous, follows:

: “ I have recently seen your ad­
vertisements in the local papers. I 
do not know what the work of 
yonr department is and such 
problems as mine may be entirely 
outside its sphere, but I do not 
wish to overlook any possibility. 
You mention ‘ industrial rehabili­
tation’ and that would seem to 
be what I need.

“ I was working in an office, be­
ing at various times, bookkeeper, 
timekeeper, pay elcrk, bill clerk, 
filing clerk, etc., then I developed 
tuberculosis and spent about four 
years in a sanatorium. Not re­
sponding to treatment I came 
west and for the past seven years 
my mother and I have made our 
home in New Mexico. During that 
time 1 have been confined to my 
bed only intermittently. I have 
never been able to take a real job. 
My mother has kept ns afloat by 
dressmaking, and when I have 
been able to give any consider­
able help with the housework we 
have managed nicely; but advan­
cing years and failing strength 
make it impossible for her to do 
the necessary housework and sew 
enough to keep us both.

“ When I was stronger I tried 
chickens and garden, and did well 
enough so long as I could look 
after them properly, but the in­
evitable break-downs made that 
impractical as it was completely 
beyond my mother’s strength to 
look after those things when I 
had to take to my bed. I ’ve tried 
in numerous wavs to earn some­
thing. Among other things I have 
written club papers and jingles 
for parties—made party favors— 
and place cards—made tatted lace 
— made paper flowers for festivals 
and parades— typed manuscripts, 
etc. When I could go out I 
tried taking rabaariptlona for 
magazines. I still do this by mail, 
and during the winter months 
the returns are fairly satisfactory, 
but after the season is over, the 
returns are very meager.

“ At present. I could manage 
very nieely to work for four or 
five hours during the day if I 
could find something not requir­
ing too much strength and ner­
vous energy. I have read of 
shut-ins who did such things as 
baaketry, bead work, etc., and I 
could do things of that sort, if I 
knew how to market them.

“ My ease may be entirely be­
yond the scone of your depart­
ment, but pernaps you may know 
someone else has solved a similar 
problem. I am not a community 
case yet, and should very much 
like to avoid that possibility. Any 
information or suggestions you 
can give me will be appreciated.”

society have broken down.

“ Formerly these unfortunate 
girls, in most instances victims of 
a misplaced trust of their own 
innocence rather than viciouaness, 
were drawti ^rom tlm very poor 
and illiterate classes,wut recently 
a much higher type Nof girls of 
superior education and \c flue meat, 
school teachers, college w&ndenU, 
stenographers and clerks. It is 
a well known fact that the higher 
the mental development o f the 
girl the greater is hfer despair.

“ Onr girls, strange to relate, 
come in greater numbers from tbe 
small cities and the rural -dis- 
tricta rather than the great urban 
centers.”

I think that Is true everywhere 
in the whole service, and particularly 
throughout the executive depart­
ments.”
