When I 
hear another express an opinion 
which Is not mine, I say to myself, 
i t s  has a right to his opinion, as I 
to mine, why should I gneetlon Itr  
HIk error does me no Injury, and 
ebalt I become a Don Quixote, to 
bring all men by force o f argument 
to one opinion?
