Trinldad, Colorado, Firmer Tels of
‘ Experiments In Brrigatediand
Dry Farmhig.

SOIL HAS PERSONALITY
Must Suit Cultivatien - to Needs  of

Land, He Says; Would
Grow Trees.

J. N. Gibbs, of Thinidad, Oblo., in-
stalled two Spalding deep tilllhg ma-
chines on Dr. Scott's ranch Just week.
Mr. Gibbs has these plows going six-
teen inches deep, and he expidins that
the best results will be achieved if
they do not cut a furow more than 8
inches wide.

“1 haye five deepr tilling ~wachines
on my own farm,” Mr. Gibbs said, “and
I prefer the use of all the power for
depth instead of width. Abweot all you
need after ploughing this deep is to
harrow your land or disc it

Mr. Gibbs belleves in deep tilling.
OF course, the agrees that soil has a
personality, and that for the best re-
ults a farmer must adapt cuitivation
to his soil. He has been experiment-
ing with an irrigated farm- and a dry
farm nesr Trinidad for three years:
For all of those three years be has
beerr able to produse on the dry farmm
with an average of only fourteen
inches of rainfall, better than the
Aversge crop in his sectian grown am
irrigated farms.

“Two years age | made an experi-
ment im deep tilling,” Mr. Gibbs said
“One pdece of greund | ploughed eight
inches deep;. another piece Lwelve
inehes deep. Both traces were planted
to beans and given the same cultiva-
tien. About the tisue these beans
started growing drouth set in and con-
tinued for six weeks. At the end of
four ‘weeks Liw beans on the traet of
ground which had been ploughed only
eight inches deep were beginning to
die and the leaves were curimg up.
On the Maad which bad been pipughed
twelve fnches deep there was no dis-
tresss.
