Receives Grant for
Project Graduation

ABILENE, Texas -  T h e  
Texas Department of Trans­
portation is once again pro­
viding mini-grants to area 
high schools to help defray 
the cost of all-night high 
school graduation events.

Called Project Celebra­
tion 2010, Borden County 
Consolidated High School is 
among 29 high schools in the 
Abilene District taking part 
in TxDOT’s graduation pro­
gram.

Estrella is 
the Abilene D istrict’s traffic 
safety coordinator.

Estrella visited the partici­
pating high schools in the dis­
trict. In addition to the $350 
each school will receive, she 
presented the Project Celebra­
tion chairperson colorful back­
packs with the Zip-Zero-Zilch- 
Nada slogan on them for gradu­
ating seniors.

A ccord ing  to the traffic  
safety coordinator, these mini­
grants are not intended to fully 
fund a P ro ject C elebration 
event, but to provide seed 
money for schools to start and 
support alcohol and drug-free 
parties for high school students. 
The funds are to be used to 
cover expenses such as print­
ing, materials, postage, sup­
plies, room rentals, and the like.

According to Estrella, this 
program, which began in 1984 
with only two schools, is one 
o f TxDOT’s most popular and 
well-received projects offered 
throughout the state.
