WASHINGTON, Dec. 13
(AP) Tho United States

SugarStocks

WASHINGTON. Dec 18 P

The OPM today froze sugar stocks
in the United Btatea and limited,
new dellverlea by importers and
refiners to! 1940 levels.' The move
was designed to "prevent possible
hoarding: 'or speculation.'

Emphasizing'that there was no
immediate or Imminent .sugar
shortage, officials said the order
would assure normal supplies to
Industrial and civilian consumers
and would 'prevent further in- -,

creases in some 600,000 tons'of
sugar already built up aa reserve
supplies this year by Jobbers,.In-

dustrial 'users and wholesalers.
Under the order, all such stocks

in excess of 60 days supply are
frozen Immediately and no re-
ceiver may acceptdelivery of addi-
tional sugar from a-- refiner or im-

porter If his stock on hand, ex--'

ceeds 30 days' supply.
Further, no receiver can accept

delivery of more sugar in any one
month than he received during
the correspondingmonth of 1940.

The OPM said normal augar
consumption In this country was
about 6,800,000 tons, but that con-
sumption this year waa running
about a million tons more.
