As of June 30, 1059, approxi-
mately $5,500,000 has been ob-

ligated to the landowners for
assistanceby the program. In
the 78 counties now participat-
ing, Plttard says more than
1300 contracts have 'been sign-
ed. The contracts are for three
to ten years duration.

This voluntary program ap-

plies in the Great Plains area
and provides cost-shar- e assist-
ance for many soil and water
conservation practicessuch as
brush control, range resccdin?,
constructing wells and ponds
for livestock water and several
others. Operators may receive
up to 80 per cent assistance
dependingon the practice.

Plttard pointed out that the
program ha3 several advanta
ges. It is flexible and can be
modified,to meet thc particulat
Individuals' needs. There Is no
limitation on assistance except
on irrigation. Crop allotments
arc not affected during con-
tract and the program may be
used in combination with othct
government cost-shar- e plans.

At present, range work such
as: resccding, ranc chiseling
or pitting, controlling brush or
shrubs, and initial' establish-
ment of a permanent vegeta-
tive cover accounts for well
over haf of. the fund distribu-
tion.

Other practices ' that come
under the program are: plant-
ing trees andshrubs, establish-
ing permanentwaterways, con--
