Study: High taxes stunt grovyth
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AUSTIN (A P ) — Low taxes tend 
to spark economic growth in states, 
while high taxes generally slow it 
down, a new study concludes.

“ High-growth states have had 
dramatically lower income and 
property taxes than low-growth 
states,”  said Melvin Greenhut, a 
Texas A&M University economics 
professor and author of the study.

Greenhut said income taxes

destroy incentives for people to 
work harder and save money, thus 
reducing investment and a state’s 
productive capacity.

The results of his study were 
release Wednesday by the private­
ly funded Center for Education and 
Research in Free Enterprise

The study comes at a time when 
some Texas politicians have said 
the state may need to enact a cor­

porate or individual income tax to 
offset losses in tax revenue from oil 
and gas. Texas never has had an in­
come tax.^

Greenhut said his sfbdy shows 
that when state governments find it 
necessary to raise revenue, the 
best results generally come from 
taxes on consumption.

Such taxes “ do not carry 
incentive-destroying effects on pro­

duction,”  he said.
Besides raising more money for 

the state, sales and luxury taxes 
also encourage savings as a way of 
a vo id in g  ad d it ion a l taxes , 
Greenhut said.

“ Savings, in turn, permit more 
investment to occur,”  he said. 
“ Simply put, sales taxes do not ap­
pear to luve the same debilitating 
effect on growth that income and

The FBI estimates half of all 
women in Texas will be pliysically 
abused by a man they live with, 
said CTieryl Franklin, executive 
director of a Midland clinic for bat­
tered women. Furthermore, 30 per­
cent of female homicide victims 
are killed by their partners, she 
said.

In response to the growing pro­
blem of abuse, the Permian Basin 
Center for Battered Women and 
their Children in Midland is moun­
ting a public awareness campaign 
to encourage battered women to 
seek help.

Franklin was in Big Spring 
Wednesday morning speaking to 
representatives of local law en­
forcement agencies and several 
social service organizations, in­
cluding the Big Spring State 
Hospital and the Salvation Army

In its first year last year, only 16 
women from Big Sfking sought 
help at the center, Franklin said. 
So the center plans to advertise in a 
rather unorthodox media outlet — 
women’s public restrooms

Although Big Spring offers a 
shelter fra* a b i i^  children — the 
Rainbow Project — the Midland 
center is the only shelter that 
serves battered women in the area, 
Franklin said.

Small cards with the slogan “ you 
are not alone” and the center’s 
24-hour hotline will be placed on the 
walls of women's restrooms in the 
city

Restrooms are a good place to 
reach family violence victims 
because some women are embar­
rassed to copy the center’s phone

Cargo bay
wreckage
retrieved

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP ) 
— While officials reported little 
progress in an underwater search 
for Challenger’s boosters, a Navy 
salvage ship brought a load of 
wreckage to port that appeared to 
contain parts of the booster from a 
communications satellite carried 
in the shuttle’s cargo bay.

The NASA vessel Independence 
used a “ deep drone”  robot sub 
Wednesday to try to locate 
Challenger’s right booster rocket 
in an area about 20 miles east of 
Cape Canaveral, the space agency 
said.

Two other NASA ships, Liberty 
and Freedom, were using sonar 
and remote-control scanning 
devices in searches for parts of the 
crew cabin and other shuttle 
wreckage believed to be scattered 
on the ocean bottom by the explo­
sion that killed the shuttle’s crew.

Pieces of wreckage that ap­
peared to contain parts of the 
16-ton, two-motor rocket booster 
from the satellite were brought to 
port Wednesday by the Navy 
salvage ship Preserver.

One of the pieces unloaded at 
Port Canaveral was described by 
dock observers, including a NASA 
official who asked not to be iden­
tified, as the aluminum-like, ribbed 
casing connecting the upper-stage 
motors to each other

NASA spokesman Hugh Harris 
would only say it was “ very likely” 
that the Preserver’s divers had 
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number off a public bulletin board,

The center’s objective is to break 
the pattern of abuse passed down 
through generations According to 
the National Coalition Against 
Domestic Violence, 73 percent of 
male abu.sers were abused as 
children, Franklin said.

