| St Louls Pilots

Are Going Good
After 24 Days

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 14. (#— With
the worlds record for sustained
flight again in their possession, Dale
Jackson and Forest O’Brine soared
on today taking up the twentye
fourth day of their endurance grind
at 7:11 a. m. (OST). At that hour
they had been up 576 hours and had
beaten the mark of the Hunter
brothers by more than 22 hours.

When Jackson and O'Brine will
land remained problematical today.
“I think we will be up next year

| if the weather and everything holds

out,” O'Brine radioed from the en-
durance plane, Greater St. Louis.
Both fliers have talked of remain-
ing aloft for 1,000 hours, and it was
considered unlikely at Lambert-St.
Louis field, over which they are
flying, that they would come down
before reaching that goal if every-
thing continues to go well.

Now that the record is back in
their possession, Jackson and
O’Brine clung close to the field,

Louis
field yesterday, Miss Ingalls com-
pleted 714 consecutive barrel rolls,
297 more than the previous men's
record, which Dale Jackson held,
and 647 more than the previous
women’s record, which Mrs. Betty
Lund held. Five official observers
watched Miss Ingalls’ flight and
counted the rolls.

Taking the air at 3:50 p.
(CST) Miss Ingalls landed
hours and 39 minutes later.

“How many did I make,’ she
asked ground observers swarmed
about her plane to congratulate her,
“ahout 500?" '

“I did it,” was her first comment
when told she had made 714 con-
secutive rolls. “Well, I thought it
was only about 500. Towards the
end it began to get dark and I
thought my wings were getting
wobbly.” An examination of the
plane, a D. H. Wasp Moth biplane,
however, disclosed the wings were
&S secure as ever,

“I didn't get tired at all,” Miss
Ingalls told reporters. “It was like
getting your second wind. After
the first hour I had more power
than at the start.”

Miss Ingalls, who took her flying
training at Lambert-St. Louts field,
is one of the 14 women in the
country holding a tra rt pilot's
license. Within two Mours gfter be.
ing awarded the transport pilot's
license, she had broken the women's
record for consecutive loops.
