Brivk veneer,  perhaps,
as neither fish, fowl nor
rihg Nevertheless I considered
soumd construction and s praciics-
bility hug beep demonsteated in many
yeuars of sallsfactory use, But strict-
Iy spenkiog, a brick veneer exterior
Hnish 1= a4 shell—a shell of brick pro-
tecting some form of backing, such ns
wood shenthing, mineral sheathing,
concrete or other matervial,

The wnjor purpose of a brick ve
neer exterior & to carry out the archi-
tectural deslgn of the structure, In
Itself, brick veneer |s witheut strue-
tural strength. It Is lald up over one
of the standard bases, generally in
whut Ix kuown &5 n "ronning bond.”

Aroand the lower “course” or any
sipall  projecting cornles, the bricks
are likely to be lald In what I known
us a “soldier course.,” In this course
the bricks are stood on end, with the
narrow length exposed, llke so many
soldlers in u stiff row,

There are a great many bonds for
the laying up of solld brick walls, but
most of them are not applicahle to
brick veneer construction becnuse the
narrowness of the brick veneer walls
mukes It pecessary to break the brick
to curry out the designs of most of
the honds,
