The proposed standards, cover­
ing cotton gins, cottonseed, oil 
mills and textile plants, were 
published in the FEDERAL 
REGISTER December 28.

Mahon met with OSHA and 
industry officials on December 
22 in an effort to convince gov­
ernment officials that the sub­
mission of the proposed stand­
ards should be delayed. Rep­
resentatives of cotton ginning, 
cottonseed oil and textile in­
dustries joined Mahon in the plea 
for a delay, but agency officials - 
refused to postpone publication 
of the cotton dust standard pro­
posals, which would limit the 
amount of dust which would be 
acceptable in cotton gins, oil 
m ills, and textile plants.

Hearings regarding the pro­
posed standards will be held by 
OSHA beginning on April 4,1977 
and Mahon has called upon the 
cotton industry to make sure that 
all pertinent information is 
submitted at the hearing. He 
pointed out that, while the health 
of employees in the cotton in­
dustry is of vital concern, ex­
