WASHINGTON —  (AP) 

— The coal strike is over.
John L. Lewis won a $1.85 

a day wage boost, a health 
and welfare fund and near­
ly everything else he asked 
for his 400,000 bituminous 
miners.

The public caught the vision of 
an uninterrupted flow of postwar 
automobiles, radios, refrigerators 
and gadgets from long-troubled as­
sembly lines. But the public also 
got, a bigger coal bill.

President Truman, watched Lewis 
and Secretary of the Interior J. A. 
Krug sign the contract late Wed­
nesday in a White House ceremony 
that ended the last major barrier 
to full-scale industrial output.

Lewis’ anthracite miners are due 
to walkout at midnight Thursday 
night, but hard coal is used primar­
ily for heating homes.

A nationwide maritime strike is 
threatened for June 15, but the 
domestic market will quickly grali 
everything American industry can 
turn out for months to come.

Lewis said the bituminous pits 
will be in full operation by Monday. 
The strike lasted 59 days—broken 
only by a two-week truce when it 
was at the peak of its staggering 
impact.

Folio Epidemic 
Takes Three More 
Lives In Texas

’Tire death rate in the current 

polio-eneephalitis epidemic climbed 
higher Wednesday with new reports 
of three more victims of the dis­
eases..

Thursday the toll stands at 14 
dead in Texas since May 1.

Seven of these victims have died 
in San Antonio hospitals, the 
hardest hit of Texas cities in the 
epidemic.

’The victims reported Wednesday 
were Monroe England, 31, of San 
Antonio; Simona Trevino, 24, of 
Pearsall and Sam Albert Ditta, 38, 
of Houston.

AUSTIN — (/P) — Gov. Coke R.

Stevenson ’Thursday announced he 
would not be a candidate for re- 
election.

“Many months ago, I told my 
good friends of the Capitol press 
corps that I had no de.sire to run 
for - re-election to this office, had 
made no plans to run, and had 
no intention of running for any 
office during the current election.
’Tills statement was given to the 
public through the columns of the 
press.

“This decision was arrived at 
alter careful consideration of many 
issues involved of both personal 
and public natuie. It was in keep­
ing witli the time-honored prece­
dent of the past that when the 
state’s chief executive has served 
two elective terms, he would not 
bo expected to seek the. office 
again. I had no desire to break 
this precedent. I had no ambition 
to continue in office simply for the 
sake of holding the office for an­
other term. I have never conscious­
ly deceived either my friends or 
the public about my intentions or 
my views on public questions.”

Flankers Test 
Permian Shows

Shows of oil in a wildcat, and 
in a one-location stepout from 
production, in the Martin area of 
Central Southwest Andrews Coun­
ty, we:‘e being tested to try to 
develop commercial production.

'The Atlantic Refining Company 
No. 1-D-ll, University, in north­
west quarter of section 2, block II, 
University survey, and about one 
mile south of closest producer in 
the Martin field, was swabbing to 
test lower Peimian section at 7,804- 
69 feet, v/hich had been treated 
with 1,030 gallons of acid.

’The project had flowed .some oil 
by heads since the acid injection, 
and at last report was swabbing 
oil, cut with some acid water. 
Flowed Natural

Sun Oil Company No. 2 Martin,
I, 980 feet from east and 660 feet 
from south lines of section 17, 
block A-41, psl survey, and one- 
quarter of a mile due west of the 
discovery for flowing production 
Irom the lower Permian, on the 
north side of the Martin field, 
flowed 15 barrels of oil in three 
liours, natural, cut with one half 
of one per cent basic sediment and 
water, and was treating with 2,000 
gallons of acid.

The sections ;rnder investigation 
are at 6,805-25 feet; at 6,850-85 
feet, and at 6,915-7,010 feet, through 
perforations in the casing. This is 
the same formation from which tlie 
first well in the field was com­
pleted.
Still Swabbing Crespi

Humble Oil & Refining Company 
No. 1 Crespi. East Midland County 
wildcat, nine miles southeast of 
Midland, had a hook-wall packer 
set at 11,374 feet, over total depth 
of 11,620 feet, and was swabbing 
to test the Devonian, through per­
forations at 11,420-450 feet, and at
II, 470-540 feet, where a 2,000 gal­
lon acid treatment had been 
pumped in.

