Aims That Are Sought.

Indicating the aims that are sought
in this work, they may be briefly sum-
marized as follows:

1. 'To reach the little children that
their feet may be started in the up-
ward path

2. 'To inspire the older bhoyvs and
girls with ideals that will help them
to improve their environment and give
them strength to cope with tempa-
tions.

3. To interest the young people in
sane and wholesome pleasures that
their enargies may be rightly directed.

4. To help the women to be better
home-makers, more careful wives and
mothers and better Christians.

H Patriotism and religion go hand in' +5. To give Christ and an exalted

citizenship to the nelghborhood.

In additiom to the aurseries and
playgrounds maintained for the chil-
dren, clubs and classes are held dally
for young and old, the neighborhood
houses are open during the winter
months from 3 to 6 in the afternoom
and four nights in the week from 7 to
9. In addition to the English courses,
cooking. sewing, first aid and nursing
are taught girls, manual training and
other useful courses are given the
boys, along with practice in debating;
while for the mothers there is instruc-
tion in housekeeping, care of the sick,
sanitation and food selection. Through
the mission Sunday schools, vacation
Bible study classes and otherwise »
knowledge of the Bible is afforded and
the way thus opened for a personal
surrender of lives to God.

Life of Communities Changed.

And in every community where a
Good Will Center or other social work
has been established by the Chris-
tian workers there has come about a
marked transformation in the lives of
individual members of the community
and in the appearance of the homes
and general premises. Cleanliness has
superseded dirt, happiness has taken
the place of sorrow, and hope has
come to lighten the faces that were
formerly overshadowed by depression
and doubt. Little tots who previously
wandered through the streets now find
pleasure and helpful entertainment in
the games, stories and Bible lessons
provided at the settlement houses;
aimless boys and girls have been fired
with zeal and ambition to become use-
ful Christian citizens; mothers bur-
dened with handicaps of heavy work
and poverty have taken a new lease
on life when they have found that
there are those in the world who want
to help them to a higher life; and the
fathers noting the improvement of the
members of their families, have yield-
ed to the refining and uplifting influ
ences that have been thrown about

them in the home and the community. |

78 Million Campaign, With Assistance
of Sunday School Board, Makes
Extension Program
Possible.

Ian what is believed to be the most
extensive campaign for the develop |
ment of rural Sunday Schools that hag
vet been undertaken by any single de-
nomination, the forces of Southern
Baptists especially interested in Sun
day School work will undertake to |
reach 15,000 or more rural Sunday
Schools of the South and SOuthwutI
this summer, announces Dr. 1. J. Van

Ness, corresponding secretary of the
Baptist Sunday School Board at Nash
ville.

The work is made possible by the
larger funds available from the 75 Mil
lion Campaign and will be carried on
by the forces of the eighteen states of
the Southern Baptist Convention in
co-operation with the Sunday School
Board. Additional workers will be put
on in every state and a large number
of Sunday School institutes will be
held in the hope of reaching a great
majority of the rural Sunday Schools
in every state. Normal 3Sumday School
institutes will be held in fifty coun-
ties of Tennessee, for instance, and
over 500 ruar] centers wiil be reached
with the better system of Sunday

School teaching and methods of admin- |

istration, Similar methods will be fol
lowed in all the states.
Every State Eniarges Work.
Over $300,000 a year will be ex
pended on Sunday School field work in
the territory of the Southern Baptist
Convention, it is announced, and every

Not more than one person at the
same time shall be permitted to oc-
cupy any one compartment, voting
booth or place prepared for a voter,
nor shall any assistance be given a
voter in prepacing his ballot, except
when a voter is unable to prepare
the same ‘ballot himself because of
some bodily infirmity, such as rend-
ers him physically unable to write,
or is over sixty years of age and is
unable to read and write, in which
case two judges of such election
shall assist him, they have been first
sworn that they will not suggest, by
word or sign or gesture, how such
voter shall vote; and they will eon-
fine their assistance to answering his

TO THE VOTERS IN TEXAS WHO

Letters have been mailed to the
women voters of Texas containing
“certain information” with reference
to Mr. Thomason and Mr. Neff, who
are candidates for Governor, and
which contain statements with re-
ference to Mr. Neff that are mis-
leading and are not supported by the
facts.

Among other things the letters
slate, in substance, that in 1919 Mr
Neff opposed Woman's Suffrage in
his home county and refused to lend
assistance to Woman's Suffrage, and
that while he (Mr. Neff) was cam-
paigning for governor a man out of
Mr. Neff’s office was fighting the
Woman's Suffrage bill, and that
Governor Ferguson emploved Mr.
Neff to fight the “Chicken Salad"
Buit.

In fairness and justice to Mr. Neff,
we, his friends and neighbors, desire
to say that those statements are in-
correct and that his record we know
is as follows:

Mr. Nefl’s SUffrage Record

Mr. Neff has always been an advo-
cate of Woman's Suffrage and has
never opposed same, and in all of his
public speeches were that question
has been in issue, he has abvocated
it. He believes and has always be-
lieved that women should have an
equal right to vote with the men. Mr.
Neff had nothing whatever to do
with the suit against the Woman
Suffrage bill, and was not in any way
responsible for said suit.

The statement contained in the
letter stating that Governor Fergu-
son employed Mr. Neff to defend that
“Chicken Salad” suit is absolutely
untrue. The fact is that H. B. Ter-
rell, who was comptroller, and who
was a citizen of MecLennan County,
employed Mr. Neff in 1915 when the
case was filed, to represent him as
Compftroller.
