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We finish our study today on the subject of salvation by 
pace through faith. We are now living in the Christian dis­
pensation which began on the first Pentecost after the resur- 
tection of Christ; we are subject to the same law of pardon 
M was delivered by Peter on that day. If we are saved from 
•ur sms, we must do exactly the same as did the Penlecost- 
isns in order to be forgiven. It Is true that Christ saved some 
in His day by just saying: ‘‘Thy faith hath made thee whole.” 
We must remember, however, that Christ had the power to 
lorgive people of their sins but that he lived and died under 
the law of Moses. We are now living under the law of Christ 
*nd must obey it in order to be forgiven. Christ is no longer 
on earth and so it is not possible for people to be saved as 
•owe were during His day. Let us now turn to the second 
chapter of Acts and note the events of that day. The apostles 
had been instructed by Christ to remain in Jerusalem until 
Ihey were endued with power from on high (Luke 24:49), 
•fler which they» were to preach the Gospel to every creature 
(Mark 16:15). In the first few verses of Acts two, we read of 
(he apostles being baptized in the Holy Spirit and speaking in 
*(her known languages as the Spirit gave them utterance. 
Peter wa.s the chief spokesman and delivered the Gospel for 
Ihe first time in its fullness to a group of Jews who some 
fifty days previous had crucified the Christ. After heating 
Peters sermon we are told in Acts 2:37: ‘‘Now’ when they 
heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto 
Peter and to the rest of the apostles. Men and brethren, what 
'hall We do?" They believed that Jesus whom they had cru­
cified was the Christ; they realized their sinfulness and want- 

to know what they could do in order to be forgiven and 
•PPear justified in the sight of Go<l. In Acts 2:38 Peter gives 
ihe answer: “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the 
"anie of .Tesus Christ for tlu> remission of sins, and ye shall 
teceive the gift of the Holy Ghost."
