Seven firms submitted bids on
the aerial mapping project, to cov-
er some 27,000 acres in and
around Big Spring. Since only
three commissioners were pres-
ent, the commission decided to
wait until a later date to award

Kasch
brought up the idea of maybe
adding a few more segments to
the plan if the accepted bidder
would give the same price for ad-
ditions as for deductions.

The commission meets again
next Tuesday, and the contract
will probably be awarded at that
time.

In other matters Tuesday, the
commissioners agreed to meet
Thursday to interview a man for
the city attorney’s position. Also,
they asked the city manager, A.
K. Steinheimer, to contact two

Labor Panel
Eyes News
Racket Pact

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Sen-
ate Labor-Management Committee
tries to find out today whether
New York newspapers and their
distributing firms have brought la-
bor peace from gangsters or labor
union officials.

Robert F. Kennedy, committee
counsel, said witnesses in this
windup of a two-day inquiry would
include a dozen or more officials
of a newspaper deliverers union
and executives of the New York
Times, Mirror, Journal-American,
the American Weekly and the Neo
Gravure Co., a publisher of news-
paper supplements.

The committee originally had
announced it would look into a
strike which paralyzed the New
York newspapers for weeks last
fall, but Kennedy said he does not
expect the strike to figure in the
testimony.

Kennedy said the committee’s
quest is “whether any payments
have been made to union officials,
directly or indirectly, or to any
gangsters in order to achieve la-
bor peace.”

The committee ran into a series
of Fifth Amendment pleas Tues-
day, as it quizzed officials of
newspaper distributing firms and
of the Newspaper and Mail De-
liverers Union of New York and
Vicinity.

One after another, executives of
nine newspaper wholesale distrib-
uting firms invoked the Fifth
Amendment on whether they had
made payoffs to officials of the
Deliverers Union,

So did four of eight union offi-
cials, when asked if they had re-
ceived or demanded payoffs.

But the union's president-elect,
Joseph Baer, thundered ‘No”
when asked if he was a taker of
payoffs. He defended the union as
clean.

The committee centered ques-
tions largely on items totaling
more than $400,000 it said its
investigators found in the finan-
cial records of various distribut-
ing firms.

Chairman John L. McClellan
(D-Ark) and Kennedy asked
whether the items represented
payoffs to unionists or racketeers.
They got no answers.

Harold Weinstock, secretary of
the Metropolitan News Co. and an
executive also of the Kings Coun-
ty News Co., refused to tell who
got $126,718 in checks drawn to
“cash” issued by the two firms
since 1956. Nor would he tell why
the money was paid. He said an-
swers might incriminate him.

Daniel Holds
2 Lyndon For

President Bills

AUSTIN (AP) — Two bills to
boost Sen. Lyndon B. Johnson as
a possible presidential candidate
were in Gov. Price Daniel’s hands
today. He is expected to sign both.

One pushing back the dates of
the Democratic primaries 11
weeks easily survived a four and
a half hour filibuster in the Senate
last night. The House measure, at-
tacked as singling out one candi-
date for help, was not amended
in the Senate. It was finally passed
on a voice vote, with five senators
recording “‘no.” It passed the
House 97-44.

Friends of Johnson said they fa-
vored the primary bill because it
would allow the senator, if he
wishes, to seek and perhaps nail
down his bid for renomination be-
fore the July presidential conven-
tion. They said it would give him
prestige and also be a boon if he
wished to make a national cam-
paign.

The other so-called Johnsor. bill,
passed last week, would permit his
or any other candidate’s name to
appear on the general election bal-
lot for statewide office, and for
president or vice president. The
law now restricts a candidate to
one listing.

Sen. Henry Gonzalez of San An-
torio told the Senate in his delay-
ing action that he would do “any-
thing he could” for Sen. Johnson,
but that the primary date change
was not good legislation.

‘“He is an eminent and illustri-
ous Texan,” Gonzalez said. ‘‘But
this bill is not what it is claimed.
Sinister elements ard forces have
greedily taken advantage of John-
son's name in trying to keep poor
gamiidates from running for of-

ce.”

Gonzalez warned that passage
would mark “the death knell of
the Democratic party in Texas.”
He said it was aided and abetted
by enemies of the party and would
lead “inevitably to rigged conven-
tions.”

Gonzalez and House opponents
argued that the section of the bill
abolishing one set of Democratic
conventions, beginning in 1960, er-
dangered grass roots participation
in ‘¢onventions. During presiden-
tial years now, Texas holds one
convention in May to name presi-
dential convention delegates, an-
other in September for state mat-
ters.

Under the bill passed yesterday,
the same delegates would serve in
both conventions. This stirred up
much of the opposition.

Johnson, in Harrisburg, Pa., last
night, had no commert on the Leg-
islature's action.

Knoft Paving

He said that as soon as Caldwell
has completed the Knott road, he
will shift operations to Second
street in Big Spring where half a
mile of paving is to be done.

At the same time, if it proves
practical, a crew will go to work
on the half mile of road from the
erd of existing paving on Moss
Creek Road. It is believed it will
be advisable to pave the Moss
Creek road in midweek if possible
in order to avoid heavy weekend
traffic.

Election " Sef

ACKERLY (SC)—Residents of
this community are pointing to-
ward a crucial referendum one
week from Saturday.

