a direct personalInterest In the progrcsslvencss
nnd welfare of America's great oil Industry.
The fact that oil and agriculture go hand-In-han-d

has been established In Garza county,
(as It has been In the nation) by a recent
record established In the Tax Collector As-

sessor'soffice. This year, for the first time In
the history of the county, registration fees for
motor Vohlcles In the county haw gone over
550,000. Much of that sum can be attributed
directly to the increasing number of farm auto-

mobiles. Included on the local register were
L040 passengercars, many of which belong to
farmers of the county, and 350 farm trucks.
This record Is In keeping with the national
trond, for last year, for the first time In history,
farm automobiles outnumbered draft animals
on American farms. These two Items cast an
intorostlng sidelight on the wny the machine
has revolutionizedagriculture's way of working
and living. Today, tractors, trucks
and engines In use on our farms represent a
total of 178,000,000 horsepower In mechanical
energy twice the figure of ten years ago. In
that period farm output per man-hou- r has
jumped 50 percentThis energy has made It
possible for farmers to produce larger crops
of all kinds with less physical work. It has re-

leased for food production 15,000,000 acres
formerly required to produce feed for horses
and mules. It has also made It possible for
farms, with fewer farm workers, to normally
produce 40 percent more than In the best
bumper years up to 19-10-. So it Is not hard to
understand, here In Garza county, where oil
and agriculture provide the principal Income,
why the farmer Is Interested In oil.

say.

Some soils have a poor plant
soli moisture relationship. That
Is, they have heavy dense sub
soils at a shallow depth. These
subsoils restrict the movement
of air, water and plant roots
which also limits the activity of
lire In the soil. Growing of deep
rooted legumes or grasses will
punch these heavy subsoils full
of holes andcause better move-
ment of air, water and plant
roots through the soil.

Soil life, say the agronomists,
is made up of small animals and
plantssuch as earthworms, bac-
teria and fungi. Theseorganisms
arc a lot like plants for they too
must Have food, air and water to
grow. Their food comes from le
gumes and other plant residue
that is plowed under, as well as
from the roots of these plants.
Since air is a necessity, these
small organisms arc much more
active at greater depths In soils
that have been punched full of
holes by deeprooted legumes.

Growing deep rooted legumes
such as sweetclover not only Im
proves the soil home for small
organisms,but also Increasesthe
water penetration as well as
water holding capacity and aera
tion of the soil. All arc needed
to maintain and Increase the

nroductlvlty of cropland soils.
Legumes, especially when

plowed under as agreen manure
crop. Increasethe organic matter
In the soil. This organic matter
helns hold toncthcr the small
soil nartlclcs and Improves the
soli structure by making it gran-
ular. Soils high In organic mat-
ter have bettor olr circulation
and air space and will absorb
and hold water that Is neededby
the plants and soil life. Growing
decn rooted lecumcs. point out
the agronomists,puts the organic
matter from decaying roots deep
in the soil and thus Improvessoil
conditions.

The agronomists urge farmers
to make plans now for their fall
legume plantings. Technical In-

formation concerning these le-

gumes, the time to plant and
methodsof planting, can be ob-

tained at the local SCS office,
the county agent or the voca
tional agriculture teacher. And
Information pertaining to conser-
vation "payments may be obtain-
ed at the local PMA office.

Amount Of Water

During the month of July a
record . breaking 18,078,214 gal-
lons of water was used by Post
residents,figures from the Water
and Seweragedepartment reveal-cd-.

Tills total surpassedthe nearest
competing month by more than
3 million gallons. It was also the
most water used In the city since
the system was purchasedby the
town over two years ago.

Nearestcompetingmonth to the
record July month was June of
this year, when slightly more
than 15,000,000 gallons poured
through city water system pipes.
May of this year was third high-
est.

The presentextendeddry spell
Is the main cause of such high
water consumption. Increased
pressureIn the lastweekof July's
record figure, accountedfor some
of the Increase.

Officials believe that the re-
cord July consumption will be
surpassedthis month. If there Is
no rain to alcvlatc the extended
dry spell, Post water users are
