OFFICIALS for the county hotpaal 
disbict voted late Wednesday night to 
hire a "dark horse" management Ann to 
run Health Sciences Canter Hoapvtal lor 
a MVday trial period.

Pending approval tw the county com­
missioners. Brookwood Medkal Satviem 
Inc., of Birmiogharo, Ala., win manage 
the teaching hospilal for IIEOOO monthly 
fee plus expenses with ptana to negotiate 
for a three-year contract at a later date.

Board mennbon came out of a three- 
hour closed oecuttve sestloa at 11 p.m., 
after saying at the start that they would 
arrive at a decision one way or another

The top contender for the manage­
ment position, the Houston firm of Life- 
mark. informed the board earlier that 
they had withdrawn their bid. Lifemark

representativm told board chairman 
Jmk Strong that the Job eras too big for 
them

"It like to seared me to death." 
Strong said of Lifemark's withdrawal 
He admitted that the Houston firm had 
appeared to be the most qualified of 
those offering their services

Calling the Brookwood firm a "crash 
team." Strong said the Alabama compa­
ny had not appeared as strong as Life- 
mark But be Mid the MMay trial period 
agreed upon by the board would Indicate 
whether or not the Arm could handle 
the Job.

The task ahead of the management 
firm includes clearing up unpaid patient 
bills tolahng more than f7.$ million.

Club Security Guard 
Cleared Of Charge

ALTHOUGH the Ment of the city's 
public aoconunodatioos ordinance is 
good, the sUtute b  "poorly written." ac- 
cordtaM to attorney Warren Goss.

Goss crlticlaed the wording of the or­
dinance loOowtng the acquittal Wednes­
day of hb client. Russell Sik«. who was 
charged under a section of the statute.

A sb-man municipal court jury took 
only IS minutes to find Sikes, a former 
security guard at Studio One dbeot- 
heque. innocent of denying a Dallas man 
entrance to the dob June Id on the basb 
of an napofled dress code.

Dress Cade ChaBeaged
OUic Dailey filed the complaint 

against Sikes under the section of the or 
dinance making it "unlawful for any 
place of public accommodation to have 
entrance requlrcrocrrts, dress codes or 
identilicBtion requirements for patrons, 
customers, partlclpanls. visitón or 
gucsb unless such requirements are 
clearly pouted at aB public entrances to 
such building, room or facility."

Althongh Sáes testified that he did 
refuse Dailey entrance to the 713 Broad­
way dub and there was no written or 
posted dress code, Goss argued. "The 
facb arc not really in bsue here, but 
let’s look at what he (Sikes) b charged 
With."

Goss contended the charge was Im­
properly filed against hb client, an indl- 
viduA and should have been brought 
againsl the club and lb ownen. Sik^ 
Goss said, was simply an empioyro «  
the nightspot and, under threat of hb

job. was required to do what manage­
ment asked

"Studio One should be on trial here.” 
Goss said. “ I don't know why, but M 
seems Mr. Sikes has got to be put up 
here and made an esunpic of. Gentle­
men of the Jury, I am thoroughly con­
fused by thb whole situation."

Up**
Goes railed at the city for "botching 

up” the complaint and urged the Juron 
not to accept "thb kind of slop as pro­
per law enforcement."

Deputy City Attorney Jack Chappell 
argued that all evidence, including Sikes' 
testimony, dearly indicated a violation 
of the ordinance, enacted last Novem­
ber.

However, the panel apparently gave 
greater weight to Gon's criticisms of the 
statute's wording.

Following the verdict. Chappell ad­
mitted the city b "starting beliind" on 
enforcement of the otdiuace. 
two-day trial was the first test of 
dinance.

Two other complalnb in connection 
with alleged public accomnoodatisns or­
dinance violations abo have been filed 
against the 22-yatr«ld Sikes but triab on 
those chargas havt been postponed "in­
definitely”  because of other cases being 
handled by Goss.

Co-ownen of the dub Roger Free­
man and Rodney Holloman also face 
separate charges under the ordinance 
However, they have pleaded no contest 
to the allegations hi Mnnidpal Court and

DC-10 Makes Safe 
Emergency Landing

CLEVELAND (AP) -  A United Ab- 
tines DC-10 with 173 passengen aboard 
-nade a safo emergency landing In Cleve­
land Wednesday after Hs right wing en­
gine failed, an airline spokesman said.

The pilot, whose name was not dis­
closed, landed Flight No. 4 at from Loa 
Alleles to Newark, N J . at about 4 p.m. 
at Cleveland Hopkins International Air­
port. There were no injuries.

Earlier, the airline said the pilot 
landed after shutting down the right 
wing engine becauM of cKuasive vibra­
tion. But late Wednesday, United's hea- 
dof operations In Cleveland said the en­
gine failed

"We have deterndaed that the engine 
did fail. But we can’t be sure of the rea­
son.” uidJiffiGuyette.

Bill Snags 
In House

WASHINGTON (AP) -  House lead­
en abruptly halted debate on a new 
standby gM rationlag Mi Wednesday 
night after the uneapteted adoption of 
an amenteM« sharply IbaHing the pres­
ident's flexibility to biteoso tefioning

In a vote which cieiwly caught Demo- 
cralic baders by surprise, tte House 
agreed 33MIT to a RepabBcan-spon- 
sored amendment tlut would give Con­
gress two shots at rejecting any pre- 
sidcotial ratloniag plan -  first when he 
drafts it and then when he tries to in­
voke it.

After the vote. White House lobbyist 
Bio Cable denounced the amendment as 
making "the bill worse than exbting 
tow"

Sponsors of the measutc. ctobning 
the amendment would make It virtually 
impossible for any rationing plan to be 
approved, quickly removed the bill from 
House consideration.

Resumptiou Unknown
House leaders said they dMn’t know 

when it would be brought up agate, ted 
hoped it would be before the August 
congressional recess.

The vote was a major setback to 
President Carter's new energy plan and 
to congressional leaden who hwi hoped 
to overturn last May’s rejaction by the 
House of the president's first rationing 
propsal.

It was abo a blow to House Speaker 
Thomas P. O'Neill, who had told r e f ­
ers earlier in the day that passage of the 
bill appeared assured and that Demo­
crats were lining up lP4o-l to support it.

O'Neill had tried to arrange a final 
vote for dose to 8 p.m. CDT. Congres­
sional sources said 0  Naill chose thb 
time — the start of Carter’s natioiially 
televised news conference — so the 
preside« could poi« to the vote as a 
gate for hb energy program.

Carter Empty Handed
As it turned ouL Carter wound up 

empty handed.
