Quail hunters rejort that the
birds are not as plentiful s last
vear, but are being found in
sufficient numbers to keep
sportsmen from coming home
empty-hande-

One group which has ob-

served a "first 'lay" Juml ,n
the Cobb community for years,
managed to bag enough birds
for their traditional outdoor
feast this year but said quail
were noticeably fewer than in
previous years.

Many believe that the short
crop resulted from the big rains
in early summer, which came
during and right after the nor-
mal hatching season.

Tic average sportsmnn

And here's how to do it."'
Fiist, buy some 3-- 0 gold-colore- d

hooks. They are light
in weight and have a long
shank. Then, get some of those
floating, plastic worms, the biered ones. '

Stick Uio point of the hook
into the very end of the arti-
ficial bait and worm it on the
hook just like you would a big
angle worm. Work it clear to
the eye of the hook. Then
force the point through the
body of the worm until the
hook protrudes about a half
men. j ust Do sure the curvedpart of the hook is only par-
tially exposed.

Your finished job won't loon
exactly light to you, because
he tail of the worm will ridehigh and just seem to dangle

off the barbed end of the bie
hook.

Actually what you have isa stiff forward part of the
worm, becausethe hook shank
is inside; and a very flexible
tail end of the worm, because
there is nothing inside to make
it rigid.

It is easy to see what hap-
pens in the water. Just move
the fore-en- d of the worm, ever
so slightly, and the tail wig-gle- s

vigorously.
Remember, this is a floating

worm. It won't stay on or near
the bottom, like most artificial
worms do, unless you weigh it
down. In fact that is the secret
of this trick.

But let's go on with the
story.

Once you have the worm
threaded on the 3-- 0 hook, your
next move is to tie on your
line.

You do this by, first of all,
running the line through the
eye of the smallest size, double
swivel that you can find. That
leaves this swivel free to move
up and down the line.

Next move is to attach the
end of the line to a snap-swive-l,

the smaller the better,
then clamp the snap-swive- l in-
to the eye of the hook.

Better yet, pry open slightly
the eye of the hook and slin
on a real small and light
weight double swivel. Then
force the eye closed and tie
the end of the fishing line to
the other end of the swivel.

Reason for this performance
is the fact that the double
swivel is lighter in weight than
the other end of the swivel.

Now, you're all icady t go
except how are you going to

get this floating worm to the
bottom of the lake?

Billy's answer is to tie a
two foot leader onto the
other end of the double swivel
that you passed the line
through but did not tie down.

To the other end of the lead-e- r

add a bell weight, a real
light one, just heavy enough to
help you do a good casting job.
The bell weight is the one
that is shapedlike a bell and
has an eye in its top, to tie to.

So, tie on and you are in
business.

Inasmuch as the worm
floats it will not drop as fast
as the lead weight. So if you
releaseplenty of line the float-
ing worm will pull the line
through the eye of the little
free-swingin- g swivel that has
the leader and weight attach-
ed.

Looking at it underwater,you
will find the worm floating
some three or four feet above
the weight that carried it out
into the lake when you made
your cast.

Now you are ready for ac-
tion.

Let the worm float where it
is for a minute or two. Then
give the line a tight tug. Let
it rest, then twitch it again.

As you tug on the line the
worm is of course going deep-
er into the lake, thanks to
the lead and swivel arrange-
ment that is pulling it down
Continue this action until you
get a fish, at one level or an-
other. Whatever level you find
them, the fish will be there
throughout the day. So try to
mark the depth in your mind.

If you have no luck and you
pull till the lure jams agains
the weighted leader (two feet
off tlve bottom), let the worm
rest there for sometime. Give
it a little twitch now and then
to keep it "alive."

Finally, if no luck, try an-
other spot. Billy says, "If
there are fish in the lake, this
worm will find them."

Some are even being
recommended as a substitute
for the vanishing American
elm, long ravished by Dutch
elm disease and phloem me-crosi- s.

In the fall, the home owner
is delighted with the honey-locus-t

becauseits fine texture
leaflets, only an inch or two in
length, make relatively light
litter. In the summer, it is
pure beauty. The dark green
foilage off eis a light, lacy share
that doesn't hinder growth of
lush lawns.

Time at Hand
Throughout Texas

Don't ever underestimate thi
fighting spirit and the tasty
meat of carp and buffalo. Right
now, many I ishermen are
havin gsome real fun fishing
for these two "bugle-mouth-."

while many others are jus., sit-
ting around waiting for 'th
white bass and crappie runs,
according to Ken Jurgens,, as-

sistant director of inland fish-
eries, Texas Game and Fish
Commission.

Carp and buffalo are of.cn
discredited as fighting fish.
Actually, they don't leap and
splash like bass, but they'll
tug harder and longer than
most bass, explains Jurgens.
And catching them isn't as
easy as some fishermen might
think. ,,

Dough bait seems to be tne
best attraction. Most stands
which handle tnckle andlive
bait also have several brands
of dough bait. If not, said ho
biologist, write the Commission
in Austin for their carp fish,
ing bulletin which contains
a number of recipes.

Make a ball of this bait and
shape it around the hook. Ask
your tackle man for a good
carp hook. Toss the bait out
and allow it to settle on the
bottom. Carp are hottom feed-
ers and they will come along
and suck it up.

It's hard to see any move-
ment on the line when a carp
takes the bait, especially if
you are holding the pole. Lay
the pole down and watch the
line just where it enters the
water. Pick up the pole and
take in the line when you see
the slightest movement. You
are in for somp real excite-
ment.
