IOWA CITY, Towa (AP)—Fresh
data from the satellite Explorer
IV gave further indication today
that human space travel may first
hinge on solving problems of in-
tense radiation.

Carl E. Mcllwain, State Univer-
sity of Iowa physicist, released
preliminary findings after exam-
ining decoded space radiation in-
formation from about 50 of Ex-
plorer IV’'s first 200 recorded
passes,

He said that starting about 250
miles up, the intensity of space
radiation appears to double with
approximately every 60 miles of
altitude,

Finding of such intense radia-
tion does not necessarily mean
that there are ‘killer rays” in the
space belt 1,000 to 1,400 miles out,

in space.

FORT WORTH (AP)—Congress
is expected soon to liberalize fur-
ther the FHA terms for buying
homes, the FHA zone commis-
sion for eight Southwestern
states said yesterday.

William Painter said a House
committee reported a bill a few

days ago to increase the maxi-
mum maturing on FHA-insured
loans from 30 to 35 years and the
maximum amount of the mort-
age from $20,000 to $27,000.

Painter predicted in an address
before a meeting of mortgage
bankers that the maximum loan
figure will be compromised at
$25,000 when the bill passes the
House and Senate.

He told the mortgage men the
FHA district office will get more
personnel to handle a flood of ap-
plications when Congress passes
a supplementary
