I beg to call vour attention to the
fact that the Precinet Road fund, the
available road tax for the actual work
on our county rowds, as shownabove,
is $2.66 per Labor on the best Labor
in my precinet.  This amount wil] not
pay for the hire of u frespo team
and man for one half day's work on
the romd. An average lake will re-
quire ubout a 2,000 yard fill; figured
at 12.5 cents per yard, our county
rate which, by the way is low,
amounts to $2560. That is all of the
Special road tax on 94 Labors valued
at $10 per acre, or 264 of the Labors
valued st $4 per aere. A clayed
road costs anywhere from £1,500 to

Lamb County has in the neighbor

'T feel that the County should be re-
| imbursed for the sacrifices it has

made to the state, either paid back
for its bonded indebtedness or allow-
od a part of the gasoline tax paid of
county to the state, One cent of the
three cents per gallon now paid to the
State would amount to about £25,000
or around two and one-half times our
whole Precinet Road fund.

If this were done, in a very fow
yoars all of our county ronds could
be worked without ong cent extm
cost to the taxpaycrs; and conse
quently the county would be greatly
improvad,
