It's said that time changes everything
And that everything includes traditional
things like sending Christmas cards and
packages

1ittlefield poetal employecs agrec that
people just don't send as many Christmas
cards and packages as they did a few
years ago

But the postal service itself has changed
so much that now its impaossible to tell just
what percentage the Christmas mailings
have dropped of(

Back when all the letters were canceled
locally, Donny Howell said the Littlefield
post office cancelled 100,000 pieces of mail
in 10 days during the holidays

All first class mail except that put in the
local drop now goes to Lubbock for can-
cellation, so the exact number of can-
cellations isn't available, Even so, Howell
says he doesn't handle half as much mail
just before Christmas any more, and that
the cut back i1s in Christmas cards. He
blames this specifically on the increase in
postage

Instead of sending cards to all friends
and relatives, people tend to limit cards to
out-of-lown acquaintances and relatives

Another big difference in seasonal mail
is the time period. Not too many years ago,
almost all of the Christmas cards were
received and sent the week before
Christmas

“Now instead of five big days, when
there i5 so much mail it just can't be
handled, the Christmas card rush Is
spread out over 15 or more days,”” Roland
Bell said

New Band’s Doing Grand

Monte Angel and The Poor Boys soon
may be rolling in the kind of dough that
can be put in the bank with their singing
and playing of songs like “‘Rolling On the
River."

Monte, Ronnie, Doug and Don are all
junior classmates and ag students al
Littlefield High School

Lawrence Macha at twice times 16 is the
“senior’” member and claims the only
reason he is allowed in the group is
because he is the sole bass player around.

Monte and Ronnie got the idea for their
band in August while sitting around
drinking coffee. They organized a week
before the annual Festivities Days and
Monte, Ronnie, Doug and Lawrence made
their first public appearance as a group al
the teen street dance.

In October the group leased the space
next 1o Lamb Bowling Lanes and they
played their first dance on Halloween.

Hardest hit by current
shortages are the State's
hospitals, which accounted for
4,448 needed personnel, or 60
per cent of all budgeted
vacancies in 1970
officials estimated 6,301
workers were needed this vear

The greatest need for per-
sonnel, the survey disclosed, is
in the field of nursing. Some
4.700 jobs for registered nurses,
licensed vocational nurses,
aides and orderlies went
begging last year (two-thirds of
all the budgeted vacancies in
1970). Another 6514 became
avallable in these areas in 1971