It has a program called “ Helping 
Kids Cope,”  to help children deal 
with problems like battering, 
alcohol and drug abuse in the fami 
ly. That program is also being 
taken to schools and day care 
centers, she said

“ We are writing a proposal (of a 
plan) where parents are taught to 
teach their children to stop the bat­
tering pattern,”  Franklin said 
Parents Anonymous also works 
with the center to help parenU 
“who feel like they are going to be 

abusive,”  she said

Conoco low ered  postings 
$I-$1.50 effective Monday; Shell 
lowered postings $1.25-$1.50 ef­
fective Wednesday, and Sohio 
lowered postings $1 ,50-$2.50 ef­
fective last Saturday.

The posting prices of most 
U.S. blends are now in the range 
of $19 to $23 a barrel, compared 
with $27-$29 at the beginning of 
this year. Retail gasoline prices 
have dropped by more than 3 
cents a gallon this year

The declining market com­
pelled Atlantic Richfield to an­
nounce it would slash planned 
1986 capital spending by a third 
to $2 billion, cutting deeply into 
its allocations for oil and gas ex­
ploration and production.

Trimming red tape in the 

Texas Railroad Commission is a 
top priority for W.A. (Bill) Mac- 
Naughton of Austin, candidate 
for Railroad Commissioner of 
Texas in the May 3 Democratic 
primary.

MacNaughton was in town 
Wednesday while on a cam­
paign tour of West Texas.

“ It is vital to the economic life 
of Texas that the Railroad Com­
mission not be just another 
bureacratic agency,”  said the 
65-year-old, who has worked as 
an oil and g ^  lawyer for the 
past 35 years in Houston and 
Austin. “ It ■ really serves as 
Texas’ intrastate commerce 
commission and affects each 
and every Texan. It is vital for

the RRC to hone and sharpen its 
efficiency.”

MacNaughton cited the recent 
“ white oil”  case as one typical 
o f R a ilro a d  C om m ission  
lethargy. “ The case was filed in 
1981 and wasn’t ruled on until 
May 1985. This is the type of 
delay that cannot be tolerated in 
a state whose very existence 
depends on the expedient handl­
ing of all oil matters.”

Although Texas is in the pro­
cess of economic diversifica­
tion, the economic spinal cord of 
the state will continue to be its 
energy and transportation in­
dustries, he said.

“ Without sound regulatory 
policies fhat foster continued ac­
tivity, the resulting economic 
strain will reach into the pocket- 
book of every man and woman

in our state,”  he said.
MacNaughton also opposes 

deregulation of the trucking in­
dustry, over which the R a ili^d  
(Commission presides. “ In to­
day’s economic arena, I don’t 
feel that the time is right for 
deregulation. It would bring on 
cutthroat competition that 
would only result in lower safety 
standards instead of lower 
costs,”  he said.

MacNaughton called his op­
ponents, John Sharp of Victoria 
and Joim PuUand of Dallas, 
“ inexperienced professional 
politicians.”

“ The tlailroad (Commission’s 
challenges during the coming 
years are neither for the
uninitiated nor the inexperienc­
ed. We cannot afford to be giv­
ing som ebody on-the-job 
training.”

WASHINGTON (AP ) — Lee lacocca, one of 
America’s best-known businessmen, has been fired for 
only the second time in his life, and the man who did it 
says it was because lacocca had a conflict-of-interest 
problem while heading a commission to restore the 
Statue of Liberty.

lacocca is still chairman of Chrysler Corp., the com 
pany he rescued after being bounced as president of 
Ford Motor Co. in 1978. It’s his unpaid job as chairman 
of the govenunent’s chief advisory committee on the 
Statue of Liberty restoration that he lost.

Secretary of Interior Donald P. Hodel said Wednes­
day he f i r ^  lacocca because the budding author and 
television celebrity would not resign from the commis­
sion to concentrate on his more important, better- 
known and Conflicting job as chief of the restoration 
project’s fund-raising foundation 

‘ “nie secretary’d statement was off the wall and in 
clear contradiction of the facts,”  lacocca said in a 
statement issued in Detroit.

“ I resent any inference on his part of conflict of in­
terest. The truth is that the secretary is in conflict with 
his own charter. This is a grab for four years worth of 
contributions by the American people,”  lacocca said 

He deferred further comment until a news con­
ference today in Detroit.