After setting the packer, opera­
tor swabbed down to 7,500 feet 
from suiface and developed a 
slight show of gas. The project was 
then shutin for nine hours, and 
when opened had fluid standing 
7,000 feet from surface.

Operator had not reported hav­
ing recovered any new oil so far.

j WASHINGTON —(/P)— The gov­
ernment jolted housewives Thurs­
day with a $250,000,000-a-year price 
boost for dairy products—and pre­
dicted still another sharp hike if 
Congress cuts subsidies.

Stabilization Director Chester 
Bowles estimated that the public 
will pay a quarter of a billion dol­
lars more for food annually as the 
result of price increases of one 
cent a quart for milk, about 11 
cents a pound for butter and ap­
proximately six cents a pound for 
Cheddar cheese.

Bowles announced Wednesday 
night that the new prices will be­
come effective early in Jurie. The 
exact amount of the increases will 
be fixed when the date is set. j

Ice cream manufacturers also 
were authorized to cut down on 
butterfat without trimming their 
prices. It is butterfat that gives 
ice cream its richness.

“ It is for us the living rather to be dedicated here 

. . .  to the great task remaining before . us—-that  ̂ from 
these honored dead we take increased devotion lo the 
cause for which they gave the last full measure of de­
votion— that we here highly resolve that these dead shall 
not have died in vain . . . ”  , .r,

Those words, so familiar and often repeated chat 
only their beauty and eloquence rescue them from banal­
ity, can be read today in a new light. Their fresh mean­
ing becomes almost an accusation as the nation pauses, 
on the first peacetime Memorial Day in five years, to 
honor the dead of this latest and greatest war, along 
with those who gave their lives in earlier conflicts.

Ours is indeed a great task today. But how well 
does our devotion to it honor those who gave the last full 
measure? How earnestly do we strive to make sure that
the dead have not died in vain?♦ * ♦

The answer is not a source of pride. The strength 
and unity with which the nation supported the men who 
fought its war are relaxed and broken. There are many 
who despair of the peace so dearly won, and laugh at the 
painful effort of a new society, built upon the costly vic­
tory, to maintain that peace.

The dead whom we honor today fought to defend 
“ the proposition that all men are created equal” against 
those who would destroy the freedom and dignity of men. 
They fought to defend the nation dedicated to that propo­
sition. But, though the nation pays them homage today, 
its general behavior yesterday and tomorrow does them 
scant honor.

We quarrel and bicker and accuse. Group clashes 
with selfish group in pursuit of selfish goals. We suspect
our neighbors and our neighbor nations.

* * *
And what of “ the brave men living” who fought 

and survived? We seem to have forgotten some of our 
sincere wartime promises of unforgetting gratitude and 
a better life. Many of those men who fought the nation’s 
war, far too many of them, are ill-housed and ill-clothed, 
jobless or poorly employed.. And still houses are not 
built, goods are not produced, jobs are not provided. 
And still we strike and wrangle.

Let us be dedicated to the great task remaining be­
fore us. Let us here highly resolve that these dead shall 
not have died in vain. It is the least that we can do, and, 
remembering, it is little enough.

Relics Of Five Wars Displayed In Museum Here

Report On Palestine
The report containing recommendations on Palestine 

by the Anglo-American inquiry committee is not without 
its good points, but it does not settle anything.

The admission of 100,000 displaced European Jews 
will not solve the problem of the million or more Jewish 
survivors of Nazi oppression still in Europe. Nor does it 
suggest an ultimate decision as to who shall govern Pal­
estine. Rather, it sidesteps the question by saying that 
since Palestine is holy land, it cannot be claimed by any 
race or religion as its very own.

Zionists have expressed displeasure with the recom­
mendations, and the Arabs have threatened war if at­
tempts are made to carry them out. Apparently, then, a 
forcible solution is going to be required, and this might 
logically be a job for the United Nations.

The present “ solution” is certainly a threat to peace, 
since war has already been thi’eatened. And the Middle 
East being the trouble spot that it is today, a war in Pales­
tine could conceivably spread and involve several coun­
tries.

The problem of Palestine has long been a thorny one. 
Efforts to solve it— of which the present is only one of 
many— have been fruitless. It will not be an easy job for 
anyone, but the UN looks like the logical place to start a 
new attempt.