On May 16 they will decide
whether to incorporate the town
as the first step toward providing
certain municipal services.

Foremost is the possibility of
developing a water system, Cur-
rently water is provided from
deep private wells (150 feet)
which are not found in all areas
of the town. Proponents of incor-
poration have pointed that real
estate frequently changes hands
upon the contingency of beiny able
to obtain water underlying the
land.

Another potential project is mu-
nicipal provision for street lights,
At the present times this service
is provided through business firm
contributions.

Secrecy Veils
Parker Probe

POPLARVILLE, Miss. (AP) —A
mantle of secrecy hung over the
Mack Charles Parker case today
as officers continued o look for
clues that might lead to the lynch
mob that shot the 23-year-old Ne-
gro truck driver to death.

A six - man coroner’s jury ruled
Tuesday that two bullet wounds
killed Parker. He was awaiting
trial on a charge of raping a preg-
nant white woman when a band
of eight or 10 masked men kid-
naped him from an unguarded jail
here April 25.

No bullets were in the body
when an FBI agent and a highway
patrolman pulled it from the Pearl
River near Bogalusa, La., Mon-
day. But FBI Agent Joseph My-
ers told the jury there were two
holes in the body, one in the side
and the other near the breastbhone.

Two hours after the inquest
about 100 Negroes attended funer-
al services for Parker in a ceme-
tery about one mile from his
home outside Lumberton,

Confused Girl
Nabbed In Dallas

DALLAS (AP)—A nervous, strin-
gy-haired girl admitted kidnaping
an 18-month-old boy from his
home near Albuquerque, N.M.,
Monday, then abandoning him this
morning in a downtown Dallas
drug store,

The girl, Betty Smithey, 16, a re-
form school inmate employed by
the school’s former psychologist
as a baby sitter, was arrested by
two Dallas patrolmen minutes aft-
er she fled the drug store.

The baby, Mitchell Johnson, who
could be mistaken for a girl be-
cause of his long blond hair, ap-
peared healthy and unharmed.

Biting her fingernails nervously,
the young abductor said, “I don't
know why I did it. I just took it."”

The girl said she took the boy
from the home of his parents, Mr.
and Mrs. Paul Johnson, Monday
afternoon. They live in Placitas,
a mountain village 20 miles north-
east of Albuquerque.

Mrs. Johnson, former psycholo-
gist at Girls Welfare Home, had
employed Betty after she came
to the home as a runaway from
the home of her sister, Vickie Wil-
son, of Chandler, Ariz.

The relieved mother expressed
compassion for the confused girl
after being told of her arrest.

“It’s tragic . .. she's basically
honest,” she said.

The girl said she had planned an
escape from the Johnson home and
that she thought if she took the
child, it wouldn't ery and give an
alarm.

Besides, she said, she liked him.

She said when she walked out,
they started hitchhiking.

A truck driver on U.S. 66 gave
her $14 after takirg her and the
baby to Woodward, Okla., Mon-
day night, Betty related.

With this, she fed Mitchell milk
and soup.

Meanwhile, FBI Agents
launched a three-state search.

Betty took a bus to Dallas yes-
terday afternoon, she remember-
ed, and arrived here about mid-
night and stayed with the baby in
a hotel room.

She has been here before and
has an aunt living here.

Last summer, the girl climbed
on top of a motor company build-
ing and threw rocks at passersby.
When police arrived, she threaten-
ed to jump off, but was dissuaded.
It was at this time, police records
show, she was listed as a runaway

from the Oklahoma State Mental
Institution at Norman,

This morning, the girl took the
child to a drug store and pleaded
with Mrs. Angie Ryan:

“Will you please take my
baby?"

Mrs. Ryan said the girl ap-
peared dirty and distraught. She
refused to take the child.

Then Betty tried to get other
customers to keep the baby, said
Mrs. Ryan. Finally, an uniderti-
fied man permitted her to put the
child in a booth beside him. An-
other customer ordered bacon and
eggs and the child readily ate
them

Betty used the telephone, said
Mrs. Ryan, then fled.

She had called her aunt, Mrs.
C. H. Goolsby, wife of a Dallas
traffic policeman. Mrs. Goolsby
notified police.

Minutes later, patrolmen C. R.
Groves and C. L. Palmer spotted
Betty in Ray's Cafeteria as she
ate breakfast,

“What's your name?” They ask-

“‘Betty,” she replied.

Invasion-Grounded Woman
Flier Plans Takeoff Today

PANAMA (AP)—A Texas wom-
an flier, grounded for 10 days in
Panama after landing during the
invasion crisis, planned to take off
today for Colombia and Venezuela.

Mrs. Marian Burke of San An-
torio, flying with her 15-year-old
son Johnny, described her delay
as ‘‘uncomfortable but understand-
able.”

Mrs. Burke stopped at David,
in Panama's Chiriqui province,
April 26 on her way to Maracay,
Venezuela, to deliver the single-
engine plane she was flying.

A small force of Cubans had
just landed on Parama’s Carib
bean coast, trying to launch a rev-
olution against President Ernesto
de la Guardia. Officials had a ma-
jor case of invasion jitters and
grounded Mrs. Burke's plane. She
said they also advised her that the
plane might be commandeered by

‘lhe government.

Mrs. Burke said she was not
placed urder arrest but told she
would have to turn over the keys
to the plane if she wanted to