Informed of the “ grab” accusation, Hodel said: “ It 
is truly incredible and suggests that perhaps Mr. 
lacocca does not understand that it is the foundation of 
which he is chairman and chief executive officer that 
controls the money. ... It is obviously an agitated

remark, or a remark intended to mislead others.”
As head of the private Statue of Liberty-Ellis Island 

Foundation, lacocca has raised $231 million for the 
restoration of the statue and immigrant landing 
grounds in New York harbor.

His dismissal from the advisory commission has no 
effect on lacocca’s position as head of the foundation, 
and Hodel told reporters at a news conference he 
hoped lacocca would stay there.

lacocca was replaced as commission chairman by 
Armen Avedisian, a 59-year-oId retired construction 
executive from Hinsdale, III. Avedisian and former In­
terior Undersecretary Jake Simmons were the only 
two other people with dual membership and both have 
resigned from the foundation board.

Earlier, Hodel praised lacocca several times, saying 
at one point: “ I know it’s going to get lost on the 
cutting-room floor, but the fa^  is Mr. lacocca has done 
an extraordinary job bringing to fruition one of the 
largest, if not the largest, public volunteer efforts in 
the history of this country.”

“ I really hoped that Mr. lacocca would see the con­
cerns that I had ... and would gracefully say, ‘ I may 
not like what you’re doing, but I understand and we’ll 
go forward.’ ”

The concerns, Hodel said, arose from the fact that 
lacocca as chairman of the review commission would 
be in a position of great influence reviewing plans for 
the Ellis Island restoration that lacocca as chairman 
of the private foundation would be proposing.

Dissident hopes reunion
JERUSALEM — Anatoly Shcharansky says 

he experts his 77-vear-olri mother tn join him 
in Israel within a month, and U.S. officials say 
the Soviet Union will allow other relatives of 
the Jewish human rights activist to emigrate 
as well.

He arrived Tuesday after being 
freed in Berlin in a prisoner exchange bet 
ween East and West.

Iran claims oil port
NICOSIA, Cyprus — Iran claimed its 

soldiers pushed to within sight of Kuwait and 
Saudi Arabia in the third day of a bloody offen­
sive in southeastern Iraq, and the leaders of 
Iraq’s Arab supporters called for an urgent 
meeting of the U.N. Security Council.

Iran, in dispatches monitored Wednesday in 
Nicosia, said that since its offensive began 
late Sunday it had captured Iraq’s Persian 
Gulf oil port of Faw, surrounded an Iraqi 
naval base and cut off Iraq’s access to the 
gulf.

Japan imposes ceiling
TOKYO — Japan’s top trade official an­

nounced today that his country would extend 
for a sixth year quotas on auto shipments to 
the United States to prevent “ torrential ex­
ports”  that would increase demands for pro 
tectionist laws in the United States.

Japanese automakers opposed the decision 
but acknowledged that it probably was in­
evitable. U.S. automakers and the United 
Auto Workers applauded the decision.

Michio Watanabe, the international trade 
and industry minister, told a news conference 
that the ceiling on exports to the United States 
in the fiscal year beginning April 1 would be 
2.3 million cars, same as the current fiscal 
year.

Cracks found on jets
LODON — Officials for British Airways say 

its inspectors will carry out detailed examina 
tions on its entire fleet of 28 Boeing 747 jumbo 
jets after cracks were found in the front inter 
nal frames of three of the older aircraft.

The inspections of the front structural 
frames will take about six weeks and will in­
volve stripping the interior of the first-class 
cabins, a company spokesman said 
Wednesday.

One of the three 747s was found to have 
cracks during routine maintenance recently, 
and with three reports of similar problems 
from other world airlines, the U.S. Federal 
Aviation Administration issued an order Feb 
3 directing close inspections of the jumbo jets

A faint alarm bell rang when President Reagau spoke of an ambitious 

new space program, a hypersonic airliner, during his State of the Union 
speech to Con^'ess.

“ We are going forward with research on a new Orient Express that 
could, by the end of the next decade, take off from Dulles Airport, ac­
celerate up to 25 times the speed of sound, attaining low-earth orbit or fly­
ing to Tokyo within two hours,”  he said at one point in his speech.

Sounds grrat, but should taxpayer dollars in the billions be expended to 
produce a kind of Super-Concorde luxury liner for the convenience and 
enjoyment of the superrich and business executives on unlimited expense 
accounts?