The Generals Talk Of Peace
General of the Army Dwight D. Eisenhower and 

Marshal Gregory K. Zhukov are co-founders of what is 
probably the most exclusive organization in the world to 
promote friendly relations between the United States and 
Soviet Russia. It’s the “ International Peace Organization 
of Two.” Eisenhower and Zhukov are the only members.

The start of this I. P. O. of Two goes back to the 
time the two supreme commanders served on the Allied 
Commission in Berlin, after the defeat of Germany. Their 
association grew into a warm per.sonal friendship. Zhu­
kov was Eisenhower’s host for a visit to Russia. And 
when Eisenhower left Germany to.return to Washington 
as chief of staff, he made an agreement with Zhukov to 
continue their comradeship-in-arms.

The result is that the top field commanders in Europe 
now keep up a lively exchange of letters. This correspon­
dence .is probably one of the healthiest influences in ex­
istence for promoting good U. S.-U. S. S. R. relations.

This close association was pot formed easily or 
quickly. When Eisenhower and Zhukov first met in Ber­
lin, the Russian always had to be accompanied by his 
political advlsei’. Gradually, this formality was broken 
down. Political advisers were left out, and frequently 
the two supreme commanders conferred on their own.

The new equipment pasteurizes 
and cools in the same operation, 
and from the time the milk goes 
into the patseurizer until the cus­
tomer opens the bottle, it is not 
exposed to the air.

Ice Has Many Uses 
In Addition To Its 
Refrigeration Value

In addition to furnishing the most 
thoroughly satisfactory method of 
refrigeration, adding enjoyment to 
summer drinks ^nd foods, and be­
ing an efficient cooling medium, ice 
also has many other useful quali­
ties, according to L. W. Sandusky, 
manager of the Southern Ice Com­
pany at 310 South Main. •'

Housewives may be glad to learn 
that ice will help cut down their 
worries when Junior drops his 
chewing gum on the rug or smears 
it on his clothing. To remove gum 
from carpets or clothing, rub the 
spot with a piece of ice until the 
gum rolls into a ball, then scrape 
the gum off with a, dull knife.

An ice mas^ge will bring tem­
porary color to the skin, but, more 
important, it also helps to stimu­
late circulation and is a recognized 
beauty aid to eliminate dry skin.

Ice is used to retain the vitamin 
content of green vegetables. Kale, 
for instance, when packed in ice 
at harvest, shows no loss in vita­
min C after storage for six days, 
but can lose 30 per cent of its 
vitamin content within two days 
under ordinary storage.

Ice is a “first” in first-aid. Ab­
dominal pain, or pain associated 
with the digestive tract, may tem­
porarily be relieved by applications 
of ice-packs. Heat may accentu­
ate the trouble. The function at 
ice is to allay activity, and where 
relief is urgent, ice is the most in­
nocent of first-aid measures.

The employment situation in the 
Midland area is brighter than anv 
spot in the state, Alton L. Hill, 
manager of the U. S. Employment 

' Service Office here, said Thurs­
day. Fewer persons in proportion 
to other cities are seeking jobs here, 
although construction and develop­
ment work is being held back by 
lack of materials.

As of Wednesday, only 113 per­
sons were on the rolls of the of- 

I flee, including veterans and all 
other workers. Since the first of 
the month 91 applicants have been 

i placed in permanent jobs.
I . About 80 per cent of those placed 
are veterans. Hill said, and the 
office is giving special attention to 
the employment needs of returning 

' service men. Many of the persons 
on the rolls are war workers whose 

' skills are not adaptable to many 
jobs listed with the office.

There is a rapid turnover in

workers,. Hill said. Many jobs go 
begging because there are not per­
sons with the skills needed tc fill 
them.' At present the office has 
200 openings' in foreign service 
work.
■ Adapting the skills of veterans 
into peacetime jobs is one of the 
services being performed here. Two 
men who served as radar operators 
during the war have been success­
fully ' placed in seismograph work, 
and many other war-skilled • work­
ers are finding jobs in correspond­
ing civilian fields.

The majority of men returning 
from the services have been' given 
expert training In some line of 
work. Hill reported.
Prospects Only Fair

Immediate employment prospects 
in Midland County are only fair. 
Hill reported, because of continued 
scarcity of ipaterials for construc­
tion! and curttriled oil field activi­

ties. The local labor situation' is | 
generally sufficient to meet current [ 
demands. I

Present job openings are mostly 
for clerical workers, bricklayers, 
carpenters and mechanics, and 
heavy male laborers for railroad 
section crews. Wages for laborers 
range from 55 cents to 75 cents 
per hour. Openings for clerical 
w'orkers offer $25 to $50 a week for 
a 40-hour week.