We think not.
If thoo is a military requirenaent for such a superfast passenger and 

transport pUme or for a brnnho-, well and good. We should build it. But 
simply for civilian use, it would be an extravagant toy.

Take the supersonic Concorde, which recently observed the 10th an­
niversary of its first commm;ial flight. It cost the French and British 
governments billions to build. No other airlines would buy the planes, so 
t l ^  were sold to the government-owned Air France and British Airways 
airlines. The operators lost millions and reduced service, eliminating all 
except their trans-Atlantic flights. Now, they claim to be making a profit. 
Pertuqis, but the plane requires 19 hours of maintenance to keep it in the 
air for one hour and it wears out engines and tires five times as fast as a 
747.

The great fear is that America’s “ new Orient Express,”  now under 
study by Boeing, will put the Concorde out of business. The celebrities 
and businessmen would abandon its fine leather seats for an even faster, 
more beautiful bird.

Fine, but not at the American taxpayer’s expense.

Marcos will make sure
he comes out o winner

WASHINGTON — Washington observers see little 

likelihood that President Ferdinand Marcos will 
relinquish his 20-year rule no matter how many 
votes are given to opposition candidate Corazon 
Aquino.

The fear is not, as some have suggested, that Mar­
cos will invalidate the vote and declare martial law. 
That’s not his style. Instead, even the optimists con­
cede, Marcos will simply rig the election to make 
sure he wins.

Secret CIA assessments predict a close race. So a 
modest influx of cemetery ballots and roving multi­
ple voters should assure a Marcos victory.

Except for the Pentagon’s top brass and a small 
number of conservatives who believe in Marcos, the 
Reagan administration has made no secret of its 
hope that Mrs. Aquino somehow wins.

Both the pro- and anti-Marcos factions have the 
same strategic considerations in mind: retention of 
the big U.S. bases at Subic Bay and Clark Field, and 
successful elimination of the communist guerrilla 
forces in the islands.

At the Pentagon, the fear is that Mrs Aquino will 
close the U S bases as a sop to the leftists, and that 
she is too “ soft on communism”  to deal with the 
rebel threat.

At the State Department, the fear is that the ram­
pant corruption of the Marcos regime and the 
economic ruin it has wrought will doom the fight 
against the communist rebels, who will seize power 
and kick the Americans out along with Marcos.

There is no disputing the fact that the misery quo­
tient in the Philippines is high. While Marcos, his 
wife and their cronies live in luxury, the mass of 
Filipinos have a tough time just scratching for 
enough to eat The Philippines must now import rice, 
which it used to export.

“ Sixty percent of the average Filipino family’s 
resources are spent for food,”  reported a recent 
cable from our Manila embassy seen by our 
associate Lucette Lagnado “ Among poor families, 
up to 100 percent is being reported ”

The principal victims are the very young. 
“ Children under the ge of 5, from families at the 
lowest end of the economic scale, continue to be the 
most severely affected,”  the embassy cabled, ad­
ding that the situation is “ ootentiallv disastrous."

One member of Congress who agrees with the 
State Department on the importance of solving the 
Philippines' economic crisis is Sen. Melcher, D- 
Mont The farm state senator is furious that his ef-

forts to get more food sent to the islands were 
misinterpreted by State Department officials, as a 
gesture of support for Marcos personally.

In a bluntly worded letter to Marcos, the senator 
reminded him of earlier meetings between the two. 
“ I stressed the need to repair the severe economic 
conditions and the erosion of individual freedoms of 
the Filipino people,”  Melcher wrote.

Like Marcos, a wounded combat veteran of World 
War II, Melcher then proceeded to castigate the 
Philippines president for reinstating Gen. Fabian 
Ver as chief of staff after his acquittal on charges of 
complicity in the assassination of Corazon Aquino's 
husband, Benigno. “ Your reinstatement of Gen. Ver 
is, to me, incredible and can only be viewed as dic­
tatorial and despotic,”  Melcher wrote.

Marcos has not replied to the senator's letter. 
UNDER THE DOME : Last year the House took a 

bold step toward truth-in-publishing by ordering 
statements that had not actually been spoken on the 
House floor printed in boldface type in the Congres 
sional Recorxl. But the printers said frequent produc­
tion problems resulted from the heavier ink requred 
for the boldface segments.