Existing- jobs which are difficult 
to fill include those for auto me­
chanics at $50 a week, stenographers 
at $150 a month, and female gen­
eral office clerks aU $125 to $150 a 
month.

The Employment Service’s report 
on living conditions says that fur­
nished houses and apartments are

House Group Approves I 
Fund To Return War Dead

WASHINGTON--(/P)— A $92,500,- 
000 fund to help the War Depart­
ment start returning to this coun­
try the bodies of 275,000 war dead 
was approved Wedne.sday by the 
House Appropriations Committee.

It was part of a $661,520,810 de­
ficiency supply bill sent to the 
Hduse floor by the committee— 
$416,656,000 of the total being ear- 
njarked for expanded activities of 
the Veterans Administration.

In addition to the cash sum al­
lotted to the Veterans Administra­
tion, the bill gives the administra­
tion $441,250,000 in contract author­
ity to complete 76 new hospitals and 
other buildings.

That, plus the actual cash, 
boosted the measure’s total to above 
$1,000,000,000.

Court Rules Property 
Owners Can Sue For 
Airspace Trespass

WASHINGTON —(/P)— The Su­
preme Court has extended property 
rights to low altitude airspace with 
a precedent-making decision for the 
age of flight.

'The high tribunal’s ruling had 
two main points:

1. That a landowner has title 
to as much of the air-space above 
his property as its use and enjoy­
ment requires.

2. Hence repeated invasion of 
such airspace by low-flying aircraft 
is akin to, trespassing, and subject 
to legal redress.

The court reached its conclusion 
by a 5 to 2 decision after looking 
Into the protests of Mr. and Mrs. 
Thomas Lee Causby, a North Caro­
lina farm couple whose chickens 
were so badly' scared by Army 
bombers from a nearby airfield they 
flew into fences and broke their 
necks.

The situation became so bad, 
Causby said, that he was forced out 
of the chicken business and his 
home made uninhabitable, with his 
family suffering from fright and 
■ nervousness. *

House Bill Would 
Exempt News Agencies 

iFrom Antitrust Act
WASHINGTON —(.IP)— A House 

judiciary subcommittee is consider­
ing a bill exempting mutual news 
gathering organizations from pro­
visions of the Sherman Antitrust 
Act.

Requests for approval came from 
Rep. Mason (R-IIl), author of the 
measure and George C. Blohm of 
Chicago, who said he spoke for 814 
members of The Associated Press. 
The AP is a non-profit news co­
operative.

Mason asserted the legislation is 
necessary, to “clarify and nullify” 
the Supreme Court’s decision last 
year that membership bylaws of 
The Associated Press then in effect 
violated the Sherman Act. The by­
laws later were amended.

Blohm said that “now because of 
fear of conteihpt of court every ap­
plicant is being given membership.” 

He added, in a statement filed 
with committee, that the court de­
cision “compels AP to travel the 
road to monopoly” and that as such 
“it will be subject to complete regu­
lation by the state x x x and then 
you lose freedom of the press.”

In response to questions by news­
men, Blohm said he is employed by 
The Chicago Tribune, but empha­
sized that he did not appear as a 
witness in this connection. He said 
he held proxies for 814 Associ­
ated Press members who asked him 
to present their views.
In State Of Chaos 

Blohm said the court’s decision 
“leaves the whole news industry 
X X X in a state of chaos.”

“If any change is required in the 
industry,” he added, “such changes 
should be effected by acts of Con- 
gres.s and not by judicial decisions.” 

The antitrust laws, Blohm con­
tended, should be amended to give 
press associations the right to con­
tract with their subscribers not to 
furnish service to another publisher 
in the same field served by a sub­
scriber.

Hebert A. Bergson, special assist­
ant to the attorney general, receiv­
ed the committee’s permission to 
file a statement on the legislation 
later. He said the attorney general’s 
views had not been cleared by the 
Budget Bureau yet and could not 
be offered until they are.

Acting Chairman Byrne (D-NY) 
announced another hearing will be 
held June 6.