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Haiti faces huge problem s

PORT AU PRINCE, Haiti (A P ) 
— People are celebrating instead 
of rioting, soldiers lean on the Na­
tional Palace gates and chat with 
passers-by, and the feared secret 
police are mostly a bad memory.

But Haiti's future remains cloud­
ed by poverty, illiteracy, disease 
and other long-ignored problems 

There has been jubilation since 
Jean-Claude Duvalier, 34, “ presi­
dent for life”  of this Caribbean na­
tion, fled to France last Friday 
after widespread anti-government 
riots. On Tuesday, Liberia offered 
him permanent asylum.

Teachers are a big key to the suc­

cess of public education, but it is no 
secret that the profession is in 
trouble

Common complaints among to­
day’s teachers are that they are be­
ing overwhelmed with paperwork, 
parents are apathetic and teacher 
salaries are too low. This leads to a 
lack of job satisfaction — a condi­
tion that can be helped.

Further on-the-job training for 
teachers in needed, concludes a 
new study, reported  in an 
Associated Press story.

New teachers are too often left to 
sink or swim in the classroom, it 
said, and educators should learn a 
lesson on job training from big 
business

“ Motivation is the First and 
foremost objective of initial train­
ing, yet in schools and colleges, it is 
missing,”  said a draft of the study, 
“ Mirrors of Excellence: Reflec­
tions for Teacher Education from 
Training Programs in Ten Cor­
porations and Agencies.” “

“ The private sector expends 
huge sums to train its employees 
Studies have shown that such 
preparation pays off in lower tur­
nover and recruiting costs,”  it 
said “ When the bottom line is in­
creased profits, the businesses in 
our study believe training pays 
off”

A Carnegie Foundation report 
last year estimated that big 
business spends a stunning $100 
billion a year to train its workers.

Yet the education field does not 
seem to share that commitment 
when it comes to training teachers. 
A great deal of attention is being 
paid to teacher certification and 
competency tests, but not much at­
tention is being paid to improving 
teacher efficiency.

Another way efficiency could be 
improved is significantly reducing 
the load of paperwork educators 
are responsible for This has been 
successful in big business.

When companies get bogged 
down by paperwork, they tend to 
stagnate. To serve society, 
business must change with the 
times, and the education industry 
is no different

Let’s take a cue from big 
business and help our teachers bet­
ter cope with their jobs. Ultimate 
ly, we’ll be helping ourselves.

O th e r drug m ay a lte r  insulin needs
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Please 

let me kaow about Reglan, a drug 
that is givea for digeotive pre- 
biems. Speciflcaliy, would it cause 
iBsalin to act at the wrong times, 
bringing low sugar reactions? — 
Mrs. D.M.

R eg lan  (m e to c io p ra m id e ) 
stimulates stomach muscles to
contract and propel food into the 
small intestine. It doesn’t affect in­
sulin action directly, but there can 
be an indirect effect leading to pro­
blems with insulin use.

Some diabetics develop an ac­
celeration of food moving from the 
stomach. The diabetes has im­
paired the muscles and nerves in­
volved If the diabetic has this pro­
blem, and if his insulin dosage is 
based on this slower passage, then 
use of the medicine you mention 
would have to be taken into ac­
count. If the medicine causes a 
noticeable acceleration in food 
passage, there might be more 
rapid fluctuations up and down in 
blood sugar.

It is well for the diabetic taking 
any new medicine to check out any 
potential effect on his insulin use 
and his blood sugar

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I cer­
tainly hope you can help me. I am 
at the end of my rope. I have a 
noise in my ears that sounds like a 
sixallng skillet or crickets. Can you 
tell me of anyone who specializes in 
this kind of problem? Can you send 
me his name?

The specialist in ear problems is 
an otolaryngologist.

■Just because of the amount of 
time drugs stay in the system 1 
don't think he would have come 
back this soon if his problems were 
drug related.’■ said center Mike 
Gminski. "There are a lot of 
maybes involved.

Richardson missed Tuesday’s 
night game against Detroit after he

was fined an undisclosed amount of 
money and suspended for skipping 
practice and failing to keep an ap- 
pointm ent w ith Dr. Dennis 
Quinlan, the team physician.

Richardson said he missed the 
practice because of the flu

The 30-year-old veteran, who 
career has been plagued by a co­
caine dependency, was required to 
take a di^-screening test 'Tuesday 
at University Hospital in Newark 
to determine whether he had been 
using drugs.