New U.S. War Weapons 
To Be Kepi Secret

WASHINGTON—(/P)— House Ap­
propriations Committee members 
have shouted an emphatic “no” to 

l i  ^ggestions that the public be told 
■‘■'--^nore about major new secret weap­

ons.
Referring particularly to the re­

ported development of biological or 
germ warfare and “atomic poison 
gas” weapons, these members dis­
closed privately that they are con­
sidering boosting Army funds for 
further scientific research.

The suggestion that the public 
be given more information about 
the new weapons came from W. A. 
Higinbotham, chairman of the Fed­
eration of Atomic Scientists, in a 
speech here.

Higinbotham asserted there are 
“at least two major secret weapons 
in existence potentially as danger­
ous to mankind” as the atomic 
bomb and that scientists believe 
“ the public has a right” to know 
more about them.

“If it were simply a matter of 
letting the American people know 
about them, it would be an easy 
thing,” one appropriations commit­
tee said. “But you can’t make these 
secrets public to the American peo­
ple without letting the whole world 
know about them.

“Certainly the United States 
should not have to spend all the 
money developing these things and 
then give the result of that expen­
diture to other nations not footing 
any part of the bill. Other nations 
are experimenting in these fields, 
too, and they aren't letting us in 
on their secrets.”

Keep chocolate syrup in jars in 
the refrigerator, ready for iced sum­
mer drinks. Here are a few varia­
tions on the popular theme.

Cocoa Syrup 
(For Drinks or as Sauce)

One cup breakfast cocoa, 1/2 to 
3/4 cup sugar, 1/2 to 3/4 cup corn 
syrup, 1/4 teaspoon salt, I cup cold 
water, 2 teaspoons vanilla.

Combine cocoa, sugar, syrup, and 
salt in saucepan. Add water slowly,, 
and place over low flame, stirring 
until smooth; then boil gently 3 
minutes, stirring constantly. Add 
vanilla. Turn into jar; cover tightly. 
Keep in refrigerator.

Makes about 2 cups syrup.
To make cold drinks, use 2 ta­

blespoons cocoa syrup to 1 cup milk.
Premium Chocolate Synip 
(For Drinks or as Sauce)

Three squares unsweetened choco­
late, 2/3 cup water, 1/2 cup sugar, 
dash of salt, 1/2 cup corn syrup, 
1/2 teaspoon vanilla.

Place chocolate and water in 
saucepan. Cook and stir over, low 
heat until thick and well blended. 
Add sugar, salt, and syrup; bring 
to a boil and boil gently 4 minutes, 
stirring constantly. Remove from 
heat. Cool slightly; add vanilla. 
Turn into jar; cover tightly. Keep 
in refrigerator.

Makes about 1 1/2 cups syrup. 
Use hot or cold.

Chocolate Pineapple Float
Three-fourths cup chilled milB, 2 

tablespooirs chocolate syrup or cocoa 
syrup, 1/4 cup crushed canned pine­
apple and juice, chocolate oi’ vanil­
la ice cream.

Add milk slowly to syrup, stir­
ring constantly. Add pineapple, and 
beat or shake well. Pour into tall 
glass. Add ice cream and serve at 
once.

Makes 1 serving.

wliom the craving for gold is 
strong,” the monument marker 
continues. *

“Beware, lest you, too, succumb 
to the Im'e of the Lost Dutchman 
mine in Superstition Mountain.” 

The Dons Club climaxed an all- 
Eaguaro cactus illuminated a crude 
stage and a loud speaker carried 
the narrator’s voice to echo hoi- 
day outing for tourists with a play­
let re-enacting the bloody history

of Arizona’s most infamous gold 
mine. And, lest the whole thing 
sound too fantastic, the club intro­
duced the great grand niece of the 
Ijost Dutchman.

She is Mrs. Laura B. Middaugh, 
of Joplin, Mo., who is going to hunt 
for the mine herself, says Tom 
Fitzwater, Dons president.

An eager audience sat on rock 
seats in a natural ampliitheatre. 
Spotlights hanging from a 20-foot 
lowly from the walls of Superstition 
Mountain. Amateur actors, with 
blank cartridges and a burro pan­
tomimed the story.

Skeptical old timers think Jacob 
Walz pocketed nuggets from an­
other mine, the $25,000,000 Vulture 
lode, where he worked as a miner.
